The main building Is three stories high, standing back

from the street about one hundred feet, with a semicircu
lar gnu* plot In front, and contains thirty to forty rooms.
The grounds around the house are tastefully laid out with
walks and planted with trees, shrubs, Ac. On the left ol
the entrance to these grounds is a cottage containing four
rooms, used by male patients as a bathing house, with
every convenience for " p%cking," bathing, Ac.; on th<
right of the entrance, about two hundred feet distant,
stands a similar oottage, used by the ladies for similar
purposes.

in the rear of the Institute, at the distance of one hun¬
dred feet, are three other cottages, some eighty feet apart.
One of these is the laundry, with a hydrant at the door;
the other two are uacuided by tho servant*.
The hydrant water is Introiluced into these cottages as

well as Into the main building, and ail the waste water
carried off by drains under ground.

THl WATER WORKS
Consist of a circular stone bulltUng. standing on the brow
of a hill, surmounted by a large cedar reeerrotr containing
five huaJred barrels, brought from a never*tailing spring
of pure cold water in the sido of the hill, by "a hydraulic
ram," a self-acting machine of cast iron, that is kept con

stantiy going, night and day, by the desoent of the water
from the spring. The surplus water Is carried from the
reservoir to a fountain in the water-works yard, surround¬
ed by weeping willows. In the first story of the water¬
works is a circular room, containing the douche hath,
which is a stream falling from a height of about thirty
feet, and can be varied In size from half an Inch to an
Inch and a half In diameter. Adjoining the douche room

la a dressing room, with marble tables, Ac.; the risinp
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.) is one of the most com

plete contrivances of the kind, being entirely under the
oontrol of the patient using tho same.
There are many other appliances, which can he better

propriety, nor justification for such an increase
us Mr. Secretary Stuart sanctions.
The renting of the " Steiger house," pur¬

chased by Mr. Kennedy, in the name of another
person, to the Government, at the enormous
rent of $1,750 per annum, when everybody
knows the rent of said house would be high at
$000, cannot be so explained or justified as to
satisfy the public mind that all is right in the
matter. The much larger and more elegant
house,, on F street, between Sixth and Seventh.
lately occupied by Mr. Crawford while Secre¬
tary of War, was rented by that functionary
for $000 per annum. Mr. Donoho'every large
and commodious house, on the Avenue and ad¬
joining the United States Hotel, which contains
more than twice the number of rooms in the
" Steiger house," could have been rented by
the Government, and 1 understand was offered
to it for $700 per annum.
The plea of excuse and justification offered

by Mr. Secretai-y Stuart and his apologists is,
that John W. Maury and William A. Bradley,
esqs., experienced business men and property-
holders, and high-toned, upright gentlemen,
were requested to examine the "Steiger house"
and give their opinion as to the rent th% Gov¬
ernment ought to give for its use, and that they
decided that the rent ought to be $1,760 per
annum, taking into view the rent which the
Government is paying for the "Corcoran build¬
ing" and the " Winder building."
Now 1 have very great respect for Mr. Brad¬

ley, and also for Mr. Maury, and for their
judgment iu most matters. Indeed so highly
do I esteem both of those gentlemen, that, al¬
though opposed in politics to one of them, 1
would rejoice to see either of them elected
Mayor of this city.
But I ask if it is a good and sufficient reason

that three times as much as it is actually worth
should be paid by the Government for the rent
of the "Steiger house," because the Govern¬
ment pays thrice as much as it ought to pay for
the rent of the " Corcoran building" and the
"Winder building." Three wrongs do not
make one right.

Messrs. Corcoran and Winder are wealthy
capitalists and dashing speculators. They wine
and dine Cabinet ministers and members of
Congress most sumptuously. They do every
thing on a large scale and a high figure. They
erect expensive buildings, and rent them to the
Government at an enormous rent; and there¬
fore.for that is the argument, the plea of jus¬
tification.Mr. Secretary Stuart must allow
a rent of $1,750 per annum to be paid for a

dwelling-house, the rent of which everybody
knows is not worth a farthing over $000.

