ed by weeping willows. In the lirst story of the water
works Is a circular room, containing the douche bath,
which Is a stream falling from a height of about thirty
feet, and can he varied In size from half an Inch to as

Inch and a half in diameter. Adjoining the douche room
Is a dressing room, with marble tables, Ac.; the ritiny
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.) Is one of the most com¬

plete contrivances of tho kind, being entirely under the
control of the patient using the same.

Democratic parties in some of the States prac¬
tically employed in evincing their preferences
for certain gentlemen .who have been named in
connexion with the Presidency and Vice Pres¬
idency ; and must infer, from the number in
both parties, that a selection of candidates in
18oiJ must be effected by ** compromise." We
observe that the tide of feeling in the Demo¬
cratic party is Btrongly in favor of different
gentlemen in different sections of the country,
whose claims will be urged perhaps with vohe-
mcnce in the national convention, which ren¬
ders it incumbent upon the Democracy so to
soften prejudice and predilection in the party
in externw, as to render the deliberations of tliat
convention available, and a choicc of candidates
easy. Experience teaches that the American
people, jealous of their liberty nnd reputation,
are ever desirous of exemplifying it by reward¬
ing those who are most active and chivalrous
in the preservation of them.

There arc in the Democratic party various
patriotic gentlemen whose claims to the candi¬
dacy are urgently pressed by their respective
friends, but not one of them is more deserving
of the confidence and support of tlic party than J
Major General John E. Wool, of New York.
