Froaaisa i Tuy Navy,—We take for granted
that n dnpm effort will be made in the next
Congress to revive the barbarism of flogging in
the navy. The SBeoretary of the Navy has. re-
quested from each of the captains and comman-
ders in the service a statement concerning the
offenices and punishrients within his command,
with the expression of his opinions upon the
(whole: subject of discipline. = Of course every
old officer, and every petty tyrant smong the
young, will sny that flogging is esgential to dis-
cipline. But those enlightened enough to. com-

By a strong pres-
sure; wihout, they gained a vietory in the last
Conmw aver the strong pressure withing and
by a similar pressure upon the next Congress,
they will keep what they then gained. They
sucoeeded in excluding from the navy this bar-
barism of antiquity and the middle ages; and
they succeeded ouly by vigorous efforts against
the official combination in defence of the bar-
barism. The combination is active to recover
what it lost, and only by the same vigorous ef-
fort can the people ngain triwvmph in defence of
humanity and progress. Therefore we enjoin
upan all who would not have the flag of our
country, the ensign of freedom, again disgraced
by the brutalities of slavery, to be wide awake.
Let them speak out, through the press, and
through every other legitimate channel, and
convince their representatives in C Jongress that
halting or retreating in the march of improve.
ment will not be tolerated in the Nineteenth
Century, st least in American legislators, Let
them not be coutented merely with what they
have gained, but go ome step further, and insist
upon the abolition of the spirit rations. Rum
onge excluded from the navy, and the lash is
perpetually banished without hope of restora-
tion.—Fhaladelphia Ledger.

Gus-light was unknown,
in 1800 ; now every city and town of any pre-
tence is lighted with it, and we have the an-
nouncement of a still es.t.erchacover , by which
light, heat, and mouve power may ge all pro-
duced from water with hardly any cost. Da-
guerre communicated to the world his beauntiful
invention in 1839, Gun cotton and chloroform
are discoveries of but a few years old. Astron-
omy has added a number of pew planets to
the solar system. Agricultural chemistry has
enlarged the domain of knowledge in that im-
portant branch of scientific research ; and me-
chanies have increased the facilities for produo-
tion, and the means of accomplishing an amount
of labor which far transcends the ability of
united mental effort to accomplish. The tri-
umphs achieved in this Jast branch of diseovery
and invention are enough to mark the lngt half
century as that which has most contributed Lo
nugment personal comforts, enlurge the enjoy-
ments, and add to the blessings of man. What
will the next balf century sccomplish? We

may look for still greater discoveries, for the

intellect of man is awake, exploring every mine

of knowledge, and searching for useful infor-

mation in every department of art and industry.
