.AMERICAN TELEGRAPH
The Mexican Board.

To the Editors vf the American Telegraph.
Gentlemen : I perceive by your paper of last,

evening, that a well-informed and responsible
person has furnished you with au explanation
in regard to what I said the day before touch¬
ing the records and papers of the late Commis¬
sion on Claims against Mexico.
He commences by saying that he " under¬

stands from good authority that the strictures
Of your correspondent A. B., the day before,
Were undeserved, so far as they affect Dr. Da¬
vis.1* At tho same time, he does not deny a

*or<l of what I said; though, in reality, there
vnB do censure expressed, nor necessarily im¬
plied as it regarded Dr. Davis.'
We are told that the office of the Commis-1

sioners, or that in which they left the papers in
question, " is considered as being part of the
State Department." Indeed ! Then why was
it deemed necessary for Congress to pass a law
directing the papers, on tho conclusion of the
Commission, to be deposited in the Department
of State? Again: we arc further informed
that the papers were offered two months ago by
Dr. DaviB to the Secretary of State, and ho de¬
clined to take them until they were indexed,
and a synopsis made of every paper, there
being no Spanish scholar in the Department,
who could bo spared for such duty. This is
another queer fact, if the papers were already
in the Department.

It is also stated in the explanation, that al-1
though " the law certainly says that the papers,
when done with, shall be returned to the State
Department, yet that neither the President nor
the Secretary of State construes that to mean
that they shall be returned at once, and in a state
of chaotic confusion." It does not appear what
meaning is attached to the words at once by the
President or by the Secretary of State ; but the
law says the papers shall be deposited in the
Department "when the commission shall be
concluded and let it be borne in mind that
the commission was concluded more than three
months ago.
We have, moreover, another extraordinary

piece of information. Thepapers were in a state

of chaotic confusion. Is it really a fact that the
Commissioners forming the board in question
three distinguished and learned men, with sala¬
ries of $3,000 a year each, and having two
years to do their business in, with a secretary
and a clerk, tho one receiving $'2,000 a year,
and the other $1,500.have drawn their full
pay, gone off, and left the papers of the Board
in a state of chaotic confusion ? If this is ac¬

tually so, it ought to be more generally under¬
stood than it has hitherto been.
To return to Dr. Davis: te may possess all

the merit which may be claimed for him, for |
aught 1 know; but what I contend for is, that
he has no right by law to the custody of the
papers in question; and that the President has
no authority to leave them in the situation in
which they are, however upright may have been
his intentions. A.*

M. Micliaud has just published in l'aris a book
entitled "Public and Private Life of the late
Louis Philippe, Duke of Orleans, and ex-King
of tho French." According to him the develop¬
ment of certain facts proves that Louis Philippe
was really not a Bourbon, but the son of an
Italian jailor, supposed to be a Jew. Hia re¬

puted father, the l)uke of Orleans, was travel¬
ling in Italy with hie wife, while she wee is *
state of pregnancy. As the confinement of
her Grace approached, they sojourned at an
Italian village, called Modigliauu, on the top
of the Appenines, where, having a propensity
for low company, tho duke became acquainted
with the jailor, named Chiappini, und the wife
of the latter also being encientc, the duke made
a bargain with him that in case his wife gave
birth to a boy, and the duchess to a girl, tho
children should be exchanged, all of wnich ac¬

tually occurred, and the jailor's son eventually
became King of the French. The reason given
for this strange whim on the part of the duke
is attributed to the fact that from every indica¬
tion it was presumed that the duchess would
never give birth to another heir, and in the
event of the failure of male issue, the immense
estates of the Duchy of Orleans would revert
to the crown of France.
The daughter of the duke grew up to woman¬

hood, as the child of Chiuppini, but her beauty,
wit, intelligence, and dignity of manner and
character won the affections of a wealthy Eng¬
lish nobleman, who, despite her apparently
mean birth, inarmed her, and thus elevated her
to a station in society more in accordance with
the royalty of her blood than the one she occu¬

pied with her reputed father. At the death of
her husband she married a llussian nobleman
named Baron Steinburg. Chiappini, however, on
his death-bed, touched with remorse, revealed to
her the secret of her birth, or nt least so much as
he knew of it, the Duke having only revealed him¬
self as the Count de Joinvilie, that being the
title of one of his estates, and he wishing to
preserve a strict incognito while traveling in
Italy. But the Baroness Steinburg, learning
this much, did not rest till she had made her¬
self acquainted with all the facts, and became
convinced of the royalty of her birth. Louia
Philippe, however, having every thing to lose
as Duke of Orleans, pretended to deride her
claims and to disbelieve her proofs. Nothing
but the protection of the English ambassador
prevented her arrest and imprisonment; but on

the ascension of Louis to the throne, she was

continal on pretence of being insane, in a luna¬
tic asylum..Such, in substance, is the roman¬
tic story of AL Micliaud, and our readers may
believe it or not, just as they like.
