Divide the labor now performed equally
among all, and but a few hours a day will suf¬
fice. Then dispense with all that is unneces¬

sary, and much less will nnswer. But these
things will probably never be done in the wide
world. Limited communities, however, may
avail themselves of the advantages of general
labor Look at the Mormons ; bad as they are,
all labor, the period of labor is abridged, and
wealth accumulates. The Quakers, when they
are grouped into communities, illustrate the
same advantages. Any one hundred families,
with a thousand dollars cach, who will buy a
tract of land, say 25,000 acres, and locate upon
it, under regulations for mutual benefit, and

temperately, frugally, and industriously
must prosper. In ten years each family will
be worth ten thousand dollars, if a judicious
eelection shall have been followed up by right
conduct, and no unforeseen calamities befall
them. Why do not many of those who toil so

hard and profitless from year to year in our

communities, under all the disadvantages im¬
posed, turn their attention to such schemes as

this, and dot our great territories with pros¬
perous agricultural and manufacturing commu¬
nities, becoming producers and consumers, and
garnering up the excess of production. Reli¬
gion, morality, social and intellectual inde¬
pendence, and happiness, would all be promoted
by this principle of association, while the close,
one-family principle of Fourier, (which we be¬
lieve to be essentially demoralizing,) need not
be recognised at all.

A Ham is delightful when properly boiled-
We will tell you how to do thin. Firnt aorub it
well with u coarse towel and witter, with sod*
or saleratuH, or good hickory ashes. (Some use

soap, but au alkali will make soap enough on

the surface by uniting with the grease.) Then
wash this off with pure water ; then place the
ham in the pot to boil, having plenty of room

and plenty of water. Let the water be cold
when it is put in, and do not heat it to boiling
under an hour, or an hour and a half, if the
ham be large. At the expiration of this time
tiring it to n slow boil, and let it so continue
fifteen minutes for each pound the ham con¬
tains. It should never be cut before boiling;
the water and the boiler should be nice and
clean ; and no vegetable should ever be boiled
with it. A ham boiled with care in this way is
delicious food.

The Latest Printing Pbiss..It is said that
a Mr. Foreman, a practical printer of New Bos¬
ton, Illinois, has invented a galvanic printing
press, and that he is about to apply for a patent
tor it. His model throws off impressions with
the rapidity of lightning. His paper is wound
upon a reel, and is in a continuous sheet like
the telegraphio coil; it passes over the types on
a cylinder, and when one side of the paper is
printed, it is reversed, and the other side printed
with a perfect register, the sheets being clipped
apart by an ingenious contrivance, as fast as

they come from the press. There is hardly
any limit to the speed with which it may be
worked; i ts exactness is beyond anything known,
and Mr. Foreman says he can put up a press of
the largest size, at a cost of not over $500.

The French Assembly is getting through with

the necessary business prior to separating for
the' recess. The Mass celebrated in Paris on

Tuesday, to commemorate the three days ol
July, has met with ridicule from the press.
The President starts on a tour through Southern
France during the recess. Some disturbances
had taken place at Toulouse, and an armed
force of twenty-two Socialists were arrested.
The Steele newspaper was seized on Tuesday
for libel upon the President. It is thought that
Oudinot will receive the station of Marshal,
vacated by the death of Marshal Sebastian.
