The prt'Humption, arrogauce/and multifarious
errors of the men of the Old World with re¬

spect to the New, may justly claim some Atten¬
tion in connexion t^ith our articles on the Cot¬
ton Plant. If tha man of the 'New World in
th.6 United States has made essential improve¬
ments in government and -luws, and in the use-
lul arts, notwithstanding the accusations of in¬
feriority that were made against him for¬
merly, and which not so dii-vctli/ now, but often
still by implication, continue to be mado against
hiw, then it willf>r«ve a felicitous circumstance
to Africa if tlitae > improvements be trans-
I?!8tTted to her *KJfe8. We are not pf those
who believe that the obstacle to the negro's pro¬
gress lies in his pliysioul organization. lio has,
undoubtedly, made much progress under the
tuition ot the whites, since he lias been so inti¬
mately associated with them in this country.
His heathenism has been the origin of his infe¬
riority ; but transfer him to the tropical cli¬
mates, and place him there in circumstances
favorable to his improvement, and he also will
advance in civilization. There is a propriety
in this work being done by a people who them¬
selves excel in the art of government and in
inechanioal «kill, and such a people we shall
endeavor to show the people of the United
StateB to be. And here we shall quote libe¬
rally (although reserving much to be said in
the Bequel) from the very able, and, in general,
pertinent observations on this general subject,
of Mr. Williams, author of a History of Ver¬
mont. The accusations of American inferiority
were rife in his time, (forty-five years ago,) as
well as for a long period anterior. We give as a

specimen of these accusations the remarks of
the Abbe Raynal, and, in connexion with them,
the conclusive reply of Mr. Williams:

"It has been an opinion often adopted by
the historians and philosophers of Europe, that
all the animals in America arc inferior in every
thing which constitutes their proper perfection,
to those of the same species in Europe. M. de
Buffon has avowed this sentiment in its fullest
extent. Copying from him, most of the Euro¬
pean writers have embraced and repeated the
same hypothesis. To add something new to the
conjecture, the Abbe Raynal has wished to find
some marks of degradation in the Europeans
themselves, when removed into America; that
be might from that circumstance deduce a con¬

clusion, that there was something naturally de¬
ficient and degrading in the American climate
with regard to the productions and powers of
animal life.

" Among other passages, the following are
remarkable for the singularity of the sentiment
and expression : ' While tyranny and peree-
' cuiion wore destroying population in Europe,
' British America was beginning to bo peopled
. with three sorts of inhabitants. The first
'class consist of freemen: It is the most nu-
' merous, but hitherto it has visibly degen-
' crated. The Creole, in general, though ha-
. bituated to the climate from their cradle, are
' not robust and fit for labor, nor so powerful
' in war, as the European, whether it be that
' they have not the improvements of education,
' or that they are softened by nature. In that
' foreign clime the mind is enervated as well as
' the body ; endued with a quickness and early
' penetration, it easily apprehends, but wants
' steadiness, and is not used to continued thought.
It must be a matter of astonishment to find

' that America has not yet produced a good
'poet, an able mathematician, or a man of
' genius in any single art or science. They pos-
' sess, in general, a readiness for aoquiriug the
' knowledge of every art or science, but none of
' them shows a decisive talent for one in par-
' ticular. Is it possible that, although the Cre-
' oles educated with us have every one of them
' good sense, or at least the most part of them,
' yet not one should have arisen to any groat
' degree of perfection in the slightest pursuit;
' and that, among such as have stayed in their
' own country, no one has distinguished himself
' by n continued superiority in thoso talents
' which lead to fuuio 1 Has nature then pun-
' ished them for having crossod the ocean ? Are
' they a people degenerated by transplanting,
' by growth, and by mixture V

" Such is the account which the Abbe Ray¬
nal gives of the degradation which has come

upon the descendants of Europe in America. It
may afford amusement to an inquisitive mind to
examine the observations, and investigate what
has been the fact with regard to the descend-

of ,t,109e Europeans who settled iu the
United States of America; and we know uot!
Iiow to conduct the inquiry upon fairer prin-
ciples, than to endeavor to ascertain what has
been the eflect with regard to their government,
religion, population, and those arts which tend
the most to render human life more easy and
happy.
"With regard to civil government..When

JtDThTJ^i .J?*00® c«7ic into America theybrought with them no other idea or senium.-mi
as to the nature or form of civil government,
than those of the European monarclues. He¬
reditary monarchy was the established form of
government in all the kingdoms from which the
hrst settlers in America came. The authority
of the monarch was then everywhere esteemed
as sacred and divine, something derived imme¬
diately from the God of kings, not at all depend¬
ant upon or derived from the people, but re¬
served, appropriated and imparted by the Crea¬
tor of all, to certain Euroj»ean families called
noble and royal. Firmly believing in, and
deeply impressed with these ideas, theSpaniards,
the I rench, And the English, came into what,
in the singular languAgc of Europe, was CAlled
the new world, and they everywhere attempted to
establish the same System and form of govern¬
ment. And behold the first mark of their de¬
gradation in the American climate! Believing
¦n monarchy, with all its high distinctions nnd
claims, of uncorrupted and noblo and royal
hlood, they immediately found the distinctions
and privileges annexed to it were unnatural,
useless and foolish. Their business was to clear
up l lie land, to plant the country, and to provide
food and raiment. To men engaged in such
ncccMaiy and useful employments, nature and
situation miggostod the vanity and folly of the
Europeon distinctions and titles ; and they saw
at once, that man was not any better for being
called a duke, an earl, or a marquis. Civil
government they immediately fotind *as a
matter of the highot consequence and oaoeo-
sity) and instead of inquiring nioely into the
hWTenly property #aid t« appropriated and

