There
are throe vacancies, viz.: one in Connecticut
one in Tennessee, and one in California. The
Legislature of Tennessee, just elected, i* said
to be Whig in both branches, which of course
secures the election of a Whig Senator. The
California Senator will probably be Democra¬
tic. Connecticut doubtful. Of the 288 mem¬
bers of the House, 191 have been elected of
which 110 are Democrats, and 81 Whim.a
Democratic gain of 61. Eight States have yet
to elect their representatives, and taking the
last Congress as a test of their political charac¬
ter, the return will be 10 Whigs and 82 Demo¬
crats, making the total strength of the two
parties in the House stand as follows: Whigs
91, Democrats, 142. If by any chance the
election of President should devolve upon the
House, the Democratic candidate will of course
be elected. The votes in such a case are given
by States. Florida counting as much as New
York, and probably more, as the New York
delegation is a tie.

National Domain..A vast accession to the
public lands of the United States has just been
realized under the treaties concluded by com¬
missioner Lea with the Siou* Indians. Under
the first treaty, twenty-one millions of acres
have been ceded by the Upper Sioux, and under
the second treaty, sixteen millions of aores have
been ceded by the Lower Sioux. The aggregate
sum which the Government binds itself to pay
for the lands is *2,800,000. The lands 1«
