In all these respects
we have shown that the boasts of Europeans
are unfounded. Troofs upon proofs might be
multiplied, had we space and time to do.so;
but we address ourselves, at present, to ques¬
tions more practical, according to the great
American rule of primary regard to practical
utility iu studios, principles, discussions and
conduct.
We have shown the vast actual progress made

by our country. Our practical skill in the use¬
ful arts, in agriculture, commerce, naval archi¬
tecture, steamtjpat construction, and th<5 build¬
ing of railways, has existed for many years,
although still gradually improving. There was,
nevertheless, something wanting to give it more
rapidity of progression and expansion.

IB this state pf things the war with Mexico
occurred, and, while it brought with it ,tbe
pains and penalties whioh are paid by all. na*
tions fo*.wars, it brought with it also the richest
acquisitions that any single war. ever obtained
fbr a nation. The annexation of California had
but just taken plaoe, when the discovery and
working of the goldrmines of that country re¬
vealed that" Currency-extension act ofNature,"
which was to us the most needed material good
not already possessed, a3 well as a boon of in¬
estimable value to other nations. A sound and
abundant currency was the iliaterial good neces¬

sary to stimulate production and reproduction,
and this good, by a merciful Providcnco, came

to us at this time and under these circum¬
stances. There is no reason to doubt that it jwill last long enough to meet all exigencies of i

our own; and there is strop5 reason *0 believe
that the mines of California are inexhaustible.

Vfith our antecedent population and improve¬
ments, this vast accumulation of sonnd currency
gives ua a capacity of benevolent exertion co-
extensiverwith-tko globs. But our situation
and circumstances point us south. We have a
considerable population of free negroes who, if
proper facilities were afforded them, would em¬

igrate to Africa under most favorable circum¬
stances. There, without a struggle with a race

necessarily their superior by a longer knowl¬
edge of Christianity and a considerable adhe¬
rence to its precepts, they may at once rise in
education, position, and wealth. Beside the
superiority of the white, they have here to cdn-
tend with the aversion to their color. But at
the North, whero the greatest clamor is excited
about them, there is a physical disadvantage
whioh it would require a thousand years to ]
overcome. The negro is not suited to a north- 1
ern climate. There is, then, a physical cause
of his depression at the North which.a few
isolated cases excepted.can not be destroyed \
in time to meet the demands of real pliilanthro- I
py. The superiority of the white, the aversion 1
to the negro's color, and his physical incapa¬
city to boar the cold of tbe North, will cause
him to bccomc nearly extinct there in a hun¬
dred years, unless his numbers arc cruelly
replenished by emigration from the South,
where he naturally multiplies and enjoys the
plenitude of physical vigor. After serving there
the short-sighted purposes of a few politicians,
possessing neither the virtue nor the intellect
to rise hut by flattering him with false hopes,
and deceiving a number of credulous whites by
a false cry of philanthropy, he will become, if
not as solitary a3 "the last of the Mohegans,"
as nearly extinct as many o( the Indian tribes.
After being fraudulently flattered by many of
this class of politicians with prospects of honor,
equality and political distinction, he will find
these prospects vanish. When he begins to
clamor for the prizes for which he has contended
at the polls, he will bo told to wait a little
while longer; and when that little while longer
comes, he will still be in the position of Tanta¬
lus. Somo of the very same politicians, and
othefs of a different description, will play off
the foreign tirnprani*'.German and Irish.
against him. He Vill find more powerful aux¬
iliaries than himself occupying the offices to
which ho had aspired, as well as the social po¬
sition promlsod hini. His numbers diminishing
in spite of all appliances that those men ean

use, while that of the others will be constantly
increasing, the froe negro will he the sport of
these mistaken or unprincipled politicians:
for, by the fiat of Nature's God, who nevef in¬
tended him for a northern climate, "his physical
disabilities, combined with his moral, will be
fast sweeping him from that part of the earth ;

and as his corporeal frame settles into death s

erroneous or dishonest politicians have tortured
him.

An Attrfi<t!V« Termini* 6f Travel.

Winston, AtLBOANY Copnty, Mr>., \iAugust 18, 1861. /
After a pretty extensive range of travel, one

of the well-wishers of the Telegraph is desirous
of making its numerous readers acquainted
with the facilities of reaching several of the
watering-places of the South, by which we
mean those within the States of Virginia and
Maryland.

