“ who euters here, bids farewell to hope.” It

would. seem, indeed, as if, in the times of the

great. Italian poet, human eruelty had not at-

tained its climax, and as if even genius could

not imagine the future reality; for, while Dante
described his victims in that terrific vision toss-
ing from ice to flame, as the acme of agony, his
