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Tn Annsxatioh bi Cuba.Sitiiotioh of

Slavsby..Tho New Orleans Trus DtUa ro-

marks that " the immediate effect of arm«ia-

tion will be to oreate aa enormous demand for

uugar plantations in Cuba, and a commensurate
requisition for Blare labor to meet the natural
and unnatural speculation; that the frontier
slave 8tates.Virginia, Maryland, Kentucky,
Delaware, and Missouri.where slave labor is
loss valuable and its profitable employment
quite precarious, will be tempted by high prioes
to part with their slave population for deporta¬
tion, or to supply vacancies made by southern
emigration; and that in less than tiventy-five
yearsfrom the date of annexation slavery will cease

to exist on the continent, since the cotton and su¬

gar planters of the South could not afford to

pay the enormously augmented prioes. It also
says that, in the event of Cuba being annexed,
slavery will cease within five years thereafter to
have more than a nominal existence in Delaware,
Virginia, Maryland, Kentucky, Missouri, and
perhaps Tennessee; and the natural result to
the southern States will be the ultimate extinc¬
tion of slavery, since, deprived of the Congres¬
sional, territorial and numerical strength of the
States mentioned, they will, thereafter, have,
no safeguard from the insidious and violent
attacks of the North."

Divide and Conquer..If the Powers of
Europe believe, as they probably do, that the
extension of our territory southward will weaken
the bonds of our Union, they will not give much
encouragement to any resistance to such exten¬
sion ; and Spain may hold on to Cuba with less
tenacity than many are prepared to witness.

General Wool.
The fame of General Wool is not only the

pride of this State, of which he is a native and
has always been a resident, but it is the pride
of the nation. It was but a few days since that
a story was widely circulated that a soldier,
James Duggan, said to be a Roman Catholic,
was tried by a court-martial on a charge of re¬
fusing to attend a Protestant church.that he
was sentenced to pay a fine and to endure a de¬
grading imprisonment.and that Gen. >> ool in
part approved the sentence.
The facts of the case turned out to be that

Duggan was tried and found guilty of duoUe-t dience and insubordination for " leaving hucom-
pany without vermittion." But General Wool,

the whole of his sentence except the payment
of a fine of five dollars. There was nothing
appealing before the court that Duggan was a
Koman Catholic, except a casual statement of
that fact by one of the witnesses.nothing in
the shape of evidence upon which the court was
called to pass, or which General Wool could
make the subject of review.
How absurd to charge such a man with reu-

gious intolerance. The Catholics of Mcxico
would repel the charge with indignation if it
were made to them. They, and they only, who
trembled at the approach of an army of volun-

I teer troops, many of whom were wild and un-
governable at home, and who had entered the
army from an adventurous spirit, can appreci¬
ate the discipline, the wialora, and the hu-
inanity, which could restrain such a body of
men from committing depredations upon their
Catholic enemies. We venture to say that such
wisdom and such humanity were never before
exhibited, under similar circumstances, by any
other General of ancient or modern times.
