The appointing power vested iu the Chief

Executive officer* of the United States Govern¬
ment is the source of more corruption than all
other causes combined. It appears strange to

us that the people throughout the nation do
not look into this important subject and resolve
upon correcting the evil. Congress has the

disposition to do so, but its attention cannot bi

drawn toward it without the influence o t e

people at large.- Other topics are ve emen ySurged upon that body, and it has little fee**
tion left as to the choice of what it shall take

up for consideration at any moment
There are some twenty bureaus and twelve

other chief offices in the service of the Govern¬
ment in this oity, having from half a doien to

ninety clerks, &c., each. In these bureaus and
offices the direction and labor, with rare excep¬
tions, fall upon subalterns. The " heads," as

they are called, in one-half the instances, never

well understand the business they are expected
to conduct. They are mere politicians, who, it
is well known, are the most trifling and imbe¬
cile fellows in the world. Yet they have a tre¬
mendous control over the clerks under them,
though they crouch in servility to the Secreta¬
ries above them ; and the Secretaries, with the
President, constitute a conclave of proscription,
and are often oompelled to do work that a judge
of the Spanish Inquisition, in its bloodiest days,
would almost shrink from. In hundreds and
thousands of instauces the best and most compe¬
tent and honorable clerks under our Government
have in the morning left their families, whose
bread depended upon the monthly salary, re¬

paired to their accustomed places of labor to

perform their duty in good faith, and returned
in the evening, disheartened, dejected and sor¬

rowful, with a note of dismissal, and no hope
for the future!
There is no clerk under the Government

whose tenure of employment iB more certain
than this. Should this be bo ?
But it may be said that the interests of the

Government are more important than the wel¬
fare of these individuals. So they are; but
does any one suppose these interests can be best
promoted under such a system ? We do not.
On the contrary, faithful aud efficient men can-1
not so well be retained in office; but helpless¬
ness, imbecility, and toadyism are invited by
such a state of things.
The plan we have proposed is, to have every

clerk and other officer appointed for a term oi
years, within which he cannot be removed ex-

oept for cause and upon fair trial. He would
thus be an independent man, and would stake
hi« advancement or reappointment upon bis
good character and official usefulness.
We would vest the power of appointment in

the head of each office or bureau, subject to
the approval of his Secretary ; for these heads,
being responsible for the labors performed un¬
der them, would be interested in the procuring
of good men.
We would have these heads in turn nomi¬

nated by the clerks under them.(who would
in general select from their own number, and
thus secure both talent and experience).in
this case also subject to the approval of the
Secretary.
The Secretary would in this wise prevent

corruption, while he could not practise it, hav¬
ing no nominating power.
Under this arrangement the various bureaus

and offices, and the various persons engaged in
each, would exhibit at once a salutary rivalry

a Uudable uprit du corps, from which the
public service would derive great benefits.
Two-thirds of the force now in office would be
found capable of performing all the duties, arid
in a more satisfactory manner than at present.
There would be neither bunglers nor drones,
of which we now have very many.
The policy of an administration depends upon

the President and his Cabinet, whose counsels
can be as faithfully carried out by the men of
one party as of another. The spoils notion pro¬
ceeds legitimately from the present monarchi¬
cal principle of appointment and dismissal, and
Will be sent to old Beelzebub in its company.

Lest men now working for office may oppose
this from interested motives, lot us gratify them,
for the sake of carrying the point. Let us

"go it blind," and permit the next Administra¬
tion, (Whig, Democratic, Abolition, Fire-eater,
or Union Conservative, or by whatever name

it is to be called,) to work one year under the
present plan, and then enter upon the new,
with the Departments aB then manned. Of
course electioneering triflers will at that time
fill the places, but that will be the case any¬
how, and the proposed scheme will teach an«l
improve even these, until they shall become

pretty fair clerks.
Congress should act upon this subject ear y

in the next session, before the business of

President-making shall stand in the way, and
before a chapfallen party shall have a motive

for opposing it.

W. Brega, the Washington correspondent of
the Philadelphia Inquirer, and who also corre¬

sponds for, and sends telegraphic despatches to
the New York Herald, has been reinstated in
a twelve-hundred-dollar clerkship in the Poet
Office Department.

In any event, whether the present intelH.
gence be altogether correct or not, the final
issue of the struggle in Cuba wiH find ite termi¬
nation, it can scarcely be doubted, in some buo1>
result as these accounts indicate.
The Spanish authority in Cuba once sub¬

verted and a new government proclaimed in its
stead, it cannot but follow that Spain will come
forward with all her power to undertake the
recovery of the island. Nothing, we may be
sure, can prevent that, unless in the xneau time
an offer on the part of our Government to pur¬chase Cuba may be made; and in that case the
Court of Spain will have two alternatives for
consideration : one, to part with it for an equiv¬
alent in money; the other, to part with Cuba
without any equivalent.after having been
battled and defeated by the bold invaders who
have made good their footing there, and who
will be sustained in holding it by volunteer
forces enough to set at defiance the power of
Spain. r

There have been intimations in some of the
British journals that England, in consideration
of the debt due to her from Spain, will not look
on with indifference and see the transfer of
Cuba to another power.sinco so large a por¬
tion of the Spauioh revenue im derived from
that island. It remains to bo vaeon bow far
these intimations are well founded. When the
issue arises it will be time enough to consider
it. Nevertheless it cannot be denied that the
manner in which the conquest or annexation of
Cuba may be viewed on the other side of the
Atlantic constitutes an important item in the
general interest of the subject. It has indeed
been stated that a treaty of guaranty exists
between England and Spain in reference to
Cuba, and that France also is a party to it.
The actual state of the case we do not profess
to know.

In the event that Cuba should fall into the
hands of the invaders, it is quite clear that the
island could not long remain politically inde-

Eendent; and it is equally clear that there is
ut one nation to which it could belong. In
what light soever we may regard the invasion
of the island, a new question arises when the
invasion becomes established, and an organized
government, in the place of the Spanish regime,
rises into existence and shows that it can main¬
tain itself. This country, in that case, could
not stand aloof, if it should desire to do so.
Cuba is too near a neighbor, too important in
position, too valuable in a commercial.point of
view, for the United States to remain neuter in
her affairs, if a change of masters is to take
place, and so rich a prize is to be transferred
from Spauish possession.
