Tho con
tract Is to contain provisions for the due and proper in¬
spection of the locks and keys, and also for guarding
igainst their passing Into improper hands; the terms of
these provisions to bs arrsngi-d between the Department
and the successful bidder, if a bid should be acceptel
No application will be considered if not accompanied

with satisfactory evidence of the trustworthy chsracter of
the bidder, and of his ability to fulfil the contract.
