sting.or whatever naturalists may call it.the
severest wounds on every delicate skin espe¬
cially, and sucking the very life's-blood with all

Rvidity of the horse-leech. To render this
communication as brief and useful as I can, I
Shall close by recommending a remedy for the
dreadf ul annoyance occasioned by this vile little
depredator, and informing tho public how I
came by it, aud that is as follows: A lady of
very acute sensibilities, and of a highly nervous
temperament, with the fairest and most delicate
1* ,n, *ith the sweetest blood flowing through
h'i veins, who had been almost devoured by
those mosquitoes for the last two or three
weeks, asked me if I could not devise some¬
thing to protect her from the ravages of these
'ireadfui little pests. Therefore I immediately
set my wits to work, and after thinking of this
thing and that thing, and almost every thing, I
finally was struck with a very simple, and, as
it has proved itself to bo, a very efficacious
thing as a repellant to theso miserable insect
assailants. The remedy is simply this: wet
the parts exposed every now and then with the
alcoholic solution of camphor. I would also
advise tho fumes of camphor.» fumigation of
this sort mfiy be employed in this way : throw
a small lump or lumps- of the gum camphor on
a hrit shovel, and let the fumes invade the room
or chamber, about nightfall, with the windows
and doors cloned, opening them afterwards and
again closing them.

crimes 17, stabbing 4, petit and grand larceny

sault and battery 31, counterfeiting 1, discharg¬
ing fire-arms 7, arson 1, desertion 1, threats
against life 1. Total 2-50.

This is an average of eight per day.

The Improvement! of Wmhingtan.
The rural and picturesque improvement of

Washington was placed this season, as many of
our readers are aware, under the able direction
of Mr. Downing, whose plans for turning the
wide waste extending from the Capitol grounds
to the J'otnmac into a magnificent public park
were adopted by the President.

Mr. Downing has had a large force employed
for some time past, under the superintendence
of Mr. Breckenridge, in the preparation of por¬
tions of the park around the Smithsonian Insti¬
tution on the south of the President's House, lu
the former grounds many thousauds of feet of
covered drains and culverts have been laid, and
the surface is now being prepared in the most
thorough manner for the reception of trees.
In the square south of the President's, a large
swampy surface has been filled up. and a lake
are now in course of formation, la all these
operations Mr. Downing'# experience and skill
are applied to the -preservation of features of
naturul beauty, and the preparation of the Boil
in such a manner as to promote the rapid
growth of trees when planted. This park,
when completed, will afford a fine carriage drive
of three or four miles, and will contain speci¬
mens of every tree and shrub that will flourish
in this climate, especially of the finest forest
and ornamental trees indigenous to this coun¬

try. For scenic features it will have the Poto¬
mac at one end, and the Capitol.which, when
the new wings ore completed, will cover an area
of over four acres.at the other; the Smith¬
sonian Institution and the Washington Monu¬
ment being situated in its mid*t.

Besides this larger work, Mr. Downing has
shown us beautiful plana for the improvement
of Lafayette and Franklin squares, which arc

now in process of being converted into the
finest pleasure-grounds for the enjoyment of our
citizens. In tho centre of Lafayette square
will be placed Mr. Mills's colossal equestrian
statue of General Jacksou, which will be fiuished
about the first of January.
Among the unsightly corners of Wnshiugton

are the triangles along Pennsylvania avenue

the receptacles of rubbish and building mate-

rials. The Secretarv of the Interior has directed
one of these.that in front of the theatre.to

be enclosed, as a specimen of what may be done
towards the embellishment bf the great avenue

of the city; and Mr. Downing has shown us a

design for a very handsome iron railing, whioh
is to be used for this purpose.

Mr. Downing justly deplores the ignorance
which has dictated the introduction of bo many
foreign trees.not adnpted to tho climate.like
the English elm and the ailanthus, when our

own country is the richest in the world in ofna-

mental trees. The Hnglish elm, for example, is
n native of a cool, northern climate, where it
thrives well: whilst here, in our hot Summers,
it has a miserable existence, and is annually
devoured by insects. On the other hand, the
American elm.a far more beautiful and grace-
fill tree.is perfectly adnpted to the climate,
and much more luxuriant in growth.
Now that the embellishments of the Capitol.

both rural and architectural.have been placed
in the hands of men of acknowledged taste and
ability, we feel confident that Washington will
begin to wear a very different aBpect, and we
look forward to tho day when it will be known,
not for its " magnificent distances," but its f
magnificent publio parks and buildings.
