The main building Is three stories high, standing back

from the street about one hundred feet, with a semicircu¬
lar grass plot in froftt, and contain* thirty to forty rooms.

The groundi around the house are tastefully laid out with
walke-attd planted with trees, shrube, Ac. On the left ol

the entrance to these ground* is a oottaga containing fonr
rooms, used by male patients as a bathing house, with

every eonvenlenoe for " packing," bathing, Ac.; on the

right of too entrance, about two hundred feet distant,
stands a similar cottage, used by the ladies for similar
purposes. '

In the rear of the Institute, at the distance of one hun¬
dred feet, are three other oottages, some eighty feet apart.
One of these Is the laundry, with a hydrant at the door;
the other two are occupied by the servants.
The hyilrant water is introduced into these cottage* as

well as into the main building, and all the waste water
carried off by drains under ground.

TH* W4TW womks
Consist of a circular stone building, standing on the brow
of a hill, surmounted by a large cedar reeervolr containing
five hundred barrels, brought froia a never-falling spring
of pure cold water in too side of the hill, by " a hydraulic
ram," a self-anting machine of cast iron, that is kept con¬

stantly going, night and day, by the descent of the water
from the spring. The surplus water i* carried from the
reservoir to a fountain in the water-worlts yard, surround¬
ed by weeping willows. In the first story of the water-
works Is a circular room, containing the douche bath,
which is a M.ream foiling from a height of about thirty
feet, and can be varied in site from half an inch to an
inch and a half In diameter. Adjoining the douche mom
is a dressing room, with marble tables, Ac.; the rmay
<1 Mtr.hr (for the euro of pile*, Ac.) is one of the mostoom-
plete contrivances of the kind, being entirely under the
control of the patient using the same.

The Rev. John Lingard, 1). D., F. 8. A., For¬
eign Associate of the National Institute, and
author of the History of England, Anglo-Saxon
Antiquities and Anglo-Saxon Church, died on
the 18th iunt., at his country-seat, in Lanoas-
tershiru; he received the last sacrament* of
the Catholic church, and was eighty-one years
of ago.

Miss
Talbot, now Lady Howard, is worth in her own,
right £400,000, or nearly $2,000,000.

Hero the Captain General does not speak with
the exact historical precision that might have
heen expected. There have been some equally
remarkable ciamples of invasion, to say the
least of them.perhaps a great deal more re¬
markable.and of invasions promptly and com¬
pletely suppressed, the places and periods of
which were hot so far removed but that they
might have beeti heard of at Ilavana.

. Some persons wiU remember the last inva¬
sion of Mexico made by Spain.that of Bar*
radas, who, in 1829, landed four thousand
troops (they all came from Havaua) at Turn-
pico; where Santa Anna, attacking them im¬
mediately with seven hundred men.Mexicans,too-.destroyed and captured one-fourth of
them at a blow, and compelled the remainder
to capitulate in six weeks, only about one-half
of them living to get back to Havana. Seven
years later.in 183G.the conqueror of Bar-
radas, the same Santa Anna, led au invasion of
ten thousand m<m into Texas. an invasion
which, in a short time, was 'completely sup¬
pressed," in what has always been deemed a
somewhat remarkable manner, by twelve hun¬
dred Texans, who captured ' the butcher of
Goliad and the Alamo,' with some six hundred
of his followers, all red handed from the slaugh¬
ter of their countrymen, and yet spared him
and them.-did not put a single one of them te
death in cold blood. The suppression of the
Lopez inrasiou will undoubtedly figure in his¬
tory hereafter] and so will Gen. Concha; but
neither of them, possibly, in a manner calcu¬
lated to excite much admiration."
