We eannot tuke to it our steam-
boats, our railreads, our corn, wheat, aud to-
baceo-fields, our cotton and sugar plantations,
our commercial marine of three million tons,
our enmmon schools, our two thousand news-
papers, or our socinl and political institutions ;

how prosperous, how opulent, and how powerful
we are. And yet, nevertheless, towards the
winding up of the exhibition, the Americans
have, in many particulars, beaten all competi-
tors, all hellow. McCormack’s reaping ma-

chine, for instance, which has been fully tested
in England, ia ncknowledged to be wonderful,
aud will probably receive the first medal given—

one. The
American planing machine, American ploughs,
carringes, garden tools, sitting chairs, school
furniture, and India-rabber articles, are al-
lowed to possess groat merit, and to be in many
regpects supervior to every thing colse of the
kind. "To which may be added, Newell's lock,
which ia the only ope in the world that cannot
bo picked, and as fur'excels Brabma's famous
lock ns that exceiled all that preceded it.
