written notice to that effect, not wore than niue nor lees
than #ix months before the termination of the first torm
of four years,
With n view of procuring the best Inck at the lowest
price, no kind of Jock is presoribed as & standard, the De-
partment relying for a selection on the mechanieal skill
snd ingenuity which o fair competition, now invited, may
develop, 1t s howover, i-ruprr to etate that a lock suit-
able for the mall servise should possess the following qual
itios, viz: durability, uniformity, lightnoss, and strength.
