Bistanco, and it was destroyed. And the present
government of France, really a despotism under jthe forms of a republic, is making such resist¬

ance, and it too will be destroyed, whatever
temporary succoss may attend the plans ot tha
miserable criminal, Louis .Napoleon, and his
.wily and unprincipled coadjutors.

Other governments of Europe.monarchies,
of course- havo been shaken by revolutions
and their kings spared by the unwise lenity ot
the people; and the mobt cruel proscriptions,
the most wholesale demolition of human rights,
have been witnessed; such " fantastic tricks
before high heaven" have been played "as
make the very angels weep !" But there comes
a day, now not far distant, of just retribution,
in which tho kings of the earth who make re-

uistance to civil and religious liberty will be
dealt with summarily, never again to escape by
a lenity they havo so often abused 1
The art of printing and tho various improve¬

ments of modern times have made such changes
in the state of nations, that tho suppression of
liberty has become far more difficult than it
was before the invention of that most uselul
art and the existence of these improvements.
All the arts and passions of tyrants have in vain
essayed to subjugate the press, or to turn it to
their uses. Partial suppression they have ef¬
fected ; but, crushed in one place by their de¬
vices, the truth rises in another, puts on its
panoply, and is as formidable as ever.
Even the invention of fire-arms, and the suc¬

cessive improvements in them.down to Colt s

revolvers, that latest of the very important ac¬
cessions to their force.have been on the whole
a security against brute force, whether directed
by untutored savages or controlled by despotic
governments.
The increase of skill in the manufacture of

euch arms, increasing their quantity and effi¬
ciency, has also been favorable on the whole to
human liberty and security. It has enabled j
men with greatly inferior means to those of the j
great monarchies and aristocracies of the world,
to supply themselves with the means of resist¬
ance to their tyr&nny, and to conquer in <le-
epite of the superior wealth of their adversa¬
ries.

_In vain for ages did the despotisms of Eu¬
rope drain America of her gold and silver, and
monopolize her trade and her office*. I he per¬
manent settlers from the mother countries
found means to organize resistance to the mea¬

sures of those countries, founded in the parlia¬
mentary declaration that the Parliament of
Great Britain « had power to bind the colonies
in all cases whatsoever;" and in thesimilar
principle of the Spanish government, that the
will of the King is supreme. The principle o

the French monarchy was at tlw»t pc.-iod the

tame, but it had colonies of no primary import¬
ance on which to operate. The edicts of uhc
French Kings concluded with the word3 Car
tel e*t noire plaitir, (for such is our pleasure.)
The wealth drawn from America by all kinds <rf

oppression, from the Spanish hunting and slavery jof the Indians, and monopoly of the commerce

of these colonies, was in rain lavished to con¬

tinue their subjection. The richest of these
European nations-Great Britain-faded to
continue the subjugation of her colonies, al¬
though throughout the whole war the aristo¬

cracy of England lavished their wealth to sup¬
port her fleets and armies, both in the payment
of heavy taxes and the contributions of cnor-

mous loan®. In tho year 1780, England bor¬
rowed twenty millions of pounds sterling to

prosecute the American war, besides employ¬
ing the vast revenue* from customs and excises
to the same end. The banker Thellason sub¬
scribed 2l>0,000 pounds sterling, Hoare & Co.
600,000, and other aristocrats in proportion.
The next year saw her army in America cap¬
tured at Yorktown, which, as Mr. Burke re¬

marked, might be considered the closing scene
of the war.

Thus the sovereigns of the European govern¬
ments, armed to the teeth with munitions of
war, navies, and almost dictatorial authority in
their own dominions, and endowed with im¬
mense wealth, were defeated in their efforts
against liberty in America; and thus, in the
events here recited, we find a verification of
the remark, that the invention of fire-arms and
that of printing, with the various improvements
in the arts, have been favorable to tho estab¬
lishment of liberty.

