Having copied the letter of this gentleman
from the DBaltimore Sua of the 1Uth or 20th
ultimo, we are constrained to give place to the
following reply to it also, regretting, however,
the controversial character the affuir has us-
sumed., The writer of this letter is the Attor-
ney General of P'ennsylvania :

Sm: In a letter dated the 18th instant, ad-
dressed to Governor Johnston by the Rev, J. 8.
Gorsuch, of Washington, which the writer
thought fit to publish, without waiting for any
veply or explanntion, he assailed the Governor
in the most vindictive terms, and imputed to
him and to me inactivity and gross dercliction
of duty in regard to the murder of his father,
near Christinna, In a subsequent card, dated
the 25th instant, he retracts, and apologises for
lis charges agaiust me, but takes occasion to

Many of our readers may not know of the

founder, was the nuatural son of the Duke of

The testutor, James Smithson, a subject of
Great Britnin, declares Liwmself, in the caption
of the will, a descendant in Llood from the
Percys and Seymours, two of the most illus-

trious historical names of the Dritish lslands. |

Nearly two centuries siuee, in 1660, the ances
tor of bis own nawme, Hugh Swmithson, imme-
dintely after the restoration of the royal family
of the Stuarts, received from Charles the Second,
a8 & reward for his eminent services to that
house during the civil wurs, the dignity of
Baronet of Evgland-—n dignity still held by the
Dukes of Northulmberland, as descendants frow
the game Huogh Swmithson, The futher of the
