Tub Panic..A good deal of alarm and great
inconvenience was occasioned yesterday, by the
announcement that the brokers would no longer
redeem uncurreut bills of any description. \ a-

rious reasons are assigned for this course. The
brokers themselves say that the vast amount ol
uncurreut money thrown upon the market,
within the past ten days, has drained them ot
their specie funds, and that they cannot obtain
from the city banks, on any security, the
amount requisite to continue their redemptions
until they can realize from their country paper.
It is surmised by mauy that this sudden and
universal refusal of the brokers to purchase
uncurreut money results from a wish to em¬
barrass the Metropolitan Bank, which was es¬
tablished in this city a short time ago, lor the
purpose of compelling tho country banks to
keep their notes at par, or nearly so in New
York. We do not sec, however, that the " reg
ulator" is likely to be affected by such a pro
ceeding, inasmuch as it only discounts uncur-
reu t money lor its depositors. We arc inclined
to believe that the brokers are really short ot
funds, nnd moreover that they are a little nerv

ous, aud wish to find out the weak spots before
they venture to speculate further.
