The Cost of It}

The expenses of religion in ‘his country are
very great, and we daily hear the sppeals of
avaricious, money-loving ministers, missiona-
ries, and such-like folks, for more money.
They preach humility, contentment, and so on,
but are themselves always after moncy. And
what becomes of it all? Who can tell? Oh,
the hypoeritical creatures!

These are not our sentiments; but we have
very often heard them repeated, and have writ-
ten them down for the instruction of others.
What the expenses of religious institutions are,
we do not know; but we do know that, when-
ever o man ceases to visit taverns, gambling-
houses, and places of amusement, and attends
a Christian church instead, it matters not how
liberal he may be in' his gifts to it, he is sure
to gain pecumiarily by the change; for even
the liberal, wholesouled, clever fellows who
conduct the former places, do venture upon
some sort of & charge against their customers.

What the expenses of all the religious, benev-
olent, and educational institutions in New York
city smount to, we do not know ; but we do not
think they exceed the cost of what are there
called amusements. Not less than twemty
thousand people, on an average, the Herald says,
nightly visit the theatres and other places of
public amusement.
