IT being desirable to substitute locks and keys of pome
other kind for those now in use for the madl serviee
of tho Unitud States, speeimen locks and keyr, with pro
posals to furnish the snme, will be reccived and cons
at the Port Office Department until the first day of July
next. The different focks will be submitted to & commis-
sion for examination and report. Upon this report, eon-
tracts will, as soon as practicable, be entered into for fur-
nishing such locks and keys for four years, with the right
on the part of the Postmaster Genoral, for the time being,
to extond and continne the contraet in foree for an widi-
tional term of four years, by giving to the contraetor n
written notice to that effect, not more than nine nor less
than xix months befory the terminstion of the first term
of four years.

With a view of procuring the best lock at the lowest
peiee, no Kind of lock e preseribed ne a standard, the De
partment relylng for a selection on the mechanical skill
and ingenuity wlich n fair competition, now Invited, may
develop, [t is, however, proper to stato that a lock suit-
able for the mail serviee should possess the llowing qual-
them, viz: durstility, uniformity, lightness, and strongth.
