Upon this report, con-
tracts will, a8 scon ns rm:thmhlm e entered into for fur
nishing such locks and keys for four years, with the right
on the part of the Postionster General, for the time being,
to extend and continus the contruct in foros fur an addl:
tonal term of fuur years, by giving to the contractor o
written notiee to that effuet, not more than nine nor less
than six months before the termination of the first torm
af fonur yenrs,

With & view of provuring the best lock at the lowest
prive, no kind of lock Is presceibod ns o standard, (Lo De-
partment relying for a seloction on the mechaniond skill
and ingenuity which a flr competition, now invited, mey
develop. Tt 1". howeyer, proper (o state that a lock sult
able for the mail seryico should possess the following qunl.
ithes, viz: durability, uniformity, lightoess, and strength.

For the purpose of displacing simultansonsly all the
mindl Tocks and keys now In use, about thivty thousand
new locke end twer by thousand eys adaptod thereto will be
required 1o be fornished by the contractor within reven
montha sfter the eontract shall have been entersd into;
