five hundred and thirty-two.
lie it enacted by the Board of Aldermen and Hoard of

Common Council if the city of Washington, That, for the
purpose of extending the culvert on the east front of
square five hundred and thirty-two, to the building line
in said square, the sum of three hundred and three dol¬
lars and seventy-live cents be and the same is hereby ap¬
propriated, out of any money to the credit of the Fourth
Ward.

AN ACT authorizing the removal of nuisances in the
Seventh Ward.

Ik it enacted, cfc,, That the Commissioner of the Sev¬
enth Ward anil two Assistant Commissioners to be ap¬
pointed by the Mayor, bo and they are hereby authorized
to cause to be filled up or drained lots numbered seven,
eight, ilinc, ten, eleven, sixteen, seventeen, and eighteen,
in reservation C, and lots numbered twenty-two, twenty-
three, twenty-four, twenty-five, and twenty-seven, in
square numbered five hundred and thirty-four, and lot
numbered fifteen, in square numbered four hundred and
ninety-four; the same having been reported to be in a
stale of nuisance, calculated to endanger the health of the
inhabitants, and injure the property in the neighborhood;
to be done in conformity with the act entitled "An act to
authorize the filling Up of lots which are below the grad¬
uation of the streets adjoining the ?ame, and further to
provide for the removal of nuisances within tho City of
Washington," approved Juno the eighth, eighteen hun¬
dred and twenty-six.

Sec. 2. And be. it enacted, That the sum of eight hundred
dollars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, be uud
the same is hereby appropriated, payable out of the fundt
of the Seventh Ward, to be reimbursed by assessment oij
tho lota aforesaid. [Approved, October 3,1851.
AN ACT amendatory of the act entitled "An act relating

to enclosures of streets and avenues," approved twenty-
second Decerning, eighteen hundred and forty-two.
lie it enacted, <£c., That upon application in writing of

one or more persons to the Mayor, praying the openiug
of any street, avenue, lane, or alley, or any portion of the
same, which may be enclosed, or the free passage thereof
obstructed by a fence, ditch, or any other means, it is
hereby nlaile and declared to be the duty of the Mayor,
promptly, and in person, to inspect and examine tho lo»
<ality and nature of such enclosure or obstruction; and
if, in his opinion, public or private convenience requires
that the said street, avenue, lane, or alley, or any por¬
tion of the same, thus enclosed or obstructed, should be
openod, he is hereby authorized and required to direct
the Commissioner of the Ward in which such enclosure
or obstruction shall exist to notify in writing the person
or persons obstructing said street, avenue, lane, or alley,
to remove the obstruction within ten days from the ser¬
vice of said notice; and In default thereof tho person or

persons so failing or refusing to remove said obstruction
shall be subject to a fine of ten dollars, and five dollars
per week for every week or partaof a week said obstruc¬
tion-shall be suffered to remain after the expiration of the
said ten days.
