LATER EUROPEAN NEWS.
Arrival of the Humboldt.

This steamer arrived at New York last even-
ing with London dates to September 24th, four
days later news, and one hundred and thirty
passengers. She brings a moderate cargo of
French and continental merchandise. The At-
lantic arrived at Liverpool on the 24th, after a
passage of ten days and twenty hours. The
Hermann arrived at Cowes on the 21st, in four-
teen days and eighteen hours. The Asia ar-
rived at Liverpool on the same day, in ten days
and fourteen hours.

An abundant harvest warrants the anticipa-
tion of a steady increase of bullion in the Bank
of England.

The steamship Avon arrived at Southampton
with $1,500,000 in specie, the greater part being
from Californis.

Abhott Lawrence, the American Minister, is
continuing his tour throughout Ireland,

Great preparations sre making throughout
Ireland for the reception of the Queen on her
contemplated tour,

The intelligence of the complete failure of the
Lopez expedition in ('uba bad been received in
Liverpool. It produced much satisfaction in
England, and hopes were entertained by the
London journals that no further attempts would
he made by marauding parties to disturb the
Island.

The great Exhibition at London continues to
become more attractive as the period of its final
closing approsches. During what are called
shillings days the attendance averages about
sixty-five thousand persons.

The English funds have been subject to slight
speculation and depression by the prevailing
uncertainty in commercial circles.

The influx of bullion from all quarters has
heen very large.

The French Capital has been much agitated
by rumors respecting & change in the ministry,
which bad produced u decline in funds. The
government bad, however, issued an official de-
nial of the reports, which tended in a manner
to restore confidence.

Several presses had heen seized for publish-
ing certain obnoxious articles against the gov-
ernment.

It is stated that just previous to the next ses-
gion of the Assembly Napoleon will make his
tour through the provinces, and then something
definite will be learned from him respecting his
intentions with regard to the Presidency. The
French government is said to be positively ne-
gotinting a treaty with Switzerland.

Letters from Madrid to the 18th state that
the government was about to send 6,000 or
8,000 more troops to Huvana. A warlike feel-
ing prevails at the capital, and it was urged by
some that it would be better for Spaiu to declare
war ngainst the United States, and thus take
the initiative, since it was feared she would
jnevitably lose Cuba if things remnined in statu
quo. Besides, it was not thonght thata foreign
war would much damage Spain, as she had
little esmmerce, while the excitement would
draw off the sttention of the population from

internal affairs, axd furnish employment to
thousands during the wister. The captare of
[ hundreds of American merebant ships was also
| looked forward to as s set-off ngninst the loss
[of Cuba. The news of Lopez's capture and
exccution had not then reached Spain.
