In the first story of tho water-
works Is a circular room, containing the douche bath,
which is a stream falling from a height of about thirty
feet, and can he varied In slue from half an inch to an
inch ari l a half In diameter. Adjoining the douche room

Is a dre««iug room, with marble tables, Ac.; the rising
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.) is one of the most com-

plete contrivances of the kind, lielng entirely under the
oontrol of the patient using the same.

Public Career of MtepHen A. Dougla*.
Senator Douglas was born in Vermont, in

April, 1818, and moved to Illinois in 1833,
where he entered upou the practice of law.
His warm devotion to Democratic principles
brought him at once into favor with lits party,
which, added to his legarl acumen and" fine ora¬
torical powers, induced the legislature to elect
him Stute's Attorney at the session of 1834-'35.
In this office he won the unbounded confidence
of the public, and established upou a firm foun¬
dation the great fame which h*s followed him
through his whole subsequent career. Ilia
competitor for the office whs Col. John J. Har¬
din, at that time renowned as a great lawyer,
and afterwards as a member of Congress, and
one of the heroes who fell at Buena Vista.

In 1830 he was elected to the legislature from
Morgan county, at that time, and now, one of
the most populous counties in Illinois, aud
numbering among its population some of the
most distinguished men in the State. In this
position he immeasurably added to the brilliant
name he had previously acquired.

In 1837 he was appointed Register of the
United Slates Lund office.

In 1838, when he was only twenty-live years
of age, he was nominated for Congress by the
Democratic party. He took the "stump"
against an able competitor, and was defeated
by only five votes, in a district which gave
at the next election a Whig majority of over

three thousand, iu a regular party contest!
In 1840 he was appointed Secretary of State.
In 1841 he was elected one of the Judges of

the Supreme Court of the State, in which ca¬

pacity he performed both Circuit and Supreme
Court duties in a manner which gave complete
satisfaction to the people. His decisions, with¬
out exception, both iu the inferior and superior
court, were marked by profound learning and
a quick aud correct conception of the merits
presented.

In 1843, he was elected to Congress by 450
majority, in the Quincy district, over a most

popular competitor.the district at that time
being considered by the Whigs as their own.

In 1844, lie was re elected to Congress by
more than 1,000 majority.

In 1840, he was again elected by more than
2,000 majority.

At ihe session of 1840.7 he wiis elected to
the United States Senate for six years, the ac¬

ceptance of which vacated his seut in the House
of Representatives.
Though young in years, he is old in experi¬

ence.
