Bostok, Oct 20..Thomns Davis, who mur¬

dered his lister for murryiug contrary to his
wishes, returned from California last May, ®d
U*d been employed at the Navy Yard uutil
within a few days, when he whs discharged.
He strongly denies his guilt, though there can
be no doubt of it. The woman murdered was
the wife of Van Waguer, of I'oughkeepsie, who
was connected with the tow-boat. The mur¬
derer is a widower, with two children.
New Yokk, October 20, 6 p. m..The clipper

ship Eclipse arrived at the port of New York this
morning. She left 8an Fruncisco June l!4th,
Valparaiso August 10th, nnd Bio Janeiro Sept.
17th, bringing ten days later news from the lat¬
ter place. The U. S. steamer Susquehanna, hav¬
ing completed her repairs, was to leave in a few
days for the Cape of Good Hope and East Indies.
The steamer Golden Gate, for San Francisco,
sailed on September 11th. The Eclipse crossed
the Equator in long. 40° in 7 days and 10 hours
from Rio, being the shortest trip ever made.
She brings Montevideo dates ofSept 6th. Flour
was dull, aud the inhabitants were looking for
an early raising of the siego. It was represent¬
ed that Gcu. Miguez and Gen. Garzon have with
them the sympathies of the people, and been
joined by the Oriental troops. The soldiers of
the army formerly besieging Montevideo, re¬
fused to march under Gen. Oribo, who had gone
into the interior. It was again reported from
Rio Grande del Sol, that a Brazilian force had
marched into Bunda Oriental, but no conflict
had taken place. Letters from Buenos Ay res
to September 1st state that the markets were
unsettled by the reported proceedings of Ad¬
miral Gleufeldt, of the Brazilian forces, who
had assumed a hostile attitude towards Bucuos
Ayres, and turned back all vessels proceeding to
Panama. Flour was plentiful, but produce
scarce. There was no wool on sale. Freights
were dull, and shipping plenty.
