“Oh, but if I marry, my husband must main-
tain me!"” exclaim our fair young readers.
That is all very good, and will meet with the
approval of most husbands. They support their
wives, and are williug to do so; but how many
wives enjoy life without encountering its cares
and labors ? Very few, indeed. They are, be-
fore marriage, ambitious to be ladies; and so
they are, and very helpless ones, too. After
marriage, howeyer, necessity compels them to
labor. The income they thought ample proves
meagre when housekeeping expenses must be
met; and they wish to live well, and are willing
to labor in order to do so. But what labor can
they perform? None that a servant at six dol-
lars a month cannot excel them in doing, Yet
the work is hard, and they must go through
with it. Would it not be better for them to
earn, at a lighter and pleasanter employment,
fifty, twenty, or even ten dollars, with which to
pay the hire of servants for the coarser work?

If the Woman's Rights Convention were to
urge this course with energy, we think good
would be effected.
