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Mexico.
TJjere ia scarcely a doubt that the little baud

of insurgents und Texau sympathisers now in
possession of Matmnoroa will increase in num¬

bers, and eventually conquer and possess a

large portion of Northern Mexico. The forma
tion of State governments and their annexation
to the United States are steps scarcely less likely
to be taken. The time required for the
achievement of all this will not prove long.
An unhappy people in poverty and anarchy will

oppose but little objection to it. They may not

for a time prove very faithful or desirable citi¬

zens, but they will generally acquiesce in a

resort to their only refuge, and in a few years
will begin to appreciate the privileges that are

not now desirable because of their inability to

comprehend them and realize their blessings.
Other nations subdue, conquer, degrade, and
tax their weaker adversaries. We annex, ele¬
vate, protect, and fraternize with them. Happy
for Mexico will all this prove.

While such is the progress of things in
Northern Mexico, we are informed, by dates
from the city of Mexico to the ICth of October,
tbat the British minister had had an official in¬
terview with President Arista, and demanded a

final answer to Lord Palmerston's despatches,
formerly referred to, relative to the debts ol
Mexico; and it is reported that, unless the an¬

swer is satisfactory, all the Mexican ports will
be blockaded. To this the central government
has nothing to reply. Without power, without
money, without the confidence of the people,
or of anybody else, what can it do? Shall it
place itself under the protection of England.
England that ever gives "such protection as

vultures give "to lambs?" The United States
will have a part to enact there, and an impor¬
tant part, too. It is alike important to Mexico
and to our government that that country shall
not become subject to any European crown;
and well would it be for us if our minister were

prepared to act with promptness, firmness, de¬
cision, courage, and sagacity, l'erbnps he will
do so. We earnestly hope it. The moment is
critical, and stupendous results are now de¬
pendent upon our policy.
The Austrian Press, says the Philadelphia

Sun, expresses the most violent indignation
that such llattering preparations have been
made in England for the reception of " the
traitor Kossuth." The Lloyd, which is supposed
now and then to represent the opinions of
Prince Schwarzenberg, has a leader, in which
the writer indulges in language infinitely more

forcible than elegant. The usual conventional
forms are completely set aside, and the honor¬
able Secretary for Foreign Affairs, and the
member <.(' the Common Council of the British
metro with their civic brethren of South-
amp i re heartily abused. As they have no
idea 01 political liberty, they cannot understand
why the British government does not feel itself
called on to interfere with the intended mani¬
festations in favor of Kossuth. The good Vien¬
nese are, however, of opinion that the article
in the Lloyd, in which the city gentlemen figure
M " the stupid and well-fattened," will produce
no little effect in England.

Morse vs. Bain..In the trial of the tele¬
graph case, in the United States Circuit Court,
at Philadelphia, Judge Kane decided that Pro¬
fessor Morse was the inventor of the art of
telegraphing, by recording at a distance letters
or marks which would be perfectly understood
by persons employed for the purpose.; and, as

such inventor, the Bain lino infringes upon his
claims, although it accomplishes the object by
a means varying from those used by Professor
Morse. The court accordingly directed a de¬
cree and injunction to be issued, guarantying
the Professor's rights on all points. But it is
understood that the case will be carried up to
the Supreme Court.

The Toon..What is to become of them?
Winter, with its chilling frosts, its cold bleak
winds, its long and dreary nights, its solemn
loneliness, is about settling upon us: and they
are not provided for! It behooves ua to look
after and screen them.to contribute to the al¬
leviation of their troubles and sorrows. How
many poor families are there now in our city
destitute of clothing and shelter.destitute of
the necessaries of life.hunger-pinched, forlorn
objects! Could they be summoned together
and presented to our view, how heart-rending
would be the picture! We hope they maybe
provided for. Measures should be taken to make
them comfortable: and we would suggest that
meetings be held in the wards, committees ap¬
pointed to ascertain the number in indigent
circumstances, and collections made to enable
them to buffet the storms and encounter the
elements of hoary winter. By doing this, the
worthy poor would be found out, and it would
prevent in a mensure tho repeated colls upon
our charities made by unknown and irrespon¬
sible persons.

Licknsks..In the Common Council, on Mon¬
day evening, Mr. Morgan introduced a resolu¬
tion instructing the Committee on Police to in¬
quire into the expediency of so amending the-
law that requires persons already licensed to
swear to tbe^^rage stock on band, as to cause
the Assessors to perform this duty. We believe
the effect of this will simply be to relieve store¬
keepers from a tedious duty, with its formali¬
ties, and to have the same end accomplished by
a simpler process. This is well, and the change
cannot but be welcomed by every frhopkeepcr in
the city.

