Inch and a half in diameter. Adjoining the douche room

Is a dressing room, with marble tables, Ac.; the ruing
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.) Is one of the most com-

piste contrivances of the kind, oelng entirely under the
oontrol of the patient using the same.

Cryktal Palace.Glana Narket-lioujie In
Wwhlngton, A.U.

The Crystal Palace in England is to bo taken
down. Arrangement for ita demolition are al¬
ready made. For one, I regret that the Brit¬
ish Parliament failed, before its recent adjourn¬
ment, to interpose its authority to save the
splendid structure at least for awhile longer,
by directing the Commissioner of WoodB and
Forests to suspend tlio execution of the con¬
tract with the Koyal Commission, which stipu¬
lated its removal from ilyde Park immediately
after the olose of the World's Fair. That im¬
mense aud magnificent houso of glass and iron
is worthy to be called the eighth wonder of the
world. It marks an era in architecture. Every
ngc should have its peculiar style to distinguish
it in after years. The Crystal Palace will rep¬
resent the 10th century. It has no antecedent.
Nothing of the like haB gone before it. The
style is useful and economical, and is susceptible
of much esthetic effect. The successful erec¬
tion of that great glass house, in an incredibly
short time, capable of bearing on its floors and
through its galleries the startling number of
one hundred thousand people, without a single
accident, commands universal attention and ad¬
miration. Its entire and incomparable adapta¬
tion for public or private structures, where
light, space, ventilation, safety, and protection
are essential, will have a controlling influence
in the architecture of our age and generation.
The railway companies of England have already
adopted the style for their new station-houses,
(depots.) We saw one at Oxford, (the city of
colleges,) which was declared to answer the
purpose better than any other building that
could have been put up.
The Crystal Palace, in Ilyde Park, may be

demolished; but Mr. Paxton's design will live
forever, and will be recreated in every part of
the world, in many shapes and for many pur¬
poses.
We propose a Crystal ralace in Washington

City!.not for the "exhibition of the works of
industry of all nations," as the English express
it, but for the exhibition of beef and bread,
vegetables and veal.for the practical and
every-day business of supplying the diplomatic,
legislative, and mechanical dinners of the fed¬
eral capital. Let us have a glass market-
house !.a large, light, airy, and elegant struc¬
ture, after the fashion of the Crystal Palace.
The whole of our extensive Market square
might be placed under a glass canopy for the
protection of every wagon and stall, every pur¬
veyor and purchaser. If it be the determina¬
tion of the city corporation to remove from our
beautiful Avenue the present unsightly old pile,
or range of sheds, known as the Centre Market,
we respectfully commend to the favorable con¬
sideration of the city fathers and our able
Mayor Lenox the idea of an iron-ribbed and
glass-covered market-houBe. Instead of adver¬
tising for millions of brick, quarries of stone,
and forests of timber, and consuming many
months of labor, to build a huge, heavy, dark,
and probably ill-ventilated market-house, let
the authorities call upon Mr. Win. P. Elliot,
the architect, who, having devoted unusual at¬
tention to Paxton's design, will doubtless fur¬
nish drawings for a structure that would be a

splendid ornament to the city.a convenient
and capacious place of business.safe, durable,
and economical.brilliant, pure, and clcar as

General Lopez.Van Vechlen, ftc.

The New Orleans Delta, of October 28, con¬
tains the following:
We had the pleasure of conversing yesterday

with Mr. Wilson L. ltceves, an intelligent young
man, who resides in Mississippi, and was re¬

cently released from captivity in Havana, hav¬
ing been wounded and a prisoner in the unfor¬
tunate expedition of Oen. Lopez. Mr. Reeves
was released by the interposition of the Amer¬
ican Consul, out of respect to some of bis rela¬
tives, who are leading political characters. This
fact shows that our Consul bos some weight and
influence with Concha, and serves to render
still more reprehensible his previous neglect to
employ that influence to mitigate the unhappy
fate of those gallant young men.

Mr. Keeves stated that his principal object in
coming to sec us was to put on record his in¬
dignant denunciation of all the calumnies which
have been heaped upon the character of the he¬
roic and true-hearted Lopez. He declares that
no man could have behaved with more devotion,
fidelity, and bravery, than Lopez displayed
through all the trying scenes of their short but
eventful struggle. His gallantry and coolness
in battle were not more conspicuous than his
solicitude for the comfort and safety of his men.
He says that when they were deprived of the
use of their arms by the tempestuous weather,
and it became evident that the expedition had
failed, Lopez told them to separate, divide into
small parties, and that, if taken prisoners, he
would endeavor to offer himself np as a sacri¬
fice to save the others.

