from ths street about one hundred foet, with a semicircu¬
lar grass plot in frout, and contains thirty to forty rooms.
The grounds around the house are tastefully laid out with
walks and piauted with trues, shrubs, ko. On the left of
the entrance to these grounds is a cottage containing four
rooms, used by male patients as a bathing house, with
every convenience for "packing," bathing, Ac.; on the
right of the untranca, about two hundred feet distant,
stands a similar cottage, used by the ladies for similar
purposes.
In the roar of the Institute, at the distance of one hun¬

dred feet, are three other cottages, some eighty feet apart.
On* of them is the laundry, with a hydrant at the door;
the other two arstoocupied by the servants.

Consist of a circular stone building, standing on the brow

In the first story of ths water¬
works is a circular room, containing the douche bath,
which is a stream falling from a height of about thirty
feet, and can be varied in sixn from half an Inch to an

Inch and a half In diameter. Adjoining the doucho room

is a dressing room, with marble tables, Ac.; the rising
douche (for the oure of piles, Ac.) is one of the most com¬

plete eontrlvanoee of tiie kind, being entirely under the
oontrol of th* patient using the same.

The late Mr. BIcBonough and his Estate.

A correspondent of the New York Herald,
writing from New Orleans on the 30th ultimo,
says j
"About the middle of last August, after a

labor of nine months, the notary completed au

inventory of the celebrated McDonough estate.
It seems that his eilccts, embracing bills pay¬
able, amount to the sutn of two millions five
hundred and ten thousand two hundred and fifty-
two dollars and sixty cents, ($2,510,252 00.)
This estimate falls far short of the impressions
respecting the old man's wealth at the time of
hiB death.immensely less thau his own calcu¬
lations. McDonough was a strange creature in
many respects. It would be very wrong to
designate him as a miser, in the ordinary ac¬

ceptation of the term. Although the items in
tlio inventory referred to as 'articles used
by the deceased, personally,' do not ex¬
ceed the meagre sum of .i>28.85, an inspection
of his correspondence, his known contributions
to colonization societies, and the number of
Blavcs he manumitted and transmitted to Libe¬
ria at his own expense, establish that he must
have expended several hundreds of thousands
of dollars in the cause of colonization, lie
closed his pockets hermetically against private
charities, and cxacted his dues to the last farth¬
ing with a pertinacity and remorselessness that
would have done honor to the Jew of the play.
In pursuit of a credited dime he would swim
through an ocean of widows' and orphans' tears.
His great energies were dovoted to the acquisi¬
tion of posthumous notoriety, and he was as

satisfied of securing it as Horace, or Bacon, or

Milton. To this end, from earliest manhood to
the last moment of his existence, he adopted
the abstemiousness of an anchorite. He knew
his fellow-men only as the possessors of ' cer¬
tain moneys' which be must obtain. He met
them only on tho ' llialto.' 1 find that he once
became Under aud 'sighed like furnace' in
tho ears of Madame Pontalba, when she was u

merry-hearted girl. Even then, I am disposed
to think that money rather than love was the
cause of his wooing, for the lady was the wealth¬
iest heiress in the Crescent city. She laughed
at his vows, and young McDonough wedded.
celibacy.

"I cannot omit here a character istic anecdote.
After the lapse of many years, when both par-
tics had become rankly 'sere,' it became im¬
portant for the widow Pontalba, in order to
carry out some projected improvements, to pur¬
chase a small lot, of little value, that belonged
to the eccentric Mac. She approached him
with smiling face, after her agent had been re¬
fused the purchase, and begged of him not to
deny her favor. She pleaded the old love ho
bore her. It was too much for the old man.

Apparently very much affected, he consented to
dispose of the lot, worth some few hundred dol¬
lars, for the price of fifty thousand dollars. A#
I have already intimated, he devoted his life to
accumulation, for the sole purpose of investing
his acquisitions in such a manner that immor¬
tality might ensuo. It is curious to notice, in
corroboration, the comments ho is constantly
making in his staid legers, in Tcfcrence to the
accretive value of his various purchases. In
his bold calculations he dispell futurity as a

housemaid would a spider's web.'a year is
but as a day.' For a mere song he purchases
a frog-tenanted swamp lot. The entry of the
acquisition is duly made. Then follows his
vaticination: ' In two hundred years, this lot
will be worth one hundred thousand dollars.'
Throughout his entire will, the same morbid
disposition for future fame is apparent. Then,
again, he hunts up a schemo of philanthropy,
utterly discordant to every feeling of his nature.
I have no doubt his original intention was to
invest his property in some grand colonization
project; and it is probable that his clear head
found it impracticable, so he becomes a tierce
lover ofjuveniles.he who had lived a long life
in utter disregard, or rather in positive violation
of every social tie. A reader might ask, Why
the length of time for the notary to complete his

inventory ? And the answer elucidates another
peculiarity of this strange being. At least fif¬
teen thousand letters were found among the de¬
ceased's papers, lie always enclosed a copy of
his answer in the original communication. Then,
again, were discovered at least five hundred
thousand memoranda, of every size and descrip¬
tion.
"He never came to New Orleans (ho resided

directly opposite) without making a memoran¬

dum of what he was going to do, whioh, upon
his return, he religiously filed away. For three
cntiro months, four persons, embracing the

notary, were constantly employed, at an aver¬
age of seven hours a day, in an examination of
his papers. I have been told that there were
several curt-loads of them. Hut enough of
Me Donougb. It is probable thut the proceeds
of his estate will be employed, for several years
to come, in expenses of litigation. Fortunate
the attorney who is privileged to nibble at the
big checse."

Kossuth.
Fitzgerald's Philadelphia Cily Item unfolds

the case very clearly in a fow brief paragraphs.
It says :

A little discrimination, in expressing opin¬
ions upon the course of the Hungarian leader,
would not bo amiss in the journals which are
now commenting on his movements.

That Kossuth should wish to pass through
France is certainly no ground for censure.
That, being refused, he should address a re¬
monstrance to the French people, is no breach
of diplomatic propriety.he being only a pri¬
vate individual. As a matter of taste, we think
his personal allusions to the French Chief Ma¬
gistrate might have been spared. Whether ho
designs to remain in Europe, or come to this
country as a transient visiter, is certainly a
question for his own determination. If he in¬
tends, on the first opportunity, to renew the
struggle for the liberty of his country, wd
honor him the more for that intention.
On the other hand, there would have been a

manifest impropriety in our government send¬
ing a national vessel to carry a foreign revolu¬
tionary leader on a political tour along the
coast of the Mediterranean. The conduct of
the American commander in restricting himBelf
to the offer to Kossuth and his companions of a
direct passage to the United States, deserves
unqualified approbation; and if Kossuth has
made this a subject of unfriendly feeling to¬
wards the American officers, or the consul, he
has betrayed an ignorance of propriety which
was not to be expected from one of his charac¬
ter and station.
He has been it seems a lawyer and an editor,

and appears to have caught the double itch for
talking and writing.the " eacoelhet tcribendi et
loquendi" incident to the two professions. Thus
he never misses an opportunity to make a

speech or write a letter; and some " hasty"
effusions may be expected from him, as from
other great men. But as we regard him as the
representative of resistance to despotism in the
old world, we would welcomo him to the new,
without looking too closely for weakness, which
are inseparable from human nature.
