Hon. Rufiu Clioate.

This gentleman, it is said, in a grand Whig
demonstration at Faneuil Hall, Boston, on Fri-
day night of last week, took strong ground in
favor of the Union and compromise measures
of the last Congress.

His
body has no particular shape, and his wit and,
legal 'dodges' have set many a judge in a

snicker, and so confounded jurors as to make it
almost impossib^p for them to speak plain Eng¬
lish, or tell the truth for the rest of their natu¬
ral lives.
" Rufus is great on twisting and coiling him¬

self up, squirming around, andpranciug, jump¬
ing, and kicking up the dust when steam's up.
His oratory is first rate, and his arguments in¬
genious and forcible. He generally makes a

ten-strike.judge and jury down at the end of
every sentence. He is great on flowery expres¬
sions and high-falootin 'flub dubs.' Strangers
mostly think he is crazy, and the rest scarcely
understand what it's all about. He invoices his
time and elocution four thousand per cent, over

ordinary charges for having one's self put
through a course of law. Rufus Choate is about
fifty years of age, perhaps over. He is consid¬
ered the ablest lawyer in New England, or per¬
haps the United Sates. His handwriting can't
be deciphered without the aid of a pair of com¬

passes and a quadrant. His autography some¬
what resembles the map of Ohio, and looks like
a piece of crayon sketching, done in the dark
with a three-pronged fork. He has been in the
Senate, and may be, if he has time to fish for
it, President of the United States."

But you have ut¬
terly failed to disprove that evidence. I felt
for you, but I confess my heart died within me,
when I saw that your defence did not even ex¬
hibit an excuse in your case, nor shake in any
degree the evidence of your guilt. It was in
you a cifBc of clear, premeditated, and assassin¬
like murder. You have had able counsel to as¬
sist you.a jury in which every advantage was
extended to you in their empanneling. The
verdict has been rendered. It pronounces you
guilty of the crime of murder. You have had
a sister whose undying love has been your
Bolace when the crushing power of evidence
was against you, and who could not see, as

others saw, your guilt. You have a mother
whose heart is agonized at thiB awful oalamity.
But all could not save you. Your guilt was too
clear to admit of doubt. You have been con¬
victed upon the most clear and convincing tes¬
timony. The law imposes upon me the neces¬

sity of pronouncing the sentence, which, in its
execution, will remove you to the presence of
the great Judge of all.

" The sentence of the law is, that you be re¬
moved hence to the place of execution; and on
the twenty-sixth day of December n^Pt, be¬
tween the hours of nine o'clock in the forenoon
and four o'clock in the afternoon of that day,
you be hung by the neck until you are dead.and
may the Lord have mercy on your soul!"

Kossuth's Enough..The thorough knowl¬
edge of the English language displayed by Kos¬
suth, since bis arrival in England, is said to
have been acquired thus: Having been con¬

signed to imprisonment for three years, for dis¬
obeying the edicts of the-Austrian government,
he upplied, at the end of one year, for the use
of books.

Then he learns the grammar of the
language in the language itself, which he could
not understand without a previous knowledge of
the grammar. Then, having mastered these
two books so miraculously, he by their aid
studies Shakspeare, of all English books the
most idiomatic and difficult. Kossuth is a great
man, but did not perform all this, we are very
sure.

SKETCHES OF ORIENTAL LIFE.
BY r. A. NKALI, K8Q.

Life of a Turkish Gentleman.
1he life of the Turkish Effendi, or gentleman,

at Antioch, is rather of a monotonous charac¬
ter. He liven in his own, or rather in two
houses-.for the harem, though part of the same
house, is entirely partitioned oft", and no one but
himself and his slave know where it is, or how
to get in or out of it. He always keeps the
door keys in his pocket, and when the ladies
want anything they rap, like so many woodpeck¬
ers, at a kind of revolving cupboard, which is
securely fastened iuto the wall. Through this
cupboard, at which neither party can see the
other, th? lady speaks to the Bervant, and tells
him what to fetch or buy for her at the bazaars ;
and the article is brought and placed in the
cupboard, which ia wheeled round by the lady
inside, so that she may take it out. When they
are desirous of walking in the garden, or going
to the bath, the key is delivered into the charge
of some old duenna, and the Effendi sees no¬

thing more of it till the party has returned, and
the ladies are safely locked up again.
The Effendi is, generally speaking, an early

riser, and seldom sits up till a late hour at night.
On issuing from his harem, he is waited upon
by half a dozen slaves, who assist in his ablu¬
tions: one holds the ewer, another the soap, a
third the towel, and a fourth and fifth assist
him with his clean apparel. Having washed
aud dressed, he goes through his morning devo¬
tions at the nearest mosque. Returning home,
his servants serve him with his cup of bitter
coffee and pipe of real gibili, by which time it
is about seven a. m., the fashionable hour for a
lurkish gentleman to call and receive visits.
Acquaintances and friends saunter in, and sa¬
lute the host, who salutes them. Beyond this,
there is little conversation, for Turks hate talk¬
ing; and sti 11 less joking, for they detest laugh¬
ing. They inquire, like a parcel of anxious doc¬
tors, very kindly, after each other's health, and
after the general salubrity of their respective
houses, for no one ever dreams of asking how
his friend's wife is; that would be considered
the grossest breach of decorum.

