Hayden, George T. Curtis, Frederick Emerson,
and Major Abbott; and three hundred delegates
were appointed to represent Boston in the State
convention of the friends of Mr, Webster.

The New Orleans Cyescent snnounces, upon
what it states to be ¢ reliable” authority, that
Mr. Webster intends to visit that city some
time in February next, and it proposes that an
sppropriaterecoption be prepared for him.

Cngar Postace.—A public meeting will be
held at the Exchange, New York, to-morrow
afternoon, for the purpose of taking postage re-
form into consideration. The Herald says it
hopes ““it will be well attended; for a more
‘abominable law than the present postage law
¢ was never enacted by Congress. It was framed
by the present head of the Post Office Depart-
‘ mont—a small county lawyer, who ia utterly
¢ inoompetent to understand anything connected
¢ with such an establishment.” Mr, Hall is not
#0 bad as all that; but he certainly did defeat
s good law, and procure the passage of a mis-
erable substitute.

B85~ The Spanish troubles will all be settled
amicably; and some persons think Mr. Webster
will recede, for expediency’s sake, from the
grounds he has heretofore occupied. We hope
not. We have very great faith in him in these
affairs. The Minister of Bpain, Don Calderon
de la Baros, is a gentleman of great ability, at-
tainments, amiability, and discretion. All will
end well for the present; but what the next fil-
libustering expedition may provoke, we cannot
guess. We think we had better buy the island,
and connect it by a bridge to our main land.

Jaraxese AT Wasminoron.—We see it stated,
but know not upon what authority, that the
Government will bring to Washington, the
coming winter, the Japanese officers and crew
picked up at sea by an American vessel, and
carried into San Francisco. They will be en-
tertained at the publie expense, and shown our
public works and institutions, extent of navi-
gation, commerce, &o. They are said to be in-
telligent, apd will be oble, when they are sent
home, to give such an account of this country
a8 may possibly tend to aid the efforts of the
Government fo obtain a commercial treaty with
Japan. Commodore Bhubrick was sent out in
the United Btates frigate Susquehanna to Japan,
with a letter from the President to the Empe-
ror, the object of which was to open a commer-
cial intercourse. But the Susquehanna never
got beyond Rio Janeiro, and is there likely to
be detained long for repairs.

W& The iron interest will prove potential in
the approaching Congress. The duty will be
inereased. Millions are being expended for
Eurepean iron, while American furnaces are
neglected. Weare informed that the last blast
In Virginia bas been extinguished, and Penn-
sylvania has unquestionably suffered exten-
sively.

Railroads and Progress.

New Haven is some seventy-three miles from
New York. Our special reporter left at nine
o'clock in the morning, and, after dining and
taking a walk around the ¢ City of Elms,” at-
tended the meeting, took notes for nearly two
hours and a half, and was home here at the
office at a quarter after eight o'clock in the
evening to write out his report.
The proposed line of railroad—cutting off the
large angle on which Springfield and Hartford
are situated, and running east of those towns—
shortens the distance between New York and
Boston by about thirty miles, thus reducing the
entire length to sbout two hundred miles, which
it is proposed to traverse in six hours.
The railroad and the telegraph are destined
to work wonders in the United States, eclipsing
all that is past. These great agents for the
civilization of man and the interchange of hu-
man tnought are as yet in their infancy. The
contemplation of what revolutions they will
hereafter mccomplish, if these changes could
only be brought before the mental vision as in
a panorama, would startle the boldest and most
speculative mind. They are too vaet for the
most far-sighted human ken. But we can all
see some of the results that necessarily flow,
even from present data. Let us point them out.
As Professor Billiman observed at the New
Haven convention, a speed of seventy-two miles
an hour is no uncommmon thing in England,
and fifty miles is the average on some roads.
What is done in England can be done here. It
was not long since believed that the speed of
the ocean stenmers of Great Dritain was un-
approachable. Colling’ line of American steam-
ers has disposed of that fallncy. Already the
locomotives of the Iludson River Railroad and
the Erie Railroad have actually run fifty miles
per hour. What has been done for one hour,
or three hours, may be done for a thousand
ours. A steam engine does not weary like a
horse. What has been done on part of a
line may be done on the whole of it, and what
has been done on one line may be done on
sny number of lines. That a speed of seventy-
five miles an hour will be attained at no distant
day, there is every reason to believe. But, tak-
ing the moderate estimate of fifty miles per hour,
which has been already schieved, what is the
grand resalt? Why, that in & very short time
we shall be enabled to reach New Orleans in
two days; San Francisco will be gained in about
three days, or, at most, four—a point which,
only a few years ago, it took®ss many months
to reach, and even now n period of twenty-eight
dl{: is regarded na a wonderfully rapid transit.

England, a higher speed is attained on rail-
ronds than in this country, because they are more
substantially built, and the population is greater
in proportion to the distance over which they ex-
tend. We are now a nation of 25,000,000; but
when the population of the U, States is doubled,
not only will railroads cover the country like a
network, but they will be built in such a way that,
with the improvements that spring from the
overteeming active brains of our scientific and
practical men, fifty miles an hour will be re-
garded as mere ordinary speed. The giant
strides of young America, with its free institu-
tions, its placers of silver and gold, its inex-
haustible resources, its uniform ge, and
its homogeneous race, are not to be estimated
by the slow, erippled movements of the poverty-
stricken, monarchy-ridden, decrepid, and en-
slaved nations of Europe.—N. Y. Herald.

Tux Deap Sea axp tur Savr Lake.—Mr.
Robert J. Graves, M. D., has communicated to
the Edinburg I’kl‘longhieul Journal w very in-
teresting artiole on the causes why tho waters
of the Dead Sea are destitute of and other
marine animals. The Dead Sea contains no
living thing within its fatal boundaries, yet this
salt sea, so famous in story, is supplied with
water from fresh water rivers which abound in
fish and vegetables. The surface of the Dead
Sea in 130% below the level of the Mediter-
ranean, is deep, 60 miles long and 9 broad.
It receives nll the waters of the Bea of Galilee.
A correct chart of the old lake was never given
to the world until the e tion under Lieut.
Lynch surveyed it. The full credit of this im-
portant fact is given to our country Mr.
Giraves. It had been stated by Dr. Ro
and Mr. Warburton, that the shores of the
Dead Sen were non-voloanic, but the expedition
brought home specimens of lava and scoris,
thus refuting former nccounts,

There is another sea in the world just like
the Dead Bea of Mbdom ; this is the Great Salt
Lake of the Mormon country, discovered and
explored by Lieutenant Fremont. This lake
containg no living thing within its bosom, and
it also receives the fresh waters of Lake Utah.

The waters of the Dead Sen of Jordan con-
tain twenty-four per cent. of saline mmtter,
consisting of chlorides of potassium, sodium,
ealoium, um, s with
bromide of magnesiom. This saline
tion acconnis for the absence of all vegetable
and animal life. The waters of the Great
American Salt Lake are nearly of the same
composition, and }mumt similar phenomenn to
that of the Ses of Sodom
