Contracti for the Erie Candl Enlargement.
Albany, N. Y., Nov. 18..The proposals for

contracts upon the Erie canal enlargements
were opened to-day. The number of bids for
work submitted is over two thousand, and they
cannot be canvassed and the work allotted in
less than a week.

Tremendous Gale.
Buffalo, N. Y., Nov. 18..Another gale lias

swept over the lake, doing much injury to the
shipping. The schooner Talcott capsized about
twelve miles frem port. The crew were rescued
by the steamer Hudson. The brig Ruggles,
bound for Cleveland, with one hundred tons of
merchandise and a locomotive and tender, has
put back a complete wreck, having lost the lo¬
comotive overboard. There is an insurance on
it in New York for "$8,000. The lower lake
schooner Patrick Henry has been dismasted,
and the brig Caroline is ashore.

Sailing of the Canada.
New York, Nov. 19..The steamer Canada

sailed to-day, with 55 passengers and $300,000
in specie.

Mexican Revolution,
New Orleans, Nov. 18..Brownsville papers

state that the insurgents were at one time with¬
in two miles of the plaza at Matamoros, when
they were ordered to withdraw. The papers
represent the retreat as a most disgraceful
flight, notwithstanding there was no chance of
the insurgents being attacked by the govern¬
ment forces under General Avalos. Extensive
preparations were making for the defence of
Matamoros, in case of another attack.
The revenue cutter Forward was still at Vera

Cruz. Six thousand citizens of that place had
petitioned Congress not to pa6s a prohibitory
tariff.
