In the ity of Philadelphis, and throughout
almost all our middle and Northern States, the
negro is driven from competition in labor with
the white man. Ho may be a good printer, a
good tailor, & good carpenter, & good saddler, a
good clerk, or & good hatter, but let him enter
any establishment in which his trade is pur-
sued, and stand in the midst of the men there
st work, and ask the head man for employment,
and what is the consequence? His life is that
énstant in peril! Are there any cities, towns, or
villages in the North where this is not the case?
If so, if there are even one dozen exceptions to be
found, we are ignorant of the fact. We have
never geen nor heard of such instances. Boolal
oppression, in its most violent aspect, is in all
the States we have named exhibited toward
the negro. He may follow the occupation of a
barber, a- bootblack, & woodsawyer, and some-
times of a common laborer; but let him in
many communities even aspire to drive a hack
or a dray, and he discovera that he will not be
tolerated in such pursuit, In some cities he
has been totally banished.from the wharves by
German and Irish stevedores and laborers; and
we suppose that in Philadelphia he soon will
be. Where is he togof What is he to do?
Boma of the slave States will not let him reside
within them, except in slavery. One free State
by statute, and others by the common consent
of the people, have declared that he shall not,
when legally free, cross their borders from a
slave Btate. A terrible strife per’ ily arises
among the -political parties of untry in
relation to the negro, who, in hi- ucrance, is
awed by threats, or inspired by hope with
thoughts of insubordination. But where is his
refuge? Slavery for himself and children is
presented on the one hand, and social oppression
on the other. He doea not want for friends in
the abatract ; but where are his practical friends?
Who has sssumed the task of advocating the
increase of his comforts, and the promotion of
his physical, moral, intellectual, and religious
welfare in slavery? Who has undertaken to

But we are not left to conjecture on the subject,
as wo learn that the probability suggested by
the facts stated has elicited a knowledge of the
more certain traditions of the kindred of this
gentlam‘u.

York papers that a building fell down in that| G
city on Thursday, severely injuring the builder
aud several of his workmen. The whole block,
of which the fallen building formed one, ia said
to be in a dangerous condition from the insecure
and defective mauner in which it has Lieen
built. It is important that in all our cities this
subject be taken in hand. An inspector of
buildings, with power to summon and compen-
sate & jury, should be provided, and on him,
and the juries of his selection, a heavy respon-
gibility should rest. Private interests and the
public safety often come in apparent contlict;
but the truth is, that while the latter would, in
pursuance of our suggestion, be preserved, the
former would also be benefitted in the end.
Under such an arrangement, the recent awful
disaster in New York*would not have occurred.
Twenty-seven hundred children, gathered into
one house, were all under the impression that
the house was insecure, nud were consequently
prepared for a panic. When this came, as any
committee would have decided long before, the
staircase was not adapted to an extraordinary
emergency.
We have on several occasions in this eity
heard the opinion universally expressed that
certain buildings were unsafe; snd yet there
appeared to be no means by which the public
could be protected. This is wrong, and should
not be permitied to continue.

Let the advocate
of slavery show that his influence has tend-
ed to lighten the burden and increase the
comforts and happiness of the slaves around
him.. Let these be the first essential qual
ifications of all who would teach us our
duty with reference to the negro. There are
many sbstract friends of his race—many theo-
rists who profess to teach how he may be ben-
efited—many champions who would glorify and
magnify themselves on either side of the ques-
tions that affect him; and yet he toils on, and
cowers, and learns deceit and treachery, and
imbibes a conviction of injustice done him, and
meditates the evil that is put inté his heart—
but has few true friends to guide him aright.
Away beyond the ocean we behold the glim-
mer of a gentle light that shall yet lead him
home. Beautifully has it been ealled Lipzmia !
and to him it will yet prove the land of liberty
indeed! Peaco and prosperity have thus far
blessed it, and may the smile of God forever
rest upon it! A wise and good man has provi-
dentially arisen among his brethren to rule
over it. Eongland and Amerioas are even now
covetous of a friendly commerce with that little
nation. Ere long our communication with its
people will bo more frequent, by means of &
line of steamers, under the command of edu-
cated and responsible officers; and the men
and women of the Afrioan race among us, who
are worthy to influence the destinies of Liberia
and the continent of Africa, will be sent thither
in increased numbers.
