. derange Austrian finauces, which are iu a ver>
. ticklish position at preacut, without any pros
« peot of a favorable change. This last is, no
. doubt, the oauae of the London Time* censing
. to report Kossuth ; but, according to all up
. pearauces, the illustrious Maygar can get
. aloug without the Timet, and without the
. patronage of the atock-jobbera.
Kossuth is now upon the broad Atlantic, with

his face to our ahorea; and we shall soon f^e

him in our midst, and hear the eloquence of his
voice. Let us ourb our admiration, and see

that we do not degrade ourselves in even his
eyea by overstepping the bouudaiiea of propri¬
ety and dignity in our greeting; but let every
American at,tho same time rejoice in hia com¬

ing, and remember that he ia the representative
of the cause of freedom from a great, a beauti¬
ful and an injured country, aud that he ia to its
people tho atar of hope, and their dependence
in the struggles yet to be made for the pieser-
vation of their homes and the achievement ol
their independence.

Tin* Hon. H. J. Walker.
It haa been repeatedly said in England,, by

Kossuth, Lord Falnysratou, and others, that Mr.
Walker was a probable future President of the
United States; aud many editors of the United
States appear disposed to use these remark# to
the disadvantage of Mr. Walker, ouJ to repre¬
sent him as the nominee of these gentlemen.
In this they are mistaken. Mr. Walker has
long been earnestly talked of by his fellow-citi-
sens as a candidate for the Presidency, and the
suggestion of his name at tho banquets in Eug-
land is but the echo of the wishes of no incon¬
siderable portion of the American people. If
high statesmanship, unsuspected patriotism and
integrity, the most severe industry, and years
of patient and honorable toil in the service of
hia country, can constitute a claim upon the
confidence and affections of his fellow-cititcns,
then does Mr. "Walker possess those affections;
aad, possessing them, he cannot bo injured by
th« unjust and illiberal attacks of a portion of
our press, made upon the shallow ground tbat
he is the nominee of a foreign influence. In
tha views of Mr. Walker upon at least some

qaestions of importance in our national policy,
we do not wholly concur; but that in all his
purpoeea, and in every pulsation of hia heart,
he ia American, and that American proaperity
ia the object dearest to him, his countrymen do
not need to be oonvinced: and they who do not
desire to coerce the great party to which he is
attached into selecting him as their candidate
in '62, had as well not venture on holding him
up as a mark for the barbies* arrows of their
wit.
