The Police of the CUy«
A correspondent complains of the boisterous,

profane, and indecent behaviour of large num¬

bers of youths who nightly assemble at the
First Ward market-house, at the corner of 17th
street and Pennsylvania avenue, and at other
places ; and he comments upon the want of at¬
tention on the part of the police. " It was

thought," he says, " that under the new organ¬
ization of our police system, with increased
salaries, the efficiency of that body, in con-

juuction with the auxiliary force appointed to

perform duty iu the First Ward, whose presence,
¦we regret to say, is seldom witnessed by the
citizens, would at least enable them to keep the
juveuile disturbers of the peace in check ; but
as yet that desirable change is imperceptible."
We doubt not the writer's complaint respect¬
ing the boys is just; and it may be that the of¬
ficers of police are not always present when
needed; but we cannot, with the lights before
us, unite in censuring these officers, until we

perceive p. general disposition on the part of
the community to see punished the culprits
they do arrest and bring before our tribunals.
A petty fine, not collected, is not a snbject ot
terror to those offenders ; nor does the low i>rici
set upon the 1'fe and limbs of a police officer
teiil to stimulate them to serious adventures.
A House of Refuge for boys, a suitable work¬

house for vagrauts, the severe punishment of
such as oppose and resist the officers of justice,
with the certainty of conviction: these things,
together with the closing of our hundreds of
groceries, may do something toward guaran¬
tying order.something which the police cannot
of themselves do. Yet we have no desire to
¦men the latter from any just censure. If
they are inattentive, let them be made to know
and feel that they are to .be held to account;
but were instances of delinquency to come to
our knowledge, we should not make them sub¬
jects of public comment until we had done the
Mayor of our city the justice of apprising him
of the facts. A public appeaVmust necossariiy
presume a previous application to that able and
faithful officer, whom we have never yet known
to be appealed to in vain.

Tub Danobrs or Aqbakia.sism..We seldom I
encounter a monarchist, even the most liberal
and tolerant, who does not shudder at the inse¬
curity of republican institutions and the feeble¬
ness of the arm of the law. Life and property,
.ay they, have too little protection in so loosely
organized a government. Yet experience has
thus far demonstrated the groundlessness of
their fears. In no other part of the world are

life, property and reputation so secure as in the
settled portions of the United States, while the
instances of crime are generally found to pro¬
ceed from the recently imported people of mo¬

narchical nations. In the frontier portions of
our country, where the arm of our law cannot rf-
ftctually reach, there are occasional instances of
barbarity, but even these are not of more fre-
queut occurrence than are like deeds in regions
within the jurisdiction and under the control of
the mure compact and strongly governed na¬

tions. We will here make an extract from a

recently published letter from Madrid, dated
the 29th inst. We think we oan undertake to
say that our country, and especially its capital,
is quite as safe as the domains of her Catholic jmajesty.

41 The provincial papers bring us a fearful
catalogue of crimes of all kinds.assassinations,
suicides, and highway robberies. We are not
even in Madrid without our contingent; yester-
day the city was horrified with the details of a
murder committed on a woman. The day be-
fore, a fight among the captives in the city
prison ended in the death and shocking mutila-
tion of a oelebrated burglar, who was stabbed
by a brother of the craft. The suburbs of the
city are infested by gangs of malefactors, whose
audacity daily increases."

Thr Congressional Printing..We are in¬
formed that Mr. A. Boyd Hamilton is making
rapid preparation for this work in the new and
spacious building of Mr. Naylor, immediately
opposite the Union office ; and that Mr. G. M.
