SeNATE.—A message was received from the
House, announcing the appointment of joint
wmmittou. and the election of & Chaplain.

A large number of private monds were
prosented and referred.

Mr. Berrixx moved, and the memorial of the
members of the bar of the District of Colum-
bis, asking an increase in the salary of the judge
of the criminal court, was taken from the files,
and referred to the Committee on the Judiciary.

Mr. Usperwoon introduced a resolution di-
recting an inquiry into the propriety of con-
structing artificial reservoirs for the improve-
ment of the navigation of the Ohio river; which
was adopted.

Messrs. CLemexs, Dovor, WaLkerand Geynr
introduced bills granting land to their respect-
ive States to aid in the construction of railroads.

Mr. Uspzrwoon, from the Committee on
Public Lands, reported back the joint resolu-
tion making land warrants assignable.

On motion by Mr. Sgwanp the joint resolu-
tion extending a cordial welcome to Louis Kos-
suth was taken up.

speeches, it shall be the solemn duty of the
President to have him arrested. In reply tos
question by Mr. SraxntoxN, of Kentucky, he said
that he did not wish to re-enact the Alien and

every pooplc create, lnhi.n overthrow and new-
creste its government, regardless of the world
without. If England and other Europesn gov-
ernments will assent to this, so will we; and
thus the mission of Kossuth will result in &
glorious consummation. DBut if the idea of non-
intervention means that the United States must
€0 to war with Russis becsuse she mingles in
the family quarrels of Austria sud Hungary,
we do not think it practicable, to say the least.
It is something for us to declare to Austria that
we desire the success of & people long subject
to her power in the effort to liberate themselves
snd to schieve their independence; and that,
us is hereby implied, we would not object to the
extension of any aid in the power of our people
to bestow, without so compromising our govern-
ment as to entail upon us a war that would ar-
rest our prosperity, and retard the march of
republican progress,

The New York Tribune of yesterday soys:
“Qur citizens will read with pain that Gov.
Kossuth considers the paltry proceedings of a
few grudging Senators, in peddling about the
resolution of national welcome, as indicative of
the national wil. He seems to feel their con-
duet sorely, which ig giving them an importance
they do not deserve.”

The remarks of Kossuth here alluded to are
addressed to the Philadelphia delegation, as
follow :

‘ Kossuth said he was extremely rejoiced at
this demonstration on the part of Philadelphia,
and that he felt the highest gratification in be-
ing thus honored by the glorious corporation of
that renowned city. Before he left Europe,
one of the pleasures he, had promised himself
was to meet and mingle with the citizens of
that great city where the Declaration of Inde-
pendence had been proclaimed; and he folt
now particularly anxious to visit the hallowed
spot where that immortal charter had been
sdopted. But he went on to say, that at the
present moment it wag quite impossible for him
to declare at what time he could go there, and
that, indeed, it was not certain that he could
go there at all. His object in visiting this
country was not a personal one—he did not
come to promote any selfish purpose, and he
could not, therefore, do anything that was cal-
culate meraly to gratify himself, Iis object
was promote the great cause of liberty
throughout the world, and especially in Hun-
ary; and while he was sure the people of the
pited Btates sympathized in that object, he
could not but say that he was deeply distressed
at the action which Lad been taken by (one
branch of ) Congress. He had the highest re-
spect and regard for Congress—he recognised
it as the exponent of the national will; and in
view of what it had. done, his own movements
were necessarily embarrassed. Whether he
would be content to go beyond New York he
could not now say; but he waa free to declare
that had the proceedings in Congress, to which
he had adverted, reached him before he left
Europe, he would have hesitated about coming
to this country at all.

“ The reason why I say this is, that though
I am fully aware of the circumstance that in
the United States it is the public opinion of the
people which decides in the last instance om
public affairs, and though I must confess that
I have received here in New York such a man-
ifestation of the sympathy of the people as
gives me lmse and consolation, still I re

myself invited to this country by an act of Con-
gress initisted in the Senate. Now, had I
known that in'the same place where I was in-
vited, the same body would now decline to bid
me o welcome, I would have thought that I was

He
traced the various alterations that had taken
place in the law of treason in England from the
time of the Saxon invasion down to the present,
and commented upon the numerous conflicting
opinions that had been given by judges as they
were governed by or acted independently of
the Crown—so various had the statistics be-|®
come that it was not difficult to bring every
offender within the charge of treason, Thus,
for instance, the writing of a sermon that had
never been preached was sufficient to bring the
author within one of the statutes, and did ac-
tually subject him to torture to force from him
a confesgion.

All these statutes, except that of Edward III.,
were abolished by Queen Mary. Queen Eliza-
beth having been subjected to numerous com-
binations to deprive her of the crown, special
acts were passed to meet such cases, making
it treason merely to conspire to change the re-
ligion of the country. None of the antiquated
cages cited by the pre were idered
law by Mr. Read. He quoted the Birmingham
riots, the Bristol riots, Horne Tooke's case,
Lord George Gordon's case, the chartist riots,
and the Rebecca riots, in Wales, to show that
in all these cases the judges held that there
could not be treason without an insurrection or
rebellion, although in some of these cases the
parties were only tried for riot.

He next turned his attention to United States
treason cases. Shay's rebellion, the Whisky in-
surrection, and Fries' case, were actually levy-
ing war against the Union, and were put down
with military force; yet so loth were the au-
thorities to push the law of treason in this
country, that only in Shay’s case were any per-
sons punished with death. In the case of Burr,
Chief Justice Marshall held that there could be
no treason withqut an actual insurrection. Mr.
Read spoke up to the hour ef adjournment
without concluding.

His policy in and for the United States has
been reduced to the following points:

1. In our domestic politics he will observe
the doctrine of non-intervention.

2. Every people have the right to dispose of
their own domestic concerns, and the Czar must
be taught to respect this principle.

4. Within the sphere of our laws he desires
our financial, political, and material aid in be-
hailf of the freedom and independence of Hun-

Bary.

4. He desires the independence of Hungary,
as she stands, to be recognised by the United
States.

If this be so, several of our most able jour-
nals are too fast in their comments, The first
proposition is unexceptionable. The second
can only be objected to by assuming that he
wishes to coerce the Czar into respect for the
principle stated. The third is unexceptionable,
but would not be so, if beyond ‘ the sphere of
our laws.” The fourth is a practical question,
to be pettled by our precedents and rule of
action, We invariably recognise the Govern-
ment de facto of any country, without asking for
its Government e jure. If Governor Kossuth
ean show us an existing Hungarian Govern-
ment, sanctioned by the people of Hungary, our
people and Government will gladly recognise it;
but eannot unless it exists.

Our * finaneial, political, and material aid”
ean, in any event, be given by as many of our
citizens a8 choose individually to bestow such
aid, by donations sent to Hungary, or by their
own presence there in her conflicts. Our na-
tional government, however, can probably do
nothing more than express, by resolution, the
sympathies of our nation for a peoplo strug-
gling for freedom, and the hope that republi-
ennism may prevail over other forms of govern-
