| From the Philadelphia Eveniug Balletin, |
A Naval Intervention.

A cotemporary journul proposes that our
Government should make overtures to those of |
Euogland and France, in favor of an armed in-
tervention against Russia, in the event of her
undertaking, a second time, to put down a
riging in Hungary. The plan suggested is, that
the Czar must first be warned against interfer-
ing between Austria and the Magyars, and then
it he disvegards the admonition, that the eom-
hined tleets of England, France, and the United
States should be despatched to the Baltic and
the Black Sea respeotively, there to blockaile
his ports,

We doubt, in the first place, the feasibility of
this scheme. Even if our own Government was
disposed to take the initiative, it is exceedingly
questionnble whether England, - much less
France, would assent to the proposition; and,
in cnse of a refusal, the whole responsibility
of a movement so offensive to Russin would
fall upon ourselves. We doubt, also, the effi-
eacy of ‘n merely naval intevvention. It is true
that, by such a process, the commerce of that
country would be destroyed for the time; Lut,
perhaps, no nation in the world would suffer
less by a cessation of her commerce than Rus-
sin. We believe, in consequence, that the Czar
would ¢ontinue to prosecute his designs in Hun-
gary, regardless of the blockade; and that we
sbould have, at last, to interfere with armies,
or give up the point.

In the second place, the intervention which
this scheme contemplates would be opposed to
the hest interests of the United States. Hereto-
fore our policy has been to refrain, in the words
of Washington, from ‘' entangling foreign alli-
ances ;" and, under that policy, we have grown
great, and have escaped the common curse of
modern nations—an heavy national debt. The in-
tervention contemplated, whether successtul or
not, would cost ug enormons sums, most of which
would have to be borrowed. 1t was when Eng-
! land began to interfere in the politics of Europe,
|ou the accession of Willinm the Third, that the
foundation of her present enormous debt was laid;
yet, in the space of less than one hundred and
seventy years, that debt has risen to four thou-
sand millions of dollars. It is that debt, too,
| which is the cause of all Great Britain's inter-
nal miseries. It keeps her people in political
subjection; it has made every ninth mnn a
beggar ; it has sacrificed even the once power-
ful Innded interest, at the shrine of an insatiate
| Mammon, Let us take warning ! Our liberties
are not immoartal, unless our vigilance is im-
mortal also, What has happened to others may
yet happen to ourselves.

If we begin to interfere in the affairs of
| Earope, we shall find that we can never stop. 1f
we assist Hungary to-day, we must Lelp ltaly
to-morrow ; and if Italy to-morrow, then Ire-
| land the day after. Havipg thus involved our-
selves successively with Russia, Austrin, and
Eogland, we shall find ourselves, at last, met
by a conlition of all three agninst us: and there
will not be, in the whole world, a single power
| with the means, even if the inclination, to ns-
sist us,  Our aggressive policy, too, may he re-
torted on ourselves—Russin may land armics
on our gouthern coasts; may rouse the slum-
beving animosities of Mexico against us; may
deseend from the settlements in the northwest,
and seize Oregon and Calitornis.

It is a noble idea to eonsider ourselves the
world’s redresser, and one especially apt to
overcome enthusiastic minds,  But we shonld
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The Treason Trial.,
Mr. Read yesterday continued his argument
for the defence. IHe said that st the time of

| the adoption of the Constitution every eminent
| man in Virginia was in favor of gradual eman-

cipation. He strenuously opposed the slave
trade. South Caroling could not sustain her-
self even in a union with other southern States,
and Charles Pinkney therefore recommended a
union with the eastern States on account of
their navy. Maryland had not kept her faith ;
she had gent her sons into Pennsylvania to take
away free negroes under plea that they were
fugitives from justice. e did not suppose she
would come here with her prejudices to attempt
to convict a white man of treason by the tes-
timony of blucks. The evidence of twenty
blacks in Maryland, if against & white man,
would go for nothing. Mr. Lee had said that
all the plagues of the North, such as the Hes-
sinn fly, the smallpox, the ecircuit court system,
and universal guffrage, find their way into the
South from the North. Mr. Read asked what
sort of justice was to he expected from men
who breathed such an atmosphere as that. He
alluded to the recent riots in New Orleans, the
Boston riots, and the Philadelphia riots in 1844,
aud gaid it was not supposed that either of them
were treason ; but the riot in Baltimore in 1812,
when the juil was stormed and & person killed,
and the post office stormed, was treason, and
yet the parties were only tried for riot and
murder. He concluded by a complimentary
notice of the Society of Friends.

Mr. Stevens declined speaking, as he did not
think the case warranted it, but should, how-
ever, call the attention of the Court to the case
of Horne Tooke, in which it is held that the
offivers are bound to show that the object in
making the arrest was a lawful one.

Mr. Cooper followed for the prosecution, and
spoke up to the hour of adjournment without
couclnding. He divided his argument with
three propositions—1st. That in treason there
arc no accessories; 2d. If in committing a tres-
pass ‘felony follows, all are guilty as partici-
pants ; dd. That in prosecuting Mr. Gorsuch
for getting his slave, he was guilty of a tres-
pass, and the practical question is, was Hana-
way then in such a way as to prevent the ar-
rest of the slaves !  Mr. Cooper was to resume
bis argument to-day.

IscreninLy Punisnymest.—“ A great book is
a great evil,” says an ancient writer—an axiom
which an unfortunate Russian author felt.to his
cost. * Whilst 1 wans at Moscow,"” says a trav-
eler, “a quarto volume was published in favor
of the liberties of the pvop?e—a singular ob-
ject, when we consider the place where the
book was printed. In this work, the iniguitous
venality of the functionaries, and even the con-
duct of the sovéreign, was scrutinized and cen-
sured with great freedom. Such a book, and
in such & country, naturally attracted general
notice; and the .offender was taken into cus-
tody. After being tried in a summary way, his
production was termed to be a libel, and he was
condemned to eat his own words., The singu-
larity of such a sentence induced meo to see it
put into execution. A scaffold was erected in
one of the most public streets in the city; the
imperial provoest, the magistrates, physicians,
and the Czar attended. The book was separated
from the binding, the margin cut off, and every
lenf rolled up like a lottery ticket when taken
out of the wheel. The author was then served
with them, leaf Ly leaf, by the provost, who
put them into his mouth, to the no small diver-
sion of the spectators: and he was obliged to
awallow this unpalatable food, on pain of the
knout, in Russia more feared than death. As
anon ns the medical gentlemen were of opinion
that he had received into his stomach as much,
at A time, ns was consistent with his safety, the
transgressor was gent back to prison, and the
business was resumed the two following days.
