in a compromising prosition. Alettman,
po the neighbors stated, felled his wife to
tlw floor and death, dismemberment and
mutilation of the lwxly followed.

It is questionable to suppose that rob-Wr- y

was t lie cause of the murder. Kol-lie-

do not as a rule commit a theft and
1 hen cut the remains in pieces and place
5n lwigs the ditlerent parts of the victim.
That theory, therefore, -, well nigh explo-
ded. Alettman is still held in custody.

Little that is new has been developed in
the past three or four days. Alettman is
Mill in jail and the police say; they hac
evidence which tends to fasten the crime
on him and other members of the family.
There is now talk of arresting the son and
daughter and holding them tor complicity
in the crime. The police believe that the
discovery by Airs Alettman t hat her hus-ljan- d

BISMARCK'S BIRTHDAY.

He Is Overwhelmed With Presents and
Congratulations.

BERLIV, April 1. This is the seventy-fift- h

anniversary of the birth of Prince
Bismarck. The railway station at Fried-richs-ru-

is almost blocked by the enor-
mous number of presents arriving for the
prince.

During the dayPrince Bismarck received
numberless congratulatory telegrams. He
spent the day quietly with his family. In
the evening he was serenaded. After the
procession last night the prince invited
JlerrWoemann and other Hamburg vis-
itors to his home. Herr Woemann m the
course of a conversation expressed his
hope that the prince would not be
altogether a stranger to politics, and that
he would still take part, in the debates in
the reichstag, to which Bismarck made an
acquiescent reply.

The Hamburger Hachriehton says that
Bismarck, referring to his departure from
Berlin, said that at his age people did not
make such a journey twice. According to
the same authoritythe re-

ferring to the socialist strikes, said that
they were not the worst danger for they
would pass over. The worst possibility
for workers was the chances that the
strikes would so dishearten the employers
that they will lose Jill desire to continue
business.

One thousand eight hundred birthday
greetings have been sent to Prince Bis-
marck. Five train loads of admirers vis-
ited Bismarck during the day. Emperor
"William sent his portrait.

STONINQ A PEOPEET.

The People of the South are After Sergeant
Dunn's Head.

New York, April 1. Sargeant Dunn,
New York's weather chief, was much put
out today when told that the New Orleans
board of trade intended to ask for his resig-
nation for prophesying the present Hoods
there.

"I think the New Orleans people are act-
ing very foolishly in the face of the present
dangers. No matter what they say, they
will have their hands full looking after
their city. They may have my head if
they want it, but I think they had better
protect their people The only portion of
the leport that has been misrepresented
is that whi( h states that I said the
fiood would be as disastrous as that at
Johnstown What I did say was that the
districts all through the Mississippi valley
from Cairo south to the gulf were flooded.
T mentioned no particularplace. Theflood
is no respecter of cities, and I hardly see
why the New Orleans people should "take
offence at my prophecy. There are busy
times ahead for the people of New Orleans,
and they should know it."

PROCTOR ON TEMPERANCE.
"Washiwiow April 1. At a temperance

meeting in Ail .onl s church held tonight
n letter from secretary Proctor was read,
of which the following is an extract: "1
am glad to say that I lieartily sympathize
with the efforts of your soeiity in behalf of
temperance in the army and navy, and
shall do everything in my power "to aid
the good work. 1 am not prepared to
admit that the soldiers of our
army are more temperate than any other
classes of men. If a soldier has drunk too
much his very uniform makes it noticea-
ble and we may do them as a class injustice.
Certain it is the more 1 have seen of our
soldiers of our army the greater respect I
have had for them. As a rule they are men
of intelligence and marked devotion to
duty.''

NO OPERATORS ALLOWED.

This action is
supposed to be a new step in carrying out
the board's policy in preventing the distri-
bution of market reports to bucket shop.

W J. Lloyd, assistant superintendent
of the Western Union, said tlie company
would take out its instruments anil sus-
pend operations completely. The change
will more or less effect every exchange in
the United States.

Cologne, April l A dispatch to the
Gazette from M Petersburg say that ar-
rangements have been made for a meeting
of hmperor William and the czar during
the coming summer. Ksnperor William
will also attend the maneuvers of the Ril
siaii army at Kratz Zele. eighteen miles
southeast of St. Petersburg.

MONEY.

Tho Bank of England note is about five
inches by eight in dimensions, and is printed
in black ink on Iribh linen water lined paper,
plain white and with ragged edges, which
l&cks the oily siuinoothnessof American bank
notes.

The tkOtos of the Banquo do Franco are
made ot white water lined, printed in blue
and black, with numerous mythological and
allegorical pictures, and running in denom-
inations from the 20 franc note to tho 1,000
franc.

South American currency, in most coun-
tries, is about the size nud general appear-
ance of American bills, except that cinnamon
brown and slate blue are the prevailing
colors, and tho Spanish and Portuguese lan-
guages the prevalent language engraved on
tho face.

The German currency is rather artistic.
Tlie bills are printed in green and black upon
paper lighter than American gold certificates
and about an inch wider. They run in de-

nominations from .I marks to 1,000 marks.
Their later bills are being printed on tho silk
fiber paper.

The Chinee paper currency is in red,
white and yellow jiaper, with glit lettering
and gorgeous little hand drawn devices. The
bdls, to the ordinary financtcr, might pass
for wash checks or prayer papers in a jess
house, but they are wortir-goo- d money in the
Flowery kingdom.

Italian notes are of all shapes, sizes and
colors. Tho smaller bills 5 and 10 lire notes

are about the size and shape of our own old
2.5 cent "shin plaster"' fractional currency,
and printed on white paper in pink, blue and
carmine inks and ornamented with a finely
engraved vignette of King Humbert.

The 100 ruble note of Itu'wia ia barred from
top to lxrtfora with nil tho colors of the ram-bo-

. blended as when shown tnrough a pn--

In the center in bokl relief stands a large,
fiitely executed vignette of the Empress Cath-

erine I. Tnis is in black. The other engrav-
ing is not at all intricate or elaborate, bnt
is well done in dark ami light brown aud black
inks.

The Norwegians have a curious currency,
but it is rarely seen in the United States, for
the reason that it circulates very little among
the common people and the class that cornea
to America as immigrants. These stick to
their copper and silver coins and shun the
little cinnamon brown bdls of their govern-
ment, which are about the sue of our )d
"siiinplasters. "'

The Austrian bill is printed on light colored
thick paper, which shows none of the silk
fiber mark. or geometric hne usi in Ameri-
can curraney as a protection against counter-
feiting. Each bears upon it a terrible warn-
ing to ooonterfeitrrs, threatening the peni-
tentiary confinement "to taj oae who shall
make, sell or hare in hi possession aay coun-
terfeit or facsimile of this bdLn
