A CITY OF GEMS.

How tho Iinct Aro Worked and the Ra-

bies Sold by the Natives.
Ratnapura, tho city of gems, is the center

of n district twenty or thirty miles square,
in almost all of which a stratum of gravel
Bix feet to twenty feet under the surface ex-

ists. Throughout this area gem pits are to
bo seen near tho villages, some being worked,
now others being abandoned. Tho natives
work there in companies of sis or eight, and
pay a rupeo per man per month for tho
privilege of working a certain allotment,
where the begin by working off a squaro of
about ten feot. After removing about threo
feet of soil the souuding rod, a piece of iron
about half an inch in diameter and sic feet
long, is used to sound for tho gravel. If suc-

cessful the digging is begun in earnest till
about four feet deep.

On tho second day gravel is taken out by
Iraskets, handed from one man to another till
all within the squaro is excavated. Should
tho miners find tho soil fairly firm at the
bottom of the pit, thoy tunnel all arouud for
about t'vo feet, drawing out the gravel and
sending it up also to bo heaped with tho rest,
which usually completes tho work of the
second day, a watchman remaining near it
all night. On the third day it is all washed
in wicker baskets by a circular, jerking mo-

tion, which throws out all tho surplus light
stone and rubbish, tiil a good quantity of
heavy gravel is left in tho bottom, which is
carefully examined. There is hardly a bas-

ketful that does not contain some gems of in-

ferior value, which aro usually sold by the
pound for about nine rupees. Should no
valuable stones bo found another pit is sunk,
and so on till ono or two, or perhaps three,
really valuable gems aro unearthed, when
tho work is stopped and the wholo party
goes off to Ratnapura with tho prizes. If
these aro worth, say, a few thousand rupees,
they are kept secret, only phown to ono or
two men of money, who make the owners an
advance and look after the safe custdy of
tho precious stones.

Then the party, ;vith the mortgagee, pro-
ceeds to Colurnbo, or Italutara, where rich
Moorish traders are summoned to purchase,
and the gems soon find their way to London.
The general public knows nothing about
these transactions, and valuable gems are
never heard of in Ceylon, and scarcely see tho
light of day till they roach Bond street. Tha
natives have great fear of exposing their
finds till they are sold, and they have most ex-

traordinarily superstitious ideas about show-

ing them. This system has in vogue for
centuries past It is only occasionally ono
hears of any native having enterprise enough
to dig a few feet below the first gravel to see
if, by sounding, a second bed of gravel is
within reach, for they fear the expense of
bailing out water, which increases as tho
greater depth is attained, although tho sec-

ond gravel is well known to be much richer
than the first. Ceylon Observer.
