There are comparatively few Bostonians

who would be considered extremely wealthy in
other great cities of tho United States. Tho
millionaire has become somewhat common,
and the man who wishes to attract attention
by his fortuno must express it with eight fig-

ures. There aro many wealthy families
about Boston, but comparatively few im-

mensely wealthy individuals. This is duo
in part to tho fact that Bostonians incline
to enjoy wealth without risk, and while
this may bo fortunate for tho possessors it is
a doubtful blessing to tho city. Besides, Bos-
ton was founded so many years ago that the
wealth of the founders has been divided and

through many generations. Un-
til recent years large families wero tho rulo
in New England, and consequently few, if
any, of tho early great fortunes havo been
kept intact. Children, grandchildren and

have helped fritter away
tho accumulations of earlier generations. In
other cities the feverish excitements of gam-
bling in grain, real estate and other specu-
lative articles create fortunes in a day and
disperse them in a day, but theso opportuni-
ties aro comparatively unknown here.

Of tho millionaires of Boston Mr. Frederick
L. Ames unquestionably stands at the head.
Mr. Ames, though taxed only on a little over
$3,000,000 in Boston, is estimated as worth
520,000,000 to S2o,000,000. The Ames family
fills no small part in tho history of state and
nation. Mr. Ames is a cousin of the governor
of tho commonwealth, and is eminently a
railroad magnate. He is perhaps the only
ono in Boston who would rank besido tho
very rich men of New York, his only rival
being J. Montgomery Sears. Personally con-
nected with upwards of sixty railroads, ho is
a railroad man in tho largest sense.

Never yet has a singlo word or taint of cor-
rupt or dishonorable practices attached to
him. His operations aro alwavs from prac
tical standpoints. He is in no senso a specu-
lator. He is fully competent to judge of tho
value, quality, resources, availability and
possibilities of railway establishments, and as
an adviser in these directions has few equals.
Mr. Ames is a director who directs. He is re-

served in manner; just and patient with sub-
ordinates; quick to determine and not slow to
act; punctual, and withal, upright aud just.
Large hearted, genial, a good listener and a
good talker, Mr. Ames is a man whom it is
pleasant to meet. With his two cousins he
is associated in the great manufacturing
business at North Easton, whero ho has his
summer residence. Ho has a palatial man-
sion in tho aristocratic Back bay in Boston.

Governor Oliver Ames, like his cousin Fred,
counts his wealth by millions. Though he
pays a comparatively small tax in Boston,
his legal residence being North Easton.where
ho was born in 1S31, ho occupies perhaps the
finest mansion in Boston, on Commonwealth
avenue, it being taxed on an assessed valua-
tion of about S200,009. Ho has been four
years lieutenant governor and three years
governor, declining a renomination. He en-

tered his father's shovel works and learned
all branches of the business. In 1873, when
he had been twenty-fiv- e years in business, his
father, Oakes Ames, died, leaving an im-

mense estate, scattered in almost every state
in the Union, with an indebtedness
amounting to $S,009,000 while appraisal
showed that unsecured creditors could
scarcely expect forty cents on the dollar. But
in spite of tho panic, which camo six months
after his father's death, and everything else,
Oliver Ames mado the estate pay in full and
left enough to pay a million dollars of lega
cies and a surplus besides for the residuary
Jegatees. bmce then ho nas climbed rapidly j

up the steep hill of fortune. Ho has acquired
largo railway aud other interests and ha3
been a bold operator in the stock market. ,

Possession of largo means by him and his '

family has been coupM by a large public j

They aro run by elec-
tricity, both in receiving tho messages and
in reeling off the words to the young and
pretty lady typewriter operator, who is thus
enabled to transcribe latters and reports ol
court proceedings at tho rate of about fifty
words a minute. In this regard, as in many
other respects, Gen. Butler is far ahead of
his contemporaries in Boston, none of whom
have yet adopted the wonderful newtalMng
machine.

J. Montgomery Sears is known to atlargo
number of comparativestrangers as "Manty1
Sears. His intimates are said to call him Jtij"

the more familiar and ' endearing title of
"Gummy." A few years ago he was the
Astor of Boston, though now Fred Ames is
considered the largess real estate owner.
However, Mr. Sears is comfortably well off,
the figures ranging somewhere about $15,000,-00- 0,

and he owns some of the best paying
property in the city. His father, Joshua,
came to Boston from Cape Cod with nothing
at all, and from small beginnings in the
grocery business worked his way to wealth
and position. He married late in life, and
upon his death so left his property that his
only child, Montgomery, was to receive
$25,000 per annum, but never to come into
the bulk of the estate.

The trustee so managed the estate that
upon attaining his majority, unlike so many
heirs who aro left in caro of guardians, ho
had not been beggared, but instead the prop-
erty had grown to 9,000,000 or $10,000,000.
Skillful lawyers soon succeeded in sotting the
will aside, and he obtained the entire estate.
Mr. Sears married the daughter of President
Charles F. Choate, of the Old Colony rail-
road, a nieco of Joseph Choate, the well
known New York lawyer. In Boston he
lives on Arlington street, facing the Public
garden and Commonwealth avenue, and has
country houses at Mt. Desert and Southboro.
In summer he cruises much in a very hand-
some steam yacht. Ho is of medium height,
slightly inclined to be stout, with sandy hair
and mustacho; is unobtrusive in dress, and
in manners exceedingly quiet and reserved.
Ho is nbout 34. Though a member of a num-
ber, he rarely attends the clubs, being a great
home body and almost an ideal husband and
father.

Mr. John M. Forbes is estimated in the
neighborhood of 10,000,000. A few years
ngo ho was considered tho railroad king of
Boston. Ho is remarkably modest, some-
what difficult of access, owing to his many
cares, but very genial and courteous. One
of the most generous and charitable of men,
his charities are not ostentatious, and tho left
hand knows not what tho right hand does.
He allows himself but littlo recreation,
though long sinco past the age when most
men of wealth retire.

Mr. Eben D. Jordan is Boston's retail dry
goods prince, and is worth about 6,000,000.
He is tho Xcw England "Wanamakor, and
when he camo to Boston about thirty-fiv- e

years ago from "down east" he was glad to
get a job at anything. He has never forgot-
ten thoso who befriended him in those days.
Countless stories are told of his generosity.
He employs about 3,000 in his immense stores
and is beloved by all in his service. The
stories aro innumerable that his employes tell
of the many acts of kindness which he is con-
stantly doing in his unostentatious way. A
fewyearsagohe sent a hundredof tho bright-
est young men and women in his employ on
a six months' free tour of Europe. Tho em-

ployes" lunch and recreation rooms in his
establishment aro elaborately fitted up with
pianos and such appointment1? as would
throw into the shade many wealthy homes.

Among other wealthy individuals and fam-
ilies in Boston may bo mentioned the Pfaffs,
who own tbo immense breweries, and the
Lawrences, of Lledford; the Converses (rub-
ber manufacturers of iTalden; the Higgin-son- s,

the Henenways, tho Thayers, tbo Beebcs,
tho Nickersons, the Williamses. All of theso
aro in possession of great wealth, but tho
instances of great individual fortunes aro
comparatively rare in Boston.
