VOTE CANVASSING.

Ono Precinct Absent and not Accounted For
Special Business at a Special Session.

The city council metyesterday afternoon
as a board of canvassers to ldok over the
returns of Tuesday's election of members
of the'council. They had nothing to do
with the school board returns but simply
looked over the vote for members of the
council. Members present, Heal, Carson,
Downing, Coffin, Glaze, Wight, Williams,
Mercer, Ilerrig, Barnes and Johnson with
Mayor Clement presiding. The lobby was
fairly well filled the only new member
elect present being Mr. Charles Mosbacker.

The clerk after getting the envelope con-
taining tally sheete arranged so they could
be handled with dispatch observed that
the returns of tally sheets for the first
precinct in the Fourth ward were not on
hand. He announced the fact, when Elec-
tion Commissioner Colonel H. L. Taylor
took another look in the room where they
had been left and the board proceeded to
make the canvass. The result as announc-
ed was as follows:

FIRST WARD.

First precinct, for council, Caswell, 131;
Healy, 52; Second precinct, Caswell 84;
Healy 142; Third precinct, Caswell 191 and
Healy CO.

When this ward was reached, Colonel

Taylor reported that he was unable to
find the returns from the first precinct.
He had received them from the judges on
Tuesday night and the result announced
by one of the judges. He had left all the
returns with the city clerk shortly
after midnight Tuesday night and
had not seen them since, supposing they
were all right, at least safe. No one else
offered any explanation and no questions
asked. The other two precincts were ex-
amined, the Second giving Glaze 180, with
S scattering; Third precinct, Glaze 123, 7
scattering; Fourth precinct, Glaze 23, Rob-
ert MacXair 23, scattering 1G.

A resolution was offered declaring the
following elected: Caswell, Buckridge,
Brown, Glaze, McKee, Mosbacher and
Martin. It passed unanimously. On mo-
tion of Collin the canvassing board ad-
journed.

The mayor announced the council
would meet in special .session to
give attention to the alley paving contract
with Mulvane & Keply; stone concrete
work for asphalt paving; paving of inter-
section of Main and Douglas; appraising
of property for basis of paving taxes.

A remonstrance was read asking that the
alley paving contracts between Main and
Market and Douglas and First, awarded
to Mulvane & Keply, be rescinded. It
represented five thousand six hundred and
thirty-eigh- t feet. When it had been read
Downing moved it be received and placed
on file.

Barnes amended to recind the action of
the council in awarding the contract, with
Glaze a second.

Mr. J. M. Allen, being present icpre-sentin- g

the petition, said the petition had
been presented to no one who failed to sign
it, and more time would have resulted in
many more names. He thought it was
large enough to give some expression on
the question. The property owners thought
the price was exhorbitant and they would
prefer brick, which cost less and in their
judgment equally as good.

Downing ud the work had been adver-
tised for and everything done regularly
and he was in favor of allowing it to re-

main as it wa- -

Barnes called for price of brick and the
same alleys where contracts awarded and
action reconsidered, and it was found to
bo $1.99.

Healy said he had heard the object was
to get jasperite in the alleys but if the plan
was to get brick, he would be in favor of
it. Mulvane & Kepley had at one time
oilered to do stone work at $2"40 per yard
and the contract price as allowed was
$2.(53.

Coffin recalled the history of the paving
question as concerned the alleys assuring
that stone and brick had been cutting
prions and neither one wanted the contract
unless1 could get more work at a regular
figure.

Mr. Allen stated that the petition was
not in the interest of jasperite. Did not
want auytinng in tlio alleys to cost so
much. The property owners in his judge-
ment would be satisfied to pay $2.40 per
yard.

The roll call showed for the motion to
rescind. 33arnes, Glaze and Healy with
the other eight present in the negative.

An ordinance was passed providing for
the appointment of appraisers for the
raving improvement in the alleys to be
paved.

