cliampions. Here is what the News says
in part:

Attention was called yesterday to the ir-
regularities that; occurred in the handling
of the votes in these precincts, (the 14th
and 74th.) The irregularities appear even
more flagrant today. Fortunately 33rown
is defeated whether these two precincts
are counted in or are thrown out. The
oath of office sets all too lightly on judges
and clerks o election, however, and an ex-
ample should be made in this very case.
Manipulation of ballot boxes and of ballots
is not one of the lost arts.

It is but fair to state, however, that
the manipulation spoken of was in the
interest of the Democratic candidate for
president of the upper house of the city
legislature, but it failed to work: the
Republican was elected, in spite of it. In
this last, however, nfay be found the
chief point of excellence of the system,
and it would appear to be plausible
enough were it not for the fact that the
Democrats of that place are praising the
system. This is wliat gives it such a
suspicious appearance.
