"The life of a naval officer is vcy far from
being an asy or amusing one lninyonmion,"
saidajoung lieutenant "People generally
havo a notion that we do nothing bat lark
ai.d play, but such is a far as possib'o from
being the case To begin with we ha e to do
at least eight hours out of the twenty-fou- r of
tho hardest sort of toil wort, mdeed so disa-
greeable in its character that there are few
kinds of labor which are not p'easant in com-
parison Four hours by aaj and four houra
at night, month after month and year after
year, wo must spnd in silentlv waliung a
plank, forb ddea to utter 1 woi d to any one,

blue jacKets havo to bo put thi ough their
evolutions like soldiers, marching in squads
and practicing- at tho guns In tho afternoon
it is hi ely there will be another drill Dur-

ing the mtei vals of sa.ch duties you may loaf
or go to sleep In this way is life on board
ship maae up Tor my own part I would
rather live on land "

cers or to insult them in anv w ay, becausa
