The citizens had an old brass six
pounder, with wliieh thoy fired a salute on tho
levee when the steamer bearing Webster ar-
rived. My father, John M. Krum, was then
mayor of Alton, and ho camo to St. Loui3
with a committee- of citizens to invite the
statesman to favor Alton with a visit. Ho
consented, and arrangements were made to
give him a fitting welcome.

"Alton did not possess a canuon, but to
meat this emergency my father had, with
much prudent care and forethought, had a
largo holo drilled, in tho bluff on the bank of
the Mississippi, into whicli four kegs of pow-
der wero poured and well tamped. When
tho steamboat with the great orator and a
distinguished party on board arrived at tho
Alton wharf a man stationed on the bluff
fired the fuse and a tremendous explosion fol-

lowed, making a noise that could bo heard
many miles and dislodging many tons of rock
and earth. This was tbe heaviestand biggest
gun fired off in honor of Daniel Webster on
his whole western tour."
