Las Cruces is the principal town iv
what is known as the ilesilla valley
The Mesilla valley is a distinctive name
applied to that portion of the Rio Grande
valley in the extreme southern part of
Jew Mexico, extending from Fort Sel-de- n

on the north to the Texas line not
far from the city of El Paso, Tex. Its
average width is about; three miles and
it3 greatest width ten miles Tho soil is
exceedingly rich and fertile, and is es-

pecially adapted for llie cultivation of
fine fruit, although alraost every variety
of fruit, vegetables and gram can be
produced with great success. One of
the principal and best pajing ciops of
the valley is alfalfa hay, of which four,
and sometimes live, cuttings are made
in one season. There is always a good
market for alfalfa Jury, which brings
from $10 to 11 per ton. Every acre of
tho valley i; so located that it can be ir-

rigated from tlio river, which divides
the total acreage into two neai ly equal
parts. The mam line of the Atchison
Topeka and Santa Fe iailroad passes
Ihiough the entire valley on the east
fcide of the liver. The altitude is about
S.SOO feet lowei than Santa Fo and 1,200
feet lower than Denver, and the aerage
of the climate is mild and as near per-

fection as c.in be iound anywheie. The
only real wmtei experienced by the peo-

ple of the vallev is m tho month of Jan-
uary, and e.en then the temperature
iiTdy falls below CO degs. above zeio
In the the temperature is
about the same aa that ot the Pacific

JUGGED LIGHTNING..

What Hay Bo Kspected from Electric
f torages In tlio Near Futuie.

"I may reasonably hope to see electric
energy carried around as money is car-
ried in men's vest pockets," said an emi-

nent electi ician i ecently, at a scientists'
meeting in New York. Tins is getting
electric storage down finer than there is
really any necessity for at present, but
theie may be developments in the near
futuie which will enable a man to light
Ins path or his cigar from a storage bat-
tery which he can carry as he carries his
w allet. It may come to pass that a man
can at any time walk up to a box in a
public place, (hop a nickel m the slot and
get enough electric energy stored in his
pocket secondary battel y to last him
for twenty-fou- r hours. This is what
electiic storage may come to in time. It
is now an infant of four or five years, and
since its buth it has made advances in
an opposite direction from the general
law of nature. Thingo usually increase
in v. eight with added yeais, but the stor-
age battery has been steadily diminish-
ing in this lespect. It v. as born heavy,
and it is claimed for it tint in the last
eighteen months it has lost fully tw

in weight, meanwhile growing
constantly healthiei and more powerful.

The secondiry battery emanated fiom
the almost simultaneous discoveiv bv
two Fienchmen, Plante and Taure, that
sheets of conoded lead possessed the
power or function of ictaining electricity
communicated to them by means of bat-

tel les or cijnamo-electn- c generatois.
The lesult was a pondeious and weighty
chest filled w ith rolls or sheets of lead.

When this discoveiv was given to the
woild, lthough both discoveiers had
piotecteu it with patents, all electricians
and dabblers m electricity began to ex-

periment in the rame direction as the
originators of the battery had been work-
ing. Two or thieo companies had been
formed in this counti , and licenses
were obtained from the Fiench patentees
to protect the business from infringers
Tho ensuing experiments were exhaus-
tive, and millions of dollars were spent
in the endeavor to sub-titu- something
lighter for the lead. It was quickly dis-
covered that oxides and certain salts of

could used much of in fifty , pluck laurel
weight of solid and that time hands human-coul- d

be thus in and almost immodestly seat
batteries up to their maximum efficiency.

Peifoiated sheets of lead were filled
with red oide and other pioducts of
lead, and one nianufactuimg concern
constiucted lead plates in the form of a
honeycomb and filled up the cells with
lead compounds. All this tended to di-

mmish the weight of th stoiago boves,
and expenmeiits weie continued
with the view of making: them still
lighter. Tho decrease in weight in the
last year is said to be nearly 75 i?r cent.,
and at the same time tho eflicicncy has
been inci eased largely and the cost of
manufacture gieatly reduced. It is
claimed by some manufacturers that
their battel les will give out 90 per cent,
of the eneigy stoied in them, but thi3
statement is doubted by soma electri-
cians, who say that they will average
from 60 to 75 per cent, at fheir best.

For two years storage battel les have
been used in Newaik with varying suc-
cess in electi and house lighting.
The plater finds them a great boon, be-

cause they enable liini to conduct his
work day and night. plates w ith his
dynamo while the steam power is run-
ning dunng tho day, and at the same
time the dynamo is loading up the cells.
When power stops m the evening the
wires leading fiom tho dynamo to the
plating baths are attached to the storage
batteries and they go on silently, deposit-
ing the metal thiough tho still watches
of the night In the samo manner a
manufactuier who has a dynamo in his
shop can easily fill storage batteries to
light his house at night.

A New arker interested in street rail-
roads remarked a lev days ago that he
believed that tho motor of the future
w ould be run by stored electricity, and
that cables and overhead wires would be
entuely superseded. "The steam engine
as a producer of electi lcity w ill bo done
awa with as soon as tho storage battery
is perfected," ho said. "Hero we aie
burning and getting 13 per cent, of
its heat energy in the form of power,
converting this power into electiicity and
tne electricity Lack mtopowei at a great
loss, and wo consider that doing pretty
well. In the near futuie we will make
electricity by water pow or, w Inch is now
going to waste, and it will bo supplied at
our uoors as milk and ice aro sup-
plied. Tnat, I think, ;s futuie of
electiicity. Thousands of horse power
can be utilized for btoring electricity at
Paterson, Uoonton, Little Falls, Niagara,
Rochester and hundred other places
w here plants can be cheaply established,
and all w are waiting for is the cheap,
light and efficient stoiage cell. When it
comes gas will go out, steam will stop
hissing and horses will no longer be
w oiked to death on the street cars. The
only linpioveiuentl can conceive beyond
the perfection of the storage battery is
the discovery of getting and harnessing
the electric eneigy in nature without the
use of htat or pow er." Newaik Sundav
