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THE CHEROKEE STKIP.

The Seven Million Acres Addition to
Oklahoma.

UR DISPATCHES
yesterday announced
that the commission
for treating for the
Cherokee Strip or
Outlet had been filled
and its members
ordered to meet at
.he capitol of theliWJi Cherokees twelve

v. rtx5y days hence. The
Cherokee legislature
has been ordered

convened within three days thereafter.
As the Indians now fully appreciate that
fiie government means business it would

that little trouble will be encountered
rni agreeing upon a price. This being so
ihere will be a great interest in the strip,
nd in the very near future, as the

oill lately passed provides that in
the event of a successful treaty the
president shall have power to open the
etrip to settlement by proclamation.

This strip contains seven million acres of
land, lying immediately along the .southern
boundary line of Kansas, being fifty-seve- n

miles wide, and reaching from the Arkan-
sas river to No Man's land and the Pan
Handle of Texas. It embraces a delightful
country. The Texas cattlemen who in the
early days made Wichita their head-
quarters always declared it to be the stock-
man's paradise. These same men were
unanimous in the claim that there is a
district lying south of Kiowa large enough
for a county or two, that is very fine, and
that south of that again and between
Cantonment and Ft. Reno another patch
large enough for two or three counties,
which is unexcelled for both grazing
and agricultural purposes. The cattle dis-

trict is just south of the strip, but will be
a part of the future Oklahoma.
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The map herewith given is accurate, and
shows the strip from where it commences
at the intersection of the state line of Kan-
sas and the Arkansas river, and also the
towns lying immediately along the border,
viz: Cale, Hunnewel, Caldwell, Kiowa
and Englewood. Arkansas City is only
five miles back from the line. These points
are all reached by railroads from Wichita:
Arkansas Citj' by the Santa Fe, which
runs entirely through the eastern end of
the strip; Hunneweli by the Southern
Kansas; Caldwell by the Santa Fe and
Rock Island both, the latter running en-

tirely through the strip; Kiowa by the
Mfosouri Pacific and Southern Kansas
both, the latter running entirely through
the western half of the strip in
a southwesterly direction, aud En-

glewood by the Santa Fe's Wich-
ita jukI Mulvane extension. It will
be seen by the map that Wichita touches
the strip at five points by rail, two of the?e
points being retched by two roads, each,
from this city, and all directly. Kiowa
and Caldwell are tho two most accessible
gateways to the great body of these lands,
Kiowa being located midway on tho line
uml right up against them. Three two
points have each two railroads, all of which
the accompanying map shows.

The principle water courses of the Out-
let or Strip arc the Salt Fork of the Ar-

kansas, the Cimarron river and the Cana-
dian river, all running in a southeasterly
direction, each with numerous tributaries
and branches. From a little pamphlet is-

sued by the "Kiowa Bureau of Informa-

tion." we take the statement that the.se

btreams are never failing and that living
water can be obtained froin ten to forty
feet by digging, throughout the most part
of the strip. Along the banks of the prin-
cipal streams can be found timber for gen-

eral purposes. Tho soil of this new coun-
try is, as a rule, a dark sandy loam, identi-
cal with the same and of such wonderful
fertility found in southern Kansas, won-

derfully easy of cultivation, free from
tones and never having any frost. The

sod is also like that of southern Kansas,
easily broken, and like tho Arkansas valley
land of this section can be plowed immedi-
ately after rains without inconvenience.

The altitude is about the same of this
section of Kansas, averaging about twelve
hundred feet above the sea level, which in-

sures cool nights in tho summer, and
health.

