The gift to ba paid at the time of the pros
tration of the bride before her mother-in-law
i& Himitad to seven rupess

The payment on account of the cersmopy
when the bridvgroom touches the fringe of
his mother-in-law’s dress most not go beyond
TWO rupees,

It is expressly providad also that in no case
shall the farher or guardian of the bride taks
soy money from the otoer on account of giv
ing his daughter

The nambwr of dinner parties given by the
bride's family is not to be more than five, and
the number of guessts at each must not ba
more than twenty-five,

The payment on account of mali matla, or
gift of an earthen pot with eatables wher
the bridegroom’s party depart after the mar-
ringe, shall not exceed five rupees at the out-
side.

The presmts to be given at the betrothal
by the father or guardian of the brids to the
father or guardian of the bridegroom “shall

HINTS ON READING,

Have the reading leson studiad in advanecs
by the [rllpil.

Sulect the best newspaper fram the litarary
and moral standpoint for school reading.

Lat the pupiis read silently and then alood
Virst gain the thought sud then express it

Require the substance of parsgraphs and
of whoie pleces to be given in the pupil's own
words.

The meaning of new words should be de-
Teloped, somotimes by showing their use in
=ntences and sometimes by deflnitions.

A voeal drill should preceds the reading.
This should be the key to the proper expres-
sion of the sentiment in piteh, furce, time
and quality of voice,

The proper sentiment is to be ecreatad by
causing in the pupil & lively pictoring of per-
sops and places and of speech und action,
Facling is ennsed by knowing.

The pronancintion of difficult words shonld
be taught by directing the childrens atien-
tion to the syllables and letters as signs of
sounds, and also by theexampleof the teucher.

The class shoyld have & thorough drill on a
fow choser ploves to erente o standard of ex-
pression
avald difidence; and individoally, in order
to sware independence and to give an oppor-
tunity for criticism

Emphasis and inflection should be taught
mainly from within, that is, by leading the
pupil toa clear comprooension of the thought,
but at times example is best. A fow rules, as
for instance, those relating to mew or coun-
trasted ideas, should be tsught indoetively.
Driil ou passages in the eeson aud on the ale
montary sonnds, to establish correct babits of
intiection and emphasis, shanld not be omitted.

Animals That Eat with Their Gitzard.
The cuttle-fish, which, among other stracge
things, always walks with its bead down-
ward, does not chew its food st all, but mas
ticates with its glzzard. Bo do gease, fowls,
ducks nod indeed all modern birds. Beizing
their food in their beaks, they swallow it
=haole, If grain or seed, and in largs pieces (f
it be fruit or bread. In that condition it
9 the gizzard, a powerful muscle with o
¥ tough, borny lining, which acts ss & mill,
being sufflcisuily powerful to pulverize un-
eooked corn.  To nssist In the milling provess
ail grain-eating birds swallow little picces of
gravel, glass, crockery, metal, ete., the horpy
interior of the pizmard being sufficienitiy tough
to escape outting by thess materials It is
