BLOODSHED IS PEST&

A Confiiot Between Troops and Eiotons
Strikers.

Pesth. May 1. The labordemonstration
here has been marred by a scene of blood-
shed. Early this mommg a largo number
of workmen gathered in front of one of
the rolling mills. At first the men were
orderly enough, but under the incitement
of agitators they became aroused and
bitterly denounced the alleged tyranny of
their employers. Thej lost all
and engaged in a riotous demonstration
which the police were powerless to quell.
Troops arrived on the ground with fixed
bayonets. The crowd broke and fied in all
directions.

ORDER IN ITALY.
ROME, May 1 There is a partial cessa-

tion of work here and in the principal cities
and towns of Italy today Dispatches from
all parts of the country show that order is
being maintained.

A few insicnilicant rows are reported at
Milan in connection with the labor demon-
stration. The disturbances were quickly
suppressed. At Naples a political inspec-
tor was wounded.

The workmen iu Bologna, Piasa, Pa-
lermo, Lungo and other towns expected to
hold demonstrations today. They were
dispersed by the police.

OEABGED BY SOLDIERS,

An Unruly Crowd in Paris Quickly
Dispersed.

Paris, May 1. A row occurred this
evening on the Place de la Concorde. A
body of workmen wished to pass down the
Rue de la Cirque toward the Elysee palace.
The police barred the way and the paraders
tried to force a passage through them. A
squadron of the municipal guards then
charged upon the crowd, wounding a largo
number of men. Many arrests were made.

The persons arrested in the Place de la
Concorde will be released at midnight.
They are simply charged with refusing to
move on. The'boulevards and the Place
do la Concordo have assumed their or-
dinary aspect.

No deputations of workmen visited the
Elysee palace or the ministerial depart-
ments.

The prefect of the Seine, acting under
the orders of M. Constausminister of the
interior, went to the HoteT'dc YiJle today
and Warned the municipal council not to
receive deputations. The members of the
council protested against this action, but
nevertheless submitted to the minister's
orders.

The municipal guards left the Hotel de
Yille at 7 o'clock Upon their departure
the crowd began to sing "Marseillais" and
was dispersed by the police after a brief
(.raffle. Another skirmish between the
police nnd sight seers occurred in the Place
de la Itepubhque at 10 o'clock tonight.
Dunne the fracas a man fired a revolver at
the police but nobody wab hurt.

At 11 o'clock all other quarters were
calm and the extra police were being with-
drawn.

At a late hour tonight the Innilevards
were thronged with excited lKople. In
the place Chateau d'Eau the cavalry
charged upon the crowd and several more

i arrests were made. The total number of
arrests during the day appioaehes f00. It
is stated that in the Place de la Concorde
thirty persons Here wounded, but they
concealed the fact in order to escape arrest.

IN PORTUGAL.
LISBON, May 1. The day was observed

with extremequietnos b the workmen
in the citv. A manifesto Lai been iued
by the workingnien declaring in favor of
eigui nours hs a jegai uay s worn, aim it
has gained a largo number of signatures.

Ol'ORTO, May 1. A manifesto was issued
bj the orkingmen of tins city todaj.in
which they condemn political "speculators
for trying to control their labor movement
in their ov n interest. The manifesto f

the men, after holding their
demonstrations- today, will lesume their
work and will ask the king to see that
legislation is adopted bv the cortes for the
regulation of labor. The workmen, a a
parr of their demonstration, proposed to
hold a meeting in front of the town hall,
but this was forbidden by the authorities.

BELOW ALL ANTICIPATIONS.
London. Mav 1 The oroces.ion of

working men which whs 1mM in thte city j

today tell lar stiort of the number which it
was expected would take part in the pa-
rade The line was computed of only a
fow hundred men. The procession march-
ed to Hjde park, where a number of
speeches in favor of the working men's
cases were made. An attempt whs made
to hold a meeting at Hackney but the po-
lice would not permit it and the crowd
was dispersed. Those taking part in the
procession made no resistance to the police
but quietly dispersed when ordered to
do so.

GERMANY'S WORKERS QUIET.
BERLIN, May L Nothing of an outw ard

character has yet occurred iu connection
with the demonstration by workingmen.
"Work is procediug iu the usual manner
in Munster, 'Wiesbad, Strassburg. Marem-bur-

teen of the proprietor of the smaller
manufactures closed their establishments,
today and gave ail their employes a holi-
day.

DEMONSTRATIONS IN BELGIUM.
Brussels, May 1. An immnnse meeting

of workmen assembled at Charleroi y.

Thirty thousand men marched to
tho nlace ol meeting, all singing the Mar-
seillaise. The nieuwore orderly and there
was no trouble.

A procession numbering 900 miners was
formed in Liege today and marched to the
town hall where a petition was present d
to the authorities asking for the. estab-
lishment of an eight hour working day.

EIGHT HOUR LAW ASKED.

Pakis, May L A deputation of work-ingme- n

went to the chamber of deputies
this afternoon and presented a petition
asking that the chamber make eight hours
a legal day's work. A large crowd gath-
ered on the thoroughfares in the vicinity
of the chamber, completely blocking them.
The cavalry, which was doing special duty
today, quietly cleared the way for the dep-
utation to proceed.

Dispatches at noon from Marseilles, Por-deau- x,

Nancy, Bcaurdanx and Lille, said
that no disturbances had occurred in any
of those places and that tranquility pre-
vailed in the streets.

