ALL AROUND THE HOUSE.

Cushions have nlv.-ay- s cflorded scope for
pretty fancy work, and it appears likely that
they will long continue to do so. Several
no-n- shapes and styles have been introduced
lately. Tho princess head cushion is very
ornamental, particularly when it is mado in
two shades of Indian silk, richly embroidered
and finished with ribbons, which hold it in
place upon the chairback. Doublo cushions
aro also much in vogue at present, for, by
their equal adjustment of weight, they can-
not slip. One of theso doublo cushions is en-

titled the "President," and is covered vrith
salmon colored silk, beautifully worked it)
silks, with a floral design outlined in gold.

The "Royal Bolster" shape is also a favor-
ite. It is ornamented with bands of work,
and tho ends aro of sill: set in very full. In
suede leather work we have noticed several
tasteful examples. This soft leather, in tones
of mouse gray and fawn color, adapts itself
appropriately to bright needlework. News-
paper racks, Bradshaw covers, letter books
and wall pockets aro now being treated in
this style. Plenty of gold is employed to en-

liven tho general effect; tassels and fringes
aro also employed to give it the requisite
finish.

Vanilla Sandwiches.
Take the weight of three eggs both in sugar

and in Hour, boil tho sugar to a sirup with a
little water, and in tho meantime whisk the
three eggs in a basin standing in another one
full of boiling water; then' add tho sugar
which has been boiled, and go on whisking
till it becomes a thick cream; then lightly
mix in tho flour, flavor with a little essencs
af vanilla, and when quite smooth put it in a
flat buttered tin and bul:o for about thirty
minutes. When cold, cut it out in small
shape3 and cut each piece in half horizon-
tally; spread a little jam on tho lower pieces,
join them together and ico tho top with the
following icinsr: Put tho unbeaten whites of
two eggs in a basin, and add gradually half
a pound of icing sngar, beat it with a spoon
till it becomes very light and hangs in flakes
from tho spoon, then flavor with a few drops
of vanilla.

Fried Shad with Saacs Piquante.
Split tho fish as for broiling, and with a

sharp knife divido it into pieces nearly as wide
as your hand. P.oll these in beaten yolk of
egg, whon you havo salted and peppered each

then, in finely powdered cracker, also salted
and peppered, and sot them on tho ico for
three or four hour3. Fry them in deep fat to
a yellow brown, drain off every drop of
greaso and lay lengthwise on a hot fish dish.

To make tho sauce, beat up three
of butter to a cream, with threa

tablespoonfuls of lemon juico (strained), mix
in, at tho last, tho same quantity of finely
minced parsley, boating all together until the
sauco is green. Have ready eight half lemon3,
emptied of pulp and juice, fill lightly with the
sauce, and lay about the fish when served.