I must be permitted here to put a question,
which may have «ome bearing upon Mr. Mau¬
ry's estimato of house-rent, where Uncle Sam,
or an individual, has to foot tho bill. Docs not:
Mr. Maury own the St. Charles Hotel, corner
of Third street and the avenue ? Are there not
some sixty rooms in that hotel? Is the rent of
the hotel over $1,400 per annum, including the
stores and offices in the basement ? And even
at that, Mr. Maury pays for the insurance and
repairs.
But I will do Messrs. Maury and BnuCey the

justice to say, that they did not know that ^fr.
Kennedy owned the " Steiger house" when they
appraised its rent. They thought it wan to be
rented for only one year ; and, taking into view
the rent paid by tho Government for the Cor¬
coran and Winder buildings, they passed their
judgment that, under the circumstances, the
Government should pay $1,750 rent, for one

year, for the " Steiger house." But the Tent,
at that enormous rate, goes on from year to

year.
It must be recollected that almost tivery

wealthy man in this city made his wealth off
the Government. Hence, it seems to be gen¬
erally conceded that everybody who has any
thing to rent or dispose of, to tho Govern ment,
must be paid not only promptly, in tho hard
cash, but mngnlficently.
And now a word or two respecting tho writer,

The Tehnantepec Railroad.
To the Editors of the American Telegraph.
Gentlemen : The arrival of an engineer of

the Tehuantepec expedition enables me to give
you a true statement of what has been done and
what can be, done towards the great Tehuante¬
pec enterprise. For the following facts 1 am
indebted to Mr. J. M. Mercer, one of the pio¬
neers of the road.
Upon the Atlantic side the CoatzncoalcoB

river is navigable for twenty-five miles, above its
mouth for Bhips not drawing over eleven feet of
water, and as high up as a point called Meual-
tyian. Here the railroad line, as already laid
down, commcnces, and, passing over a most
beautiful country of alternate hill and dale,
teeming with cattle and horses almost in a wild
state, we strike over upon the waters of the
Taltepec river. In this distance (about sixty
miles) there are no other difficulties to be con¬

tended with than those naturally occurring in
any undulating country. Passing over from the
Taltepec river we come-upon the waters of the
Malatcngo river; and heoce we have our first
(fifty foot) grade. This river we ascend for

1 some thirty miles, when the Great Sierra Modre
mountains.a chain of the grand, the bold Cor¬
dilleras.are unexpectedly as it were thrown
up ftom the bowels of Mother Earth, as a great
barrier against all man's art. Ihe result, how¬
ever, proves this first impression' to be errone¬
ous. Several passes have been surveyed, and
that of La Chivela has been chbseu as the one

combining the most and greatest advantages.
Through this pass n fifty-foot grade line lias
been run.presenting a most feasible route, and
one that'thc company ha ve accepted aB the best.
£rom the west, or l'acific side of the Sierra

Mftdre, there is no difficulty in the world tc
contend with. A straight line to the port
of Ventosa, on the Pacific shore, brings you
down beautifully over a great plain of thirty
miles in width.
One word more and my brief statement must

close. The Isthmus of Tehu.mtepec, I am sure,
as far as climate is concerned, is ono of the
most healthy localities in the world. From a

party of fifty-three, men and officers all in¬
cluded, who entered the country in November
last, not one has died; and not one, I feel very
sure, will acknowledge that ho has contracted
any disease in the country.

"Cheap Pontage" again.
To the Editors of the American Telegraph.
Gentlemen : Mr. Second Assistant 1 ostmas-

ter General Warren, it appears, has decided
that, 4< newspapers sent for a less period thanI three months, whether from the office of publi¬
cation or otherwise, will come under the head
of transient newspapers, upon which the post¬
age must be prepaid." .

The recent law to " reduce and modify (.) the
rates of postage says, that "the postage on all
printed matter other than newspapers and peri¬
odicals published at intervals, not exceedingthree months, and sent from the office of publi¬cation to actual and bona-Jide subscribers, to be
prepaid," &c.

_. .At " intervals not exceeding three months
does not necessarily imply that they must be
sent for the entire period of three months to en¬
title subscribers to the benefit of the reduction,
and the preceding construction is arbitrary and
unjust. Suppose that a person's yearly sub¬
scription to a regular newspaper would, at the
mutual understanding of suhscriber and pub¬
lisher, expire in the middle of a quarter, is he
not allowed to pay at the regular rate for the
fraction of the quarter for which ho is to receivc
the paper? This, certainly, is the common-
sense view of the subject, whatever respect may
yet be due to that old-fashioned way of looking
at things.