communicated to kings, they passed over theae
sublime mysteries, took the step that nature
taught, and entered into combinations umong
themselves both to iorin and support civil gov¬
ernment. Their constant employment of clear¬
ing up an uncultivated country gave them just
and comprehensive views of the nature and
oiigui of property. Their mutual wants, inter¬
ests, and safety, taught them the nature, design,
and duty of civil government; and everything
iu their situation and employment tended to
gne them just ideas of the rights and duties of
man.

ihus, while in theory they believed in the
sacred right of kings and monarchy, every
thiug in their business and in the state of the
country taught theui a contrary doctrine ; and
p ainly indicated, that It was the will of their
reator that they should govern themselves in

such a manner as was best suited to their con¬
dition and state of society. During a contury
and a half tJie kings of England still kept up
their claim, and their authority. This interfer¬
ence of royal authority was everywhere found
to produce mischief, and to be unfriendly to the
interest and prosperity of the colonies. At
length the matter became so oppressive and
odious that it could be endured no longer. The
people of America aud tlio king of England
appoaled to arms, which should have the sov¬

ereign authority. Heaven declared in favor of
the just and righteous cause of the people. The
American system of government, till then un¬
known to the world, took place. The universal
and uncommon prosperity of the whole conti-
nent engaged the attention of all Europe. The
wisest and most powerful of all her nations1
caught the American flame, endeavored to avail
herself of the American principle, to destroy
despotism, and establish the republican form of
government; but unfortunately, such was the
state of society in Europe, that her men did not
understand the principles, and could not suc¬
ceed in their struggles to establish a system of
free government.

"It certainly, then, cannot be in matters of
government that the men of Europe have de¬
generated in America. The whole effect has
been the other way: they have discovered the
true principles of a free government, and firmly
established them in their own country. The
first nation in Europe endeavored to do the
same, but failed in the attempt."
Penny Postage for all the Would..An

association has just been formed in London.of
which Lord Ashburton, Baron Charles Dupin,
Ilerr von Vicbahn, and other distinguished
Englishmen and foreigners are members.for
the purpose of inducing the governments ofi
their respective countries to establish a low and
uniform rate of postage to and from all parts of
the world. The association propose that the
whole postage on foreign letters shall be pre¬
paid in all countries, by means of postage-
stamps, and according to one uniform scale of
weights. Postal conventions have already been
concluded by England with France, the United
StateB of North America, Russia, Prussia, Aus¬
tria, eighteen other German States, some'of the
Northern European States, Belgium, Switzer¬
land, Greece, Sardinia, aud Tuscany, under
which the whole post on foreign letters will be
collected in the country in which they are

posted. The extension of this "postal league"
to meet the views of the association presents
no difficulties of moment. The boon to friends
at a distance, and to merchants, would be ines¬
timable. Such a postal alliauce would be u|
most efficient " Peace Congress."

Italian Liberty..Mr. Greeley's visit to
Italy has not animated, but repressed his hopes
of the speedy liberation of the people. Be
finds them less capable of self-government and
less likely to obtain it than he iiad supposed.
The obstacles to the regeneration of Italy, ho
says, are many and formidable, and adds:
" Mostpalpableamongtheseis an insane spirit

of local jealousy and rivalry only paralleled
by the Corkonian and Far-down feud among
the Irish. Genoa is jealous of Turin, Turin of
Milan, Florence of Leghorn, and so on.

" If Italy were a free republic to-day, there
wonld be a fierce quarrel, and I fear a division,
on tho question of locating its metropolis. Rome
would consider herself the natural and prescrip¬
tive capital. Naples would urge her accessible
position, unrivalled beauty, and aeccndaney in
population ; Florence heT central and healthful
location; Genoa her extensive commerce, un¬
shaken devotion to republican freedom, Ac.
We should hardly be surprised to see some of
these, chagrined by an adverse decision, leagu¬
ing with foreign despots to restore the sway of
tho stronger by way of avenging their fancied
wrongs !

" And it is too true that ages of subjugation
have demoralized, to a fearful extent, tho Ita¬
lian people. Those who would rather beg, or

Qxtort, or pander to other's vice#, than honestly
work for a living, will never do any thing for
freedom ; and such are deplorably abundant in
Italy. Thfn, like most nations dobased by ages
Df slavery, these people have little faith in each
other. The proverb that 'No Italian has two
friends' is of Italian origin. Every on* fears
that hiB confederate may prove a traitor; and
if on* is heard openly cursiny the government
as oppressive snd intolerable, in a cafe, or other
public resort, though the sentimoDA la heartily
responded to, the utter*r is suspected and
avoided a* a polio* stool*pigeon and spy. Such
mutual distrust neoesaariiy areata* or acoomp*
nips a laak mf moral courage. There are brsT®
and nobl* Italians, but the majority are neither

brave nor noble."