This iB best done by simply indicating the
routes and mannef of reaching them.all with¬
in the short space of a fortnight. In the morn¬

ing the cars ate taken at Washington, which
you leave at the Relay house; whence you are

conveyed by the western train to Harper's Fer¬
ry. After midday, the Winoheeter train is
taken to Charlestown, Bome eight miles from
the Ferry. Arriving at Bappington'a hotel, you
are at once taken by stage to Shannondalc. Af¬
ter enjoying the beautiful scenery, and par¬
taking of the water, you return to Charlestown;
and, by the Winchester train, you are conveyed
to Stephenson's depot in the Valley; from which
a stage takes you to Jordan's White Su4*hurSprings, distant a mile and a half. When ready
to leave, you have but to return to the same
depot, and be carried by the train to Winches-
ter. At this point of the route, you have the
option of a line of stages running from "Tay¬
lor's hotel," [now Sewajl's,] or carriages, to
convey .you to Capon Springs, which, being
some twenty-four miles above Winchester, could
bfe reached, before midnight, the same day youleave Washington, and at a very moderate ex¬
pense.
From the throngs of persons you meet with,

pa account of. the facilities of reaching those
noted wateringrplaccs of the Old Dominion, our
party thought St best to send to Sappington'sfor carriages, to take us across the hills and
mountains beyond Rorijney a place so named
by one of the descendants of Sir Thomas Fair¬
fax, who led the armies of the British Common¬
wealth triumphantly against Rupert and Charles
the First of England. The grant was for tLe
"northern neck of Virginia;" and, though this
portion of the country was last settled, to saj
that it is magnificent is to convey but a laiut
idea of the degree of pleasure it affords the be¬
holder.
A pair of good horses, with a strong carriage,

and the necessary apparatus for checking the
rapid desccnt of tho high ridges, enable the trav¬
eller to proceed in the most comfortable manner
by the well-graded northwestern turnpike to
the "Muuntaiu Retreat," kept by Mr. Edward
Towers, and so highly extolled by Lanman in
the columns of one of our District printB last
Spring. The extraordinary beauty of the sur¬

rounding Scenery, with the mountains, as it
weTe, fencing in a sort of rural paradise, make
the spirits bound with joy, to have escaped the
dust and heat, thocrowdu and bustle of the city,
atid even of those places where fashionables
" most do congregate," that one must needs be
allowed to dwell a little on the terminus of the
Summer route. Winston, which is a post office,
is situated on a beautiful slope, through which
tho thrnpike winds its way up from the north
branch of the Potomac. This attractive house
is surrounded by about sixteen hundred acres
of good land, thte hundred of which are cleared,
and the few cultivated spots in the contiguousmountains look like little garden-spots in tho
distance. "The Glades" are seen from the
road about six miles north. W. W. Seaton,
esq., is the owner of this beautiful estate in
Allegany county, where the weary eye of the
man of business may rest on surpassing scenery,
and whero the lover of pport may hunt the deer,
angle for the treut, or shoot the pheasant. The
stage conveys passengers from Paddy town, on
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, to sundiy
places near, and at this post office; and we
learn by some of the engineers on the railroad,
that ere long the road will reach Oakland, which
is about fifty miles above Cumberland. Thus,
when a conveyance of ten miles shall be effected
by stage, or by private conveyance, in thirty-
six hours an Invalid may be borne from tho
sultry hent of the city, where the thermometer
ranges at ninety, to the place where it is rarely
above seventy degrees of Fahrenheit! Much
has been done here, but muoli remains to be com¬
pleted, when this mountain retreat will be a9
much sought as the famed White Hill of New
Hampshire. As We drive up a winding slope of
the road for a mile.which for upwards of
seventy-five miles averages about three degrees
of inclination.we note the coal " cropping out
from the bank, in close proximity to the north
branch of the Potomac; and when, in addition
to the Chalybeate springs near the surface, it is
apparent that iron also abounds, the ooal has
but to be ohanged to cokft, and what a field of
enterprise bs well as of rational pleasure is af¬
forded by such a spot!
The railroad would find it, perhaps, to its in¬

terest, to afford through tickets to Oakland
when the road shall have reached this point.