The " Advance," Captain De Haven, has ar¬
rived, in the order her name bespeaks, from a
voyage undertaken in philanthropy, full of
peril, full of incident, and Bucoessful in every¬thing but the great object of her search. The
first grand cause for triumph is, that all her
hardship, enterprise and danger have not cost
the sacrifice of a single life. How eminentlythis blessing is owing to a protecting and ever-
watcliful Providence will be apparent from a
simple narrative of the incidents that befel the
expedition, and the peculiar trials by which
the Advance was tested, in those hitherto un¬
known and untraveled seas, lruly (iod was
on the waters shaping the destiny of this greatmission of charity, even though lated not to
discover the long-lost wanderer. But let us
begin our narrativo:
The American Expedition entered Welling¬

ton's Sound on the 26th of August, 1850, where
they met Captain l'erry with the Lady Fronk-
lin and Sophia, and were afterwards joined by
Sir John Ross and Commodore Austin. On the
27th Captain Perry discovered unmistakable
evidence of Franklin's first winter-quarters.
three graves with inscriptions on wooden head¬
boards, dating as late as April, 184'). Their
inmates, according to these inscriptions, wcr"
of his crew.two from the Erebus and one from
the Terror. There were, beside fragments of
torn canvas, articles of clothing, wood, and
cordage, undoubted evidence ot a large and
long encampment; but affording no indications
which would serve as guides to *he searchers or

give assurance to hope.
. On the 8th of September the expedition
forced through the ice to Barlow's Inlet, the
ultimate limit of thoir western progress From
this they set sail on the 13th, with the inten¬
tion of returning to the United States, but were
locked in near tho mouth of Wellington s Chan¬
nel.
Here commenced those perilous adventures,

any thing comparable to which were never en¬
countered and survived. By force of the north-
crn icedrift they were helplessly drifted to . o
25' north latitude, and thence drifted again
into Lancaster Sound, somewhat, we should
say, in a southeasterly direction. The agita¬
tion of the ice elevated the "Advance" nearly
seven feet by the Btern, and keeled her two feet
eight inches starboard. In this position she
remained, with some slight changes, for five
consecutive months. And while in it, the
depth of winter closed its frozen terrors around
the expedition. The polar night fell upon them,
and for eighty days no ray of solar light broke
upon them. The thermometer (Fahrenheit)
ranged 40 degrees below zero, and sometimes
sank to 46. Early in this awful night, (Novem-
ber Gth,) the Rescue was abandoned, for the
purpose of economizing tho fuel, and the crews
of both vessels determined to brave their fate
together. They every moment expected the
embracing ice would crush the vessel to atoms,
and consequently stood prepared, sleeping in
their clothes with knapsacks on their backs, to
try chances on the ice, mid Btorin, and terror,
and night. For this terrible trial they had
made every preparation.had provision sledged,
and every thing in readiness which might be
useful for such a journey. They were then 90
miles from land, and so certainly did they ex¬
pect that: they should make this alarming trial,
that on tto occasions (8th December and 23.1
January) the boats were actually lowered, and
the crews assembled on the ice to await tho ca¬
tastrophe.
During this period tho scurvy became epi-demic, and assumed an alarming character,

Its progress defied all the usual remedies, and
only three men escaped the attack. Capt. De jHaven was himself the greatest sufferer. The
constant use of fresh water obtained from
melted ice, active mental and physical e*crtion,
and the care of Divine Providence, arrested any
fatal result; and the disease yielded to a bev¬
erage composed of a Bort of apple tea and lemon
juice. After entering Baffin's bay, (Jan. 13,)the ice became fixed, and the little expedition
became stationary and fast in the midst of a
vast plain of ice, ninety miles from any land.
The stores, materials and cordnge were stowed
away in snow-houses erected on the ice, and a
sort of encampment was formed, with all the
appearance, if not the solidity, of terra fnina.
The table of ice varied from three to eight feet,in thickness.
Nor was this situation of peril and awe with-