The Irish Exilks..The New York Sun saya
that our government must know how acceptable
it would be to the people of the whole Union if
it should interpose ita influence with the British
government on behalf of tho Irish exilea in
Auatraliu, and remarks: "if it delays its ac¬

tion until an agitation ia organized throughout
the country, it will merit littlo praise. Tho

present ia a peculiarly opportune time to ap¬
peal to the honor and generosity of England to
release her political exilea. Au English minis¬
ter was instrumental in obtaining the release
of Kossuth, and an Euglish uobleman is earn¬

estly pressing tho release of Abd-el-Kader upon
the French government; und why should not
liberal and generous Eugland give liberty to a

few men whose only crime was devoted love of
country ? They have no blood on their hands ;
and Eugland can advance no reason of justice
or of policy against their release. It will re¬

flect no honor on our government to need per¬
suasion to induce it to ask the release of Smith
O'Brien and the other Irish exiles; and Eng¬
land would gain groater honor by not waiting
to be asked, before releasing them.

Successful at Last!.Tho perpetual mo¬

tion has been discovered at last, according to
the Redland (Texas) Herald, by somo young
men of that county named Force. The inven¬
tors are said to be in Washington applying for
a patent, and confident of success.

A colored citizens' convention will be held in
Cincinnati in the middle of January next, for
the purpose of taking such measures as will
be deemed calculated to promote tho interests
and welfare of the colored citizens of that State,
who are allowed to pay taxes, but denied the
right to vote for those who impose them.

Discoveries in Japanese Literature..An
American ship-ofwar, cruizing in the Japanese
seas, picked up tho crew of a vessel of that
country, which had boon wrecked. Lieutenant
Tennyson, of the revenue cutter Polk, sends to
the Secretary of tho Navy a copy of tho Japan¬
ese alphabet, which ia executed apparently by
hand, but with so much skill, it is said, that
tho work might readily bo mistaken for litho¬
graphy; a list of the names of the Japanese
sailors, with their autograph signatures in the
Japanese character; a representation of the
compass found with them, and the Japanese
numerals. The alphabet, as represented by
Lieutenant Tennyson's diagram, contains forty
eight characters, which consist of straight,
oblique, parallel, crooked, and angular lines
and marks, resembling thick and ragged scrawls
with a bad quill pen. The letters and names
stand in perpendicular columns, and the order
of reading is to begin with the right-hand col¬
umn and read down.the reverse of our method.
These discoveries prove that the Japaneso are
a people among whom learning has been culti¬
vated ; and a hope is expressed that, through
the rescued seamen, a more successful attempt
will be made to open a communication with
that people.. Phil. Ledger.

The National InleUigenctr of this morning

quotes from the New York Timet a letter " from
an attache in government aervice traveling
abroad," communicated to that paper by some
one who calls himself A. Oakley Hall, and by ita
comment* appeurs to place the utmost confi¬
dence in the writer's statements, and to sym¬
pathise in his bitter hostility to Kossuth and
his companions. The following are the com¬
ments of the Public Ledger upon this letter:
" The writer expresses his opinion that Kos¬

suth is a humbug and a demagogue, and in¬
dulges in other defamatory comments which
might excite no surprise to find in an Austrian
journal, but in the letter of an American rep¬
resentative may well lead to the inquiry whether
persons in the employment of the United States
government are hired to traduce the character
of European republicans. A man who can de¬
liberately call his countrymen fools because
they generously offered a refuge and an asylum
in his misfortunes, to one who failed in his
noble endeavors to restore the rights of his
people, is not exactly the person to sympathise
with the generous impulses of the American
people, or to appreciate the character of Euro¬
pean republicans, or faithfully represent the
sentimeuts of the government of this country.

" There seems to bo a studied effort on the
part of letter-writers abroad to prejudice the
minds of the American people against the Hun¬
garian exiles, who have been deemed worthy of
a nation's interest and regard. It is at least
due to these unfortunate individuals that they
should be heard before they are condemned,
especially when so much prejudice and ill feel¬
ing is exhibited by those who make the accusa¬
tions against them.
" Kossuth may have acted differently from

what was expected, and perhaps differently
from what may have been desired, but not pro¬
bably contrary to what he deemed his duty to
his country and the cause in which he is en¬

gaged. There is nothing in his conduct which
can compromise the Government of the United
States with any government desirous of avoid¬
ing trouble. That the Hungarian chief, rudely
and uncivilly repulsed from republican France,
should express himself indignantly against the
President of that country, is natural and to be
expected. If he insulted the government in
saying that it does not represent the general
sentiment of the country, he is not alone guilty;
man}-journals, in Franco and the United States,
have committed the same offence, and with
much less cause for giving vent to their feelings
than Kossuth had. We say again, let Kossuth
be heard in his defence before condemned, and
let us give, as we intended, a generous welcome
to the exiles."