Before Lopez was captured, lie remarked to
one of his companions that he should not de¬
stroy himself, as he at first intended, because
he hoped to have an interview with Concha in
Havana, and he should then make representa¬
tions to him that might effect the release of the
other prisoners. On his arrival in Havana he
made an earnest solicitation for an interview
with the Captain-General. It wa9 denied him.
He thoji asked to be permitted to write to Con¬
cha; this also was refused, and so the brave
old man was cruelly deceived in his last liopo.

Mr. Reeves further informed us that ho be¬
longed to the company of which Van Vecbten
was an officer, and was left behind by Col. Crit¬
tenden, with Capt. Kelly and others, in chargo
of the baggage. He states that Van Vechten
acted so badly that the men would not serve

under him.that at the first fight Van Vechten
went into the store, pretending to be wounded,
and lay down near a Spanish soldier.that on

examiuing his wound, he (Keeves) found it a

mere briar scratch. He also says, that at the
fight at the Cafetal de Frias, Van Vechten hid
in the chapperal whilst the fight with the Span¬
ish infantry was going on, and that when the
Spaniards were about to make the attack, he
remarked to Keeves that he believed he would
get a horse and make for the sea shore. Our
informant also charges Van Vechten with hav¬
ing used the money of the men, deposited with
him, for his own use.

This is the worst market on earth for inferior

or damaged articles. People will buy nothingbut the best. Provisions of inferior quality are
thrown away.
The supply of fresh beef is always good, and

the best pieces can be bought for 19 cents a

pound: mutton and pork being 40 to 60 cents,
and salmon 25 cents.

Butter is retailed at GO to 75 cents. A very
small quantity is yet produced in the country.
Those who raise cows can better sell the milk
at 60 cents a quart, if they live near a market.
The native cows are poor milkers. They are
large masculine-looking animals, und being
generally allowed to retain their calves for six
months or longer, they do not willingly submit
to the regulations of the dairy. It requires two
or three men to milk a California cow. They set
to work on horseback, aud first lasso her and
tumble her to the ground. They tie her bead
to a post, and then bind her feet together
tightly in pairs. One of the men does the milk¬
ing, while another holds the bucket, the terri¬
fied animal enduring the process with the same

docility as a cross baby exhibits while its dirty
face is scrubbed. One or two quarts of milk
are the result of the operation.

Far m,ore valuable for dairy purposes are the
cows from the valley of the Mississippi that
have crossed the plains. On the journey they
are worked like oxen, and even here they are
harnessed to the wagon.
A loaf of bread, such as you buy in the At¬

lantic cities for three or four cents, here costs
you twelve and a half. Potatoes retail at eight
to twelve cents. They are in demand by the
quantity at seven cents. Wo certainly have the
finest potatoes in the world. From one to two
pounds is a common weight, and they often
weigh more. I have never seen nor beard of a
California potato being hollow or imperfect at
the core. They are invariably dry and mealy.
A few days ago I sat down to dine with ten
others, mostly adults. A large dish of pota¬
toes graced the table, cut in pieces before boil¬
ing. Our landlady informed us that there were
two potatoes in the dish, aud no more. But
there was enough and to spare. On another
dish was one-third of a beet. Onions often ex¬
ceed a pound in weight. A cabbage at the
door of a restaurant near me weighs twenty-
eight pounds. These vegetables are not the
result of forced culture. The soil, in many lo¬
calities, can't help producing them. Very lit¬
tle attention is paid to tillage, and no manure
is employed. 1 0.1x1 informed thut some of the
gardeners in this vicinity are applying manure,
but I have not seen a load of that commodity
in California.
Tomatoes are plenty, at a shilling a pound,

which is considered cheap. Grapes are coming
in, and bring 75 cents to $1 a pound. They
will be cheaper before long, as immense quanti¬
ties are to come from San Jose and the adjoin¬
ing villages, and from down the coast.
A cargo of oranges lately arrived from the

Society Islands.the first offering, I believe,
made by those islands to California.
Wages continue high. Farm hands have re-

ceived from $75 to $100 a month and found.
A mere cbild can command twenty to forty dol- jlars a month, "to mind the baby." Thirty
dollars was lately offered for the services of a

little girl of twelve years, but her mother de¬
clined the offer, as the girl's services at home
were worth more to her than that. A laboring
man made a wry face to me, and complained
that wages had fallen so that he got but four
dollars a day!

There are washerwomen here who make from
fifty to eighty dollars a week by the labor of
their own arms. The price ot washing and
ironing is from three to four dollars a dozen.
Board, with lodging, is from $10 to $20 a

week..Correspondent N'¦ Y. Tribune.

The CaUcombi of Koine.