Draft-boards and pipes and coffee are intro¬
duced. Some piny, others look on ; and, save
the rattling of the dice, very little is heard to
interrupt the Bilence of the room. The Effendi's
clerk comes in occasionally, with a batch of
unanswered letters in his hands, and whispers
mysteriously to the Effendi, who either goes off
into a violent fit of rage, or nods his consent in
approval of what has been done, just as the
contents of the letter ore pleasing or the re¬
verse. Most of these letters are from the over¬

seers, or the laborers in the Effendi'B silk gar-
dens or olive plantations; some few from people
craving his assistance, others demanding repay¬
ment of loans of money; for there are but few
of the Effendis of Autioch, though all rolling in
riches, that are not indebted to some person or
other for cash loans, as such is their strange
avarice, that though they possess (to us an
Oriental expression) rooms full of money, they"
are loth to extract one farthing from their trea¬
sures for their daily expenditure.
About 10 a. m. the Effendi orders his horse,

and, followed by his pipe bearer, who is equally
well-mounted, takes a sedate ride in the envi¬
rons of the town. On Saturdays, in lieu of
riding, he goes to the bath, but in either case
he is pretty punctual as to the hour of his re¬
turn. On reaching home, more pipes and cof¬
fee are produced, and he affixes his seal (for a
lurk never signs his name) to the various busi¬
ness letters that his secretary has prepared,
ready for despatching. The cry from the mina¬
ret now warns him that it is the hour for mid¬
day prayer. Washing his hands, face, and
l'eet, he proceeds to the sarni, (mosque,) where
he remains till it is time to breakfast; and
when the breakfast is served, he goes through
the forms of ablution again. After his mdals,
he is required to wash once more.

I may here remark, for the guidance of stran¬
gers, that there is nothing a Turk considers
more degrading than the want of this scrupulous
cleanliness in Europeans; and considering the
climate, and the wisdom of doing in Rome as
Rome does, (apart from all other arguments,)
travelers, although seldom obliged to use their
fingers as 1 urks do at their meals, ought
strictly to adhere to this custom while among
Orientals.
The Effendi, after his breakfast, which is

genially a very good- one, and is prepared by
thecareful hands of the fair ladies of the harem,
retires into his sernglio for a couple of hours'
siesta, during tfc heat of the day. In this in¬
terval, if a Pasha, or a bosom friend, or the
devil himself were to appear, and ask of the
servants to see their master immediately, they
would reply that he was asleep in the harem,
and that it. was as much as their heads were
worth to disturb him.
About two p. m., the Effendi is again visible.

He then occupies his time in playing drafts, or

reading a Turkish newspaper. At four, he g'oe*
once more to the mosque, and thence proceeds
to the secluded garden, on the banks of the
Orontes. Here several other Effendis are sure
to meet him, for it is their usual evening ren¬
dezvous. Carpets are spread; baskets of cu¬
cumbers and bottles of spirit produoed ; and
they drink brandy, and nibble cucumbers, till
nigh upon sundown. Sometimes cachouks, or

dancing boys, dressed up in gaudy tinsel-work,
and musicians, are introduced, for the enter¬
tainment of the party. By nightfall, every in¬
dividual has finished his two.some more.bot-
ties of strong aqua vila-, and they return home¬
ward, and dine.and dine heartily. Coffee is
theu introduced, but nothing stronger.»as they
never drink spirit or wine after their evening
meals. The nine o'clock summons to prayer
resounds from the minaret, and nine minutes
after that, the Effendi is fast asleep, and no¬

thing under an earthquake would bring him
forth from the harem again, till he rises simul¬
taneously with the sun next day.
We notice among the new things India rub¬

ber ^ed ticks, filled with wind instead of feathers.
Good for some we wot of, who can as well sleep
on wind as live by it.

Astoumdino Invention..We notice, says the

sulphuric acid and water, he obtains carbon in
the gaseous state; and with the power exerted
by this gas, he asserts that he now drives a 26-
horse engine, and with one fortieth the expense
of steam, lifts and lets fall 12,000 pounds five
times in a minute. This fluid, without any
heat applied, exerts a pressure of 540 pounds
to the square inch, while water in the same un¬
healed state has no pressure but that of gravity.
Water, Wealed to the boiling point, yields a

power of fifteen pounds. This fluid, with the
game heat, would yield a power of 12,000
pounds ! And what is more, a handful of char¬
coal, and a boiler the size of a tea-kettle, will
produce, at the expense of a few cents, the
whole of this tremendous energy. Fifty dol¬
lars' expense in carbon would carry one of the
Collins steamers from New York to,Liverpool.

press, has sold the patent for England and Scot¬
land for the handsome sum of $76,000. For
working in iron, the uses of this machine are
said to be almost illimitable.