The question what material should be
used to pave intersection of Main and
Douglas was considered and it was recalled
that at one time a petition had been pre-

sented askinc that intersections of Doug-
las be paved witn same material as the
blocks on the avenue and in response to
the petition a resolution covering the mat-
ter had lxen passed. No additioual action
whs taken, which leaves the intersection to
be paved with jasperite.

Downing offered a resolution intructine;
Asphalt company to use any stone for
cement base as would meet the require-
ments! desised.

Coffin objected to having anything to do
with the matter and the resolution failed
to pass seven to four.

About this time Healy inquired if the
"pedal meeting was legal. He stated
in explanation that he did not think
Schuitzler had been notified and
according to his way of thinking all mem-Iwr-s

should be notified or the meeting
would not be legal.

The mayor thought the notice sent out
would cover the special meeting.

An estimate on city building amounting
to $2,619 was allowed.

The mayor stated at this moment that
the petition against the contract for alley
paving with stone was a very strong one,
aud while the council had passed it, he
would scarcely be able to sign it.

The council adjourning, Mr. Mulvane
held 8 conference with the mayor and
agreed to cut the price from $2.63 to $2.45,
which he did and the contract was signed.

The
writer wisely aimed to be practical, rather
than theoretical, and in a strong paper,
couched in graceful, elegant diction, point-
ed out the necessities and advantages to
both bar and people that would come from
having terms of the United States circuit
and district courts here. The completion
of the well adapted and commodious gov-
ernment building affords splendid accom
modations for the courtsand the large bus- - j

iness of southwest Kansas makes it a
matter of high importance to the people of
state, which advtintages were set forth
forcibly and in detail by the paper read to
have sessions of the federal courts here.

Resolutions were adopted by the
association calling upon our sen-tito-

and representatives in con-
gress to speedily secure such leg-
islation as will give annually sessions,
two or more, of both the United States
circuit and District courts at Wichita.
A committee was appointed to correspond
with the bar of southwest Kansas to se-

cure their interest and in
obtaining successful action in the prem-
ises. That terms of the above mentioned
courts, to be held here, are needed is be-

yond question. Mr. Rohrbaugh took the
ground that it was not advisable and ex-

SOME OF THE DESIGNS.
Space will not permit even a mention of

A KUSIIING ItUSINESS.

W. T. Bishop & Sons yesterday removed
their wholesale cigar business from the
Clement block on Main street to the first
floor of the Masonic building, on the south-
west corner of Main and First streets. The
big sign put up yesterday by Mr. Joe
Henly iu the interest of the firm attracted
no little attention. It was placed at the
top of the building, is twenty-fiv- e feet long
and five wide; ground work in tuscan red
with imitation gold letters.

A little, over one year ago W. T. Bishop.
Sr., reached the city, having come here
from Cincinnati to look over the induce-
ments for going into the wholesale cigar
business. The result was that within a
short time he had decided to move here,
and less than a year ago the firm took the
first order. The present quarters arc
twenty-fiv- e by ono hundred and twenty-fiv- e

feet, in one of the best locations in the
city. In tho west end of the room is the
office of the head bookkeeper, Mr. II. W.
Bishop. Mr. Frank C. Bishop gives most
of his attention to the city trade
while Mr. AV. T. Bishop is general
manager and gives special attention to
tho traveling men. They have six men on
the road working exclusivelj'for the house,
covering Kansas from east to west, tho
Territory and Texas. Another agents goes
on the road next week for the house, travel-
ing in Colorado exclusively.

The business of the house, according to
the manager, has in fact fnr surpassed
their expectations, but a surprise of this
kind they can endure without offering a
single objection. They claim that every-
thing is conducive to a successful jobbing
business in Wichita, provided those

in it do the proper amount of work.
In the absence of work, so fnr, the busi-

ness men in no city have secured business,
and in Wichita the labor is not so great as
in many eastern towns of far more preten-
tions than the metropolis of the south-
west. Within a few weeks in addition to
cigars the house will handle tobacco and
cigarettes.