Much of this land, the greater portion of
it. in fact, is now occupied by the herds of
the great cattle syndicates, consisting of
hundreds of thousands of head, which
roam these native pastures winter and
and summer, with no other food than that
afforded by the ranges, with no shelter, nor
with no care save that afforded by the cow-

boys who herd them. The grasses are the
buunlo. the gamma, and blue-ste- identi-
kit with the grasses of the lower Arkansas
regions previous to settlements There
seems no doubt that, as a whole,
the eastern half of tho strip will
be found to be adapted to all the
crops grown in the central southern comi-
ties of Kansas and probably just as good
a hog and cattle country. Of the western
half of the strip it is more difficult to say.
Imnfeuse herds roam over it from one
year's end to another, aud it is safe to say
that whether it proves a successful agri-
cultural section or not it will always be a
rich and profitable graxiug country with
its winter months graduated' between
those of southern Kansas and northern
Texas That portion of the strip south of
Wichita, and immediately contiguous to
the towns of Kiowa and Caldwell, ought
to prove fine for wheat, oats and corn and
for northern Texas cotton. The pamphlet
to which we refer says of the lands of the
strip:

"This land is now covered with fine
grasses of all kinds. The question then
comos what crops are best adapted to this
locality? This can best be answered by
telling what crops are successful in Barber
county, Kansas, which adjoin. The sec-

retary of the Barber County Agricultural
society gives us the following synopsis of
his report to the state board of agriculture:
'The average yield of wheat, corn, millet
aud prairie hay for a number of years is as
follows, viz: wheat 24 bushels, corn 46
bushels, millet 4H tons, prairie hay 1

tons per acre.' In addition there are mauy
crops that have proved a great success,

among which are oats, rye, barley, broom-cor- n,

Irish and sweet potatoes, cotton,
peanuts, sugar beets, the entire sorghum
family and all garden vegetables. Sugar
beets and sorghum have been especially
profitable by reason of having been manu-
factured into sugar, which industry is
bound to be a leading one in this new
country, it being so now in Barber
county, where at Medicine Lodge, twenty
miles north of this land, the larg-
est and most successful sugar plant
in the state of Kansas is locat-
ed; the capacity of which will be increased
this year. All these crops can be raised on
die Cherokee Strip to advantage. The
little land that has been used by the
ranchmen for garden and field crops has
demonstrated the fact that this little land
is one of the finest and most productive on
earth. Cattle and horses are raised here by
the tens of thousands, grazing the whole
year round upon the nutritious grasses
of the prairie, finally going to market
without a mouthful of grain or hay." It
will doubtless become a great fruit coun-
try also. It will be a country in which the
farmer can employ himself on bis farm
for ten or eleven months in the year with-
out doubt, as the winters must prove as
mild at least as the winters of southern
Kansas.

In the extreme western portion of the
strip the country is more broken. There
are grand gorges and deep canons
and hills that almost reach the alti-
tude of mountains, fishing streams
and hunting grounds, fastnesses
which has never been disturbed except by
the Indian, the cattle baron, and the cow-
boy. In this connection Ave recall an
Oregon paper which we noticed the other
day whoso editor declared that the Chero-
kee outlet would not compare in arable
lands, in fertile soil and in equitable
climate with the northwest. It is very evi-
dent that the writer did not know anything
about the Cherokee Outlet, however well
he may be posted on the country around
Puget Sound. There is no comparison, to
say nothing of the advantage the settlers
on the strip will have with the markets of
the world.

There is, as we said, little known of the
physicial make-u- p of the west end of the
strip nor of the west side of the entire
territory, for that matter. But it
is known that in a number of
localities there are strong indications
of mineral deposits. Lead aud copper and
gold have all been found in traces in the
the western half of the territory, and the
chances are that there is coal.

When this strip opens Wichita's jobbers,
Wichita's sash and door men, Wichita's
iron founders, and all of her other manu-
facturers will have a new and important
fieli for trade, and a field every portion of
which she can reach in one half of the time
that it can be reached by the packers, job- -
uers ana manutacturers or anv otner citv.
It will add one-ha- lf to her present trade
field immediately, with an after growth
which no man can estimate. Pansenj'er
and freight trains will be compelled
to vibrate daily between Wichita and
over the seven roads daily between
Wichita and the five points nlong tho bor-

der named above and between Wichita
aud the many new towns which will
spring up within the country along the
lines already pushed through the strip ajid
along those extensions which will be
pushed in as soon as the way is open. In
short, every jobbing city in the west, es-

pecially St. Joe and Kansas City, and in-

cluding St. Louis aud Chicago, envy Wich-
ita's position in connection with the
Cherokee Strip ad in her connection with
the entire Indian Territory.