DISPERSED RY THE POLICE.
London, May 1. Five hundred disor-

derly men gathered on the Thames em-
bankment this morning bent on making
some kind of a demonstration. A force of
2,500 police was on hand, however, and the
mob was dislodged by them.

A disorderly mob will attempt to hold a
torchlight procession tonight but the po
lice will rigidly suppress any procession of
that kind. There is every indication that
the proposed demonstration will prove a
complete fiasco.

QUIET IN SPAIN.
Madrid, May 1. The reports received

here this morning, concerning the May
day demonstration show that tranquillity
prevails throuhgout the provinces. The
strikes in Valencia, however, are spread-
ing. The employes in all the trades there
are joining in the movement for the estab-
lishment of an eight-hou- r working day.
The theaters in "Valencia will be closed to-
night.

RIOTS AT MARSEILLES.
Marseilles, May L At midnight dis-

orderly crowds gathered in the Cour
Belgunce. The police were powerless.
Infantry dispersed the mob. Xoisy groups
elsewhere were dispersed by the naval
patrols. A riotous mob pillaged an oil
mill, thirty men were arrested. One hun-
dred persons altogether were arrested
during the day.

BOSTON CARPENTERS OUT.
Boston, Mass., May L The strike of

carpenters of this city for an eight hour
work day was formally inaugurated this
morning. About 1,800 men are out. It is
estimated that there are 2,000 men in this
city who have been granted eight hours by
about 100 employers who are now mem-
bers of the Master Builders association.
The men have the approval of the car-
penters union in continuing at work.

An entusiastic meeting of 800 strikers
was held this morning to celebrate the in-

stitution of the eight hour move. Ad-
dresses were made by several labor leaders
and the men were pleased with the state
of affairs.

EMPLOYERS CONCEDING DEMANDS.
Detroit, Mich., May 1. Fully 2,000

carpenters are out in this city today. The
strike is to be short lived, however, as the
principal contractors are conceding the
men's demands and it is thought work
will be pretty generally resumed tomor-
row.

At 3 o'clock this afternoon the members
of the parade marched the principal streets.
A monster mass meeting will be held. The
strikers have pickets posted throughout
the city to watch for new comers, the
"Windsor boats being watched to prevent
the importation of carpenters.

WORKINGMEN ALL HAPPY.
Cleveland, O., May 1. The working-me- n

of Youngtown, O., are all happy to-
night. The painters, plumbers, brick-
layers and masons were all granted an
advance and will hereafter work but nine
hours a day. Fourteen contractors have
signed the carpenters' scale providing for
nine hours a day and it is thought all the
others will do so. The journeymen tailors
have also secured an advance m wages and
returned to work.

QUIET AT SAN FRANCISCO.
SAX Fkancisco, Cal., May 1. May day

passed off quietly in San Francisco. The
carpenters and joiners begin their move
for an eight-ho- day tomorrow. The
brewery workmen have succeeded in their
demand for a nine-hou- r day with a slight
increase in wages, and the plumbers, gas-fitte- rs

and plasterers have secured an eight-ho-

day, but the more important trades
will await the result of the carpenters' de-
mands before making any movement.

NOT A SUCCESS.
New York, May 1. The New York

City world wide labor demonstration was
not a great success. The threatening
weather may have kept many away.
Probably not more than 2,000 people were
at the speaker's stand at one time. In the
procession that preceded there were about
5,000 paraders. The labor leaders expected
at least 15,000 men but the rain partly ex-
cused this apparent want of enthusiasm.

NO TROUBLE AT CINCINNATI.
CGfCTSXATl, O., May 1. This city is hap-

pily free from any lab'or troubles of any
considerable magnitude. The only thing
that could bo called trouble for today is a
Uemand for 10 per cent increase of "wages
by bench moulders. This will affect about
500 men. There has been no oiganized
movement, at least none made here, for
securing any change in hours or wages
except as above stated.

CARVERS ALL OUT.

Ean His Train Through the One Ahead.
"There are heroes and heroes, and there

are heroines and heroines," said Chauncey M.
Depew in speaking of the matter of personal
bravery. "There aro blue shirted men who
go over our railroad lines every day in en-

gine cabs who wouldw laugh at you If you in-

timated to them that they are heroes, and
who in spite of all aro as brave as any man
who ever drew a sword or earned a musket.
Railroad men seldom have much time to
think. They are cowards or heroes in a sec-

ond. Not long ago one of our engineers of
an express train rounded a turn in the road
and saw that another train had been derailed,
and lay right across the track. A collision
was inevitable. The engineer might have
taken chances and jumped, but he didn't.
As be said afterward:

" 'I saw right away we were in for It, and
like a flash it struck me that our only chance
was to go right ahead and cut througli if we
could. So I threw her open and let her go.'

"The experiment was perilous, but it was
successful. Ho did 'cut through,' and i i one
was injured. This act of tho engineer was
that of an exceedingly courageous, cool head-
ed man.

"Another engineer on a western road per-
formed a similar act tomo time ago with
tragic results. Ho tried to or in fact was
forced to try to cut through a freight train
that had been thrown across the track. None
of the passengers was injured, bnt the engi-
neer and his fireman were killed. This is but
too often the reward of bravery in all walks
of life.'' Philadelphia Press.