. . |The new law requires that subscribers to all
periodicals shall be required to pay one quar-
ter'd postage in advance," and in that case the
rate is reduced one-half. But it is silent about
paving in advance for regular papers ; and the
Department having already decided that ..news¬
papers" are not " periodicals'' in the sense which
gives the advantage of such reduction, the mat¬
ter is left as it was prior to the passage of the
recent act. Then, it was the practice to receive
pay in advancc for any fraction of a quarter s

postage known to bo due.and even by the sin¬
gle number, at the same rate, as they arrive!.

It would be well enough, 1 think, for the offi¬
cers <>t' the Post office Department to keep u
view t tie title and object of the late law whenever
thev are about to make a "construction."

Ml*ml*. Editobx: The weather hita been
exceedingly dry for foar or five weeks, which
hue caused consi derabl® uneasine»« among the
tuyere. The whtt^t crop is excellent.better
than hay beeu made hereabouts for several
years. The oat.crop is indifferent. The pros¬
pect for corn and tobacco is gloomy .indeed.
The former is completely twisted and parched
up,1 except on the low grounds, and moat ot the
tobacco which has beeu planted is scorched and
dead, so that some of the tanners begin to think
Of sowing the land in buckwheat or something
else, by which it may be prevented from being
entirely valueless.
Lpaohburg is situated * few miles below

wMre James River breaks through the Blue
Ridge, and possesses the most romantic site,
perhaps, of any town in the Uuion ; it is built
principally upon hills, and is, surrounded on all
sides by high hills and lofty mountains. It has
a cautious, an industrious and Enterprising
population, and is finely adapted to commerce
and manufactures. The Lynchburg and Ten¬
nessee raijroad, which is in rapid process of
tionstrqetion, seems to have given a fresh im¬
petus to its prosperity. Its population is abouj;
eight thousand. Many new und elegant build¬
ings have been erected within the last few years,
the most conspicuous and coBtly of which are
the Baptist, Episcopal, and Methodist churches.

For I am not ashamed of the
gospel of Christ; for it is the power of God unto
salvation to every one that believeth.to the
.Jew first, and also to the Greek." The spacious
building was crowded to overflowing, and the
sermon produoed a deep impression upon th*.
intelligent and attentive congregation. TW»
chutch is fifty-eight by seventy-four. It pos¬
sesses a l&rge basement story, and a spacious
-vestibule is attached to the basement and sec¬
ond floor. The ceiling is finished with an ellyp-
tieal dome, rising four feet from the surface of
the ceiling, and finished with an elegant pendan-
tic centre-piece, 12 feet in diameter, dropping
2% feet from the outer edge to the lamp-hook.
At the base of the d'omo is a wreath of honey¬
suckle encumbering the whole. The surfacc of
the ceiling is finished with four triangle panels,
and the whole oits on a cornice finished in the
most modern style, and ornamented with a
beautiful leaf and tulip in tLe frieze, together
with other ornaments, suitable and appropriate
to such work. The plain plastering is elegantly
frescoed, representing panel work. The most of
this work was executed by the Rev. John Long,
of this place. It i» » large and commodious
building, and the interior finished off m good
taste and elegance, and is quite an ornament to
the town. Its pastor is the Rev. George W
Lantfhorne, a gentleman of great worth and
piety, and every way suited to his important
and responsible trust.

. ,Messrs. Scott & Adams, the energetic and
persevering contractors for the tunnel; imme¬
diately at Lynchburg, in the Virginia and Ten¬
nessee railroad, have at length perforated the
hill, through solid and adamantine rock, and
the work goes bravely on. This road is to exert
a powerful influence upon the destiny of our
town. In view of its completion real estate has
considerably enhanced in value, and will con-
tinue to advance. It will pour into our lap the
cxhaustless treasures of southwestern \ irginia,
and is destined, ere the lapse of many years, to
convert Lynchburg into a city. Passengers as
well as freight will pour into onr midst, and we
shall start, 1 trust, upon a high and prosperous
career.