out its attractions. Auroras Parhelia (mock
suns) and mock moons of the most vivid lustre
succeeded one another without intermission,
and as day approached, the twilights, streaking
the northern horizon, were vividly beautiful.
At length the god of day showed his golden
face, (18th Feb.,) and was hailed with three
hearty American cheers. Gradually his influ-
euce was felt, and the waxen-like color of the
complexion, which the long night had superin-
duced, gave place to freckles and tan. The dis- jease, too, quickly disappeared.
On the 13th of May the Rescue was re-occu- jpied.
The disruption of the ice was sudden and appalling. In twenty minutes from its first mov-

ing, the vast field, as far as tho eye could reach,
became one mass of moving floes, and the ex-
pedition once more drifted southward. Hy a
continued providential assistance it passed the
perils of Lancaster Sound and Baffin's Bay, and
on the 10th of June emerged into open water,
latitude 65 deg. 30 m. north, a little south of
the arctic circle, being thus released from an
imprisonment of nearly nine months, during
which they helplessly drifted 1,060 miles.
While in Lancaster Sound the roar of the roll¬
ing water and tumbling ice exceeded all earth¬
ly tumult, and was sometimes so loud and
stunning as to render both voice and hearing
useless.

Capt. De Haven's first care on his escape was
to repair damages and restore the health and
vigor of the crews. With that object he visited
Greenland, where he refitted. After a short
delay, with unabating courage and unflinching
purpose, he once more bore northward. On
the 7th of July the expedition spoke some
whalers, and on the 8th passed the whaling
fleet by the Dutch islands, there arrested by
the ice. By the 11th the expedition reached |
Baffin's island, and entered through vast masses
of loose ice. Here the Prince Albert joined.They continued in company till August 3d,
warping through the ice, when the Prince deter-
mined to try the southern passage. De Haven
persevered in his course until the 8th, when he
became completely entangled in floes and bergs.Here again the expedition encountered perilsof the most alarming kind. The floating ice
broke in the bulwarks, and covered tho deck in
broken masses like rocks tumbled pell mell by a
mountain torrent. The more than iron endur¬
ance of the gallant ships was severely tested bythe closing ice, but they rose to the pressure as
if defying the elemental strife, baffled its fury,and somewhat disabled, but still without a

plank yielding in any vital part, rode safely in
an open road on the 1 Oth day of August.

Here, finding the north and west already
closed against them, the American expedition
set their sails and bore homeward, after having
dared, and suffered, and overcome difficulties
and dangers such as scarcely if ever beset tho
path of the mariner.

It hi supposed the English expedition wintered
at or near Fort Martyr, and thence prosecuted
their voyage westward. The American expedi¬tion, therefore, was in a position more favora¬
ble to the search. It was in a far higher lati¬
tude, and the so-called polyna (open sea) could
not have been far distant; but the inevitable
drift into the waters of Lancaster Sound was

fatal to its Bpring prop-ress, and fatal to the
chances which it# enterprise had won.

I he officers and crew of the other vessels of
the expedition were all in good health and
spirits up to the 18tb September, 1850.

lhe Advance parted with her consort in a

heavy gale off the Banks. The latter is ex¬

pected momentarily. The Advance brings sev¬
eral fragments from the encampment of Sir
John If ranklin, a pair of fine Esquimaux dogs,
and some articles of curiosity.

I hue ends this noble expedition, without dis¬
covering any satisfactory index to the fate of
Sir John Franklin, but at the same time with¬
out any evidence to conclude further hope. Sir
John might have won the poipt which the Ad¬
vance was baulked of by the fatal drift into
Lancaster Sound. If so, (and it is not impossi¬
ble,) there is no reason to doubt the possibility
of himself and crew surviving in those regions
where nature has adapted the resources of life
to the rigors of the climate.

lhe gratification of officers and crow on once
more reaching their native land is in no small
degree enhanced by the recollection that in no
scene, no matter how trying, was their trust in
and mutual love for each other interrupted; and
Capt. l)e Haven retains the most lively recollec¬
tion ol the gallant, unflinching conduct of officers
and crew. .N. V. Tribune.