The Revue det Deux Mondet gives an account
of the researches of M. Perret in the Catacombs
of Home, which will interest our readers. It
appears that the antiquarian in question has
been engaged for six years in exploring the
catacombs, and in copying the remains of an-

cicnt art hidden for ages in those extraordinary
chambers. Hurying himself for five years in
this subterranean city, he has examined every
part of it, in spite of difficulties and perils of the
gravest character:.the refusal of his guides
to accompany him,.the intricacy of the pas¬
sages,.the necessity for clear ing a way through
galleries choked up with earth which fell in from
above almost as fast as it was removed,.the
difficulty of damming up streams of water which
ran in from above,.the foulness of the air, and
consequent difficulty of breathing and preserv¬
ing light in the lower chambers.
During his long sojourn in the nether region?,

M. Perret succeeded in exploring the whole of
the sixty chambers and their connecting gallc-
ries; and ho has now returned to France with
a collection of drawings which extends to 300
sheets in large folio. Of these, 154 sheets con¬
tain representations of frescoes; 05 of monu-

ments; 23 of paintings on glass, (medallions
inserted in the walls and at the bottom of vases,)
containing 80 subject*; 41 drawings of lamps,
vases rings, and instruments of martyrdom, to
the number of more than 100 subjects ; and
finally, 90 contain copies of more than 600 se¬

pulchral inscriptions. Of the 154 drawings of
frescoes, two-thirds are inedited, and a consid- jerable number have been only lately discovered,
Amongst the latter, as we learn from the Rtvue,
are the paintings on the celebrated wells of
Platonia, said to have been the place of inter¬
ment, for a certain period, of St. Peter nnd St.
Paul. This spot was ornamented with frescoes
by Pope Damnsus, about A. D. 865, and has
ever since remained closed up. On opening the
empty tomb, by permission of the Roman gov-
eminent, M. Perret discovered fresco paintings
representing the Saviour and the Apostles and
two coffins of Parian marble. It is stated that
on the return of M. Perret to France, the Min-
ister of the Interior entered into treaty with
him for the acquisition of his collection for the
nation. The purchase has been arranged, and
the necessary amount, upwards of £7,600, ob¬
tained by a special vote of the National Assem¬
bly. The drawings will be published by the
French government in a stylo commensurate
with their importance.

He was the Washington of tho age,
and the lion of the day; and had he reached
Now York in the height of this paroxism, he
would have been greeted with an ovation that
would have made former effervescences mere
small-beer in comparison, llut accounts have
reached our shores within a few days, from cor¬
respondents of the same newspapers, saying
that Mr. Kossuth aforesaid has been making
himself somewhat ridiculous, and is little more
than a weak-minded enthusiast, crazy with eeo«

m. Therefore if he should reach New York
now, "public sentiment" would probably be as
Hat as weak vinegar, and none of " the people"
would be bold euougli to do him reverence. One
of tlieae correspondent*, writing from Marseilles,
says that most of the Hungarians on board of
w !i lr8,88uppi ?Cre a rough 8et> *ho quarreled
with their bread and butter on board; that thev
did not speak highly of Kossuth, accusing him
even of oowardice, and that one or more Aus¬
trian spies were among them. We guess that
tho truth is somewhere between these extremes
therefore we do not think it is quite becominK
m Americans to lose their wits in admiration of
Kossuth, or to spurn him as a contemptible
creature. He is neither a demi-god nor a worm
and might to bo saved from either idolatry or

If KobbuUi comes here, we hope that he will
be received cordially, but must protest, in ad¬
vance, against any of the ridiculous demonstra¬
tions ottered to Ujhazy and his companions,
buch follies originate in the vanity of those
who wish to exhibit themselves, and are regarded
abroad as absurdities of the whole country.
And we would here say that the Northern Eu¬
ropeans generally are quite too much disposed
to court and receive this noisy notoriety, and
herein differ essentially from the French and
Italians. If a Pole, or a German, or a Scandi¬
navian, or a Hungarian comes among us, hi>
friends contrive to raise a commotion through¬
out the Union. But if an Italian patriot of
equal and even greater merit arrives here, he
modestly declines all public honors, and at once
and quietly seeks support in some useful occu¬

pation. Generals Garibaldi and Avezzana, men
who had done and suffered quite as much for
liberty as KoBsuth, or any other European,
came among us quietly, unostentatiously, and
shrunk from and positively declined any parade
or publicity. The former, a world-ronowned
champion of liberty in South America, as well
as in his native Italy, retired to Staten Island
immediately after reaching New York, and
quietly proceeded to manufacture candles. He
was great in adversity; and if Italy should
again strike for liberty in the present day, he
will be again in tho held, the most efficient of
her defenders. We wish that all Europeans
were as modest and unpretending as the worthy
sons of Italy..Phil. Ledger.