ILLINOIS WHEAT A BAD FAILURE.

CLERICAL ERRORS IN THE OKLA-

HOMA BILL.

No Delay in the Organization of the
Territory Will be

Occasioned.

A Concurrent Resolution Passed by Both
Houses Asking the President to Send

Back the BilL

The Cherokee Commission Directed to Pro-

ceed to Guthrie and Negotiate With
the Indians Adjacent to Oklahoma

Colored Men Visit the Presi-

dent and Urge McOabe

for Governor Items.

WAsniNGTOX, April 29. A clerical error
has been discovered in the text of the bill
establishing the territory of Oklahoma. In
describing the territory to be included the.
Din says .tne oounuary line tollows the
south line of the Cherokee outlet westward
to the west line ef Texas. It should read

westward to the east line of Texas." The
bill is still in the interior department, and
has not been signed by the president. It
may either be recalled by concurrent reso-
lution, amended and passed, or it may be
amended by joint resolution. In any event
there will be no delay in carrying the pro-
visions of the law into effect.

The house this afternoon agreed to a sen-
ate concurrent resolution requesting the
president to return the Oklahoma bill for
the purpose of having an error rectified.

Several amendments
reccommended by the committee were
agreed to and the bill went over without
final action.

SHOULD GO SLOW.

The President Say3 Present Expenditures
for Building3 are Extravagant.

Washington, April 29. The president
today vetoed a bill appropriating $200,000
for the improvement of the public build
ing at uaiias, lex. xne reason given was
that 100,000 would have sufficed for all the
needed improvements. The president con-chid-

the veto message as fpllows:
"The legislation for the erection of pub-

lic buildings bas not preceded so far as I
can trace upon any general rule. Neither
population nor the extent of pub-
lic business transacted has always
indicated the points where pub-
lic buildings were first to be
built or the cost of the structures. It can
not be expected that in the of
some general law a committee of congress-
men in charge of such matters will pro-
ceed in their recommendations strict
and equal lines. The bills are indi-
vidual and if comparisons are at-
tempted the necessary element of probable
growth is made to cover all apparent in-
equalities. It will be admitted, I am sure,
that only a public need should suggest an
expenditure of the public money and
that if all such needs can not be
at once supplied tho most gen-
eral and urgent should have the
(reference. I am not unfriendly to afiberal annual expenditure for the erection

of public buildings where the safe and con-
venient transaction of public business
demands it and the state of the revenues
will permit. It would be wiser in my
opinion to build more and less costly
houses and to fix by general law the
amount of the annual expenditures for
this purpose and some order of preference
for cities asking for public buildings. But
in view of the pending legislation looking
to the very large reduction of our revenues
and of the urgency and necessity of a large
increase in our expenditures in certain
diaections, I am of the opinion
that the appropriations for the
erection of public buildingsand all kindred
expenditures should be kept at a minimum
until the effect of other probable legisla-
tion can be accurately measured. The
erection of public buildiugs is largely a
matter of local necessity and convenience,
while expenditures for enlarged relief and
recognition of the soldiers and sailors of
the war for the preservation of the union,
for necessary coast defenses and for the ex-
tension of our commerce with other Amer-
ican states are "universal necessities and
involve considerations, not of convenience,
but of justice, honor, safety and general
prosperity."

A reporter
visited Governor Smith, of the home, and
inquired if he knew anything about the
charges that had been made, and by
whom. The governor was greatly
surprised, and said he knew nothing
at all about the matter until he
read the dispatch referred to. He de
nied in toto the allegeu cnarges, auu was
anxiotis for the fullest investigation. He
was anxious for the committee to come, as
he could give them every facility for a
careful and thorough investigation of the
institution over which he has charge. The
governor said that many of the old men
at the home were childish and hard to
please and had a propensity for com-
plaining, and he always heard their
stories patiently, and remedied their
imaginary wrongs as far as practi-
cable. He further said he had tele-
graphed to W. R. Hodges, Colonel
Churchill, Captain Gle.isoii aud other
prominent G. A. 11. men at St. Louis
assuring them of his willingness to extend
every assistance to the examining com-
mittee reported to be en route here. The
substance of the same dispatch was also
sent to Department Commander Ira F.
Collins of the G. A. R., requesting that he
also appoint a committee to investigate
the workings of the home.

The governor seemed somewhat annoyed
by the published report, and auxious that
the committee should arrive and make the
truth known.

Recchtly one of the veterans made
charges against Governor Smith and Post-
master Holloway, of the home, for the al-

leged opening of his letters and caused
their arrest. A hearing was had before
United States Commissioner Clough, and
United States Attorney Ady, afterhearing
the evidence, directed that defendants be
dismissed.

Colonel Brown, the inspector general of
the home, who happened to be here at the
time of the trial, ordered the discharge
from the home of the complaining witness.

Commander Markart, ot Custer post, G.
A. R., said he was unaware of any trouble
at the home, as none had been reported to
him. Where there are so many decrepid
ant" disabled men there won Id naturally ex-
ist some dissatisfaction, but he knew of
nothing seriou.

Commander Glenn, of Leaven worth post,
Xo. 120, G. A. R., expresM?d similar views,
and said he had heard notdiug to warrant
such charges.

DENOUNDED AS FALSE.

At a special meetinsr of Brennen post.
G. A. R. (the post at the Soldiers' home)
held this mornine to consider the charges
against. the government of that institution
that came from St. Louis the following
resolution was unanimously adopted:

Resolved, That the alleged complaints
contained in the Kansas City Journal
special from St. Louis of the 27th inst. is
denounced by Brennan Post Xo.
3S0, Department of Kansas, ;is
maliciously falsa in every particu-
lar, and the complainants well know
that no member is compelled to
work at all, cither at the brickyaJd, garden
or farm, and that the punishment alleged,
by sweat box, is not known at the liome.

The press correspondent here ha made a
careful investigation of these charges and
believe them to be entirely without foun-
dation so far from any one being compelled
to work at the home. The authorities are
unable to furnish work for more than half
of those who apply.

AUaUR.v, N". Y., April 20. Proceedings
in tLe electrical execution of William
Kemmlor have been stopped and indefinite-
ly postiwawl. Rogpr M. Sherman and
Henry 1). Dailey, of New York City,

to Kemmler nnd heretofore not
connected with the case, nrrived on this
morninsi's tnun. Mr, Galley is a member
of the law firm of Garyor, Hughe vV

Gniley. Mr. Sherman is also a law-
yer. Mr. Sherman poon after he ar-
rived went to Warden Durst on nnd
told the custodian of Kemmlor that ho
had a writ of habeas corpus for Kemmler.
The warden wa surprised and domanded
some assurance of tho regularity of the
proceedings.

It was tho intention of the warden to
carry out tho order of execution early . in
the morning and Kemmler would have
suffered the penalty but for a littto delay
in the arrangement of the electrical

Tho warden was disturbed
over the delay and whon Mr
Sherman informed him of tho
habeas corpus proceedings ho

still more oisturbed and domanded
the lawyer's credentials. Mr. Sherman
explained that he had obtained the writ
from Judge Wallace on Monday and that
a certified copy would be sunt from thu
clerk of the court at Uticn. The warden
did not consider that sufficient, to Mr
Sherman went before Supremo Court
Judge Dwight, who was sitting in
chambers here, and mado affidavit that
he was a lawyer and had obtained tho
writ from Judgo Wallace. Tho writ,
ho said, commanded tho warden to produce
Kemmler before the circuit court of tho
United States for the northern district of
Xcw York to lie held at Canandalgua on
the third Monday of June at 10 a. m.
This satisfied tho warden, who thou form-
ally notified Kemmler of tho fact.

Vhen Kemmler bwrd tho news, the con-
demned man could not at first grasp Uk
full meaning and Warden DureUm had to
explain to him that the habeas corpus pro-
ceedings had the ciTect of potpoiung exe-

cution possibly for two nioutha. "Oh,
said Kemmler,"4,that makoa me fcol eas-
ier." Beyond this expression the prisoner
gave no sign of astonishment, delight or
relief.
